ORCHESTRA MAY PLAY
AT SPRING CONCERT

Institute Committee Recom-
mends That They Take Part
Without Recompense-

A special meeting of the Inslitute
Committee convened yesterday after-
noon at 4,20 o’ctock, in 8 C. The first
matter taken up was the report of
the committee appointed to investi.
gate the trouble between the Orches-
tra and the Musical Clubs. The com-
mittee reported as fellows: “That the
Institute Committee should recom-
mend to, and strongly advise the Musi-
cal Clubs to invite the Orchestra to
play two numbers at the Spring con-
cert, for which the Orchestra shall re-
ceive no recompense other than the
admigsion cof its members to the con-
cert. That the Instifute Committee
advise the Orchestira to accept such
invitation to play at the Spring con-
cert, and that they demand no compli-
mentary tickets for their pariners, nor
ask for any financial reward for their
services.”

After some discussion as to whether
the members of the Orchestra be en-
titled to a seat, the sentiment being
that they should not, the report was
accepted.

The committee on the Undergradu-
ate dinner reported that as the plan
for having such a dinner is no longer
Feasible, it be postponed until next
vear., This report was aceepted.

HARD PRACTICE RUN.

Cro-ss-Country Squad Covers
Muddy Course in Good Time.

Yesterday’s run between Highland
and the Field was a hard one. As it
was the last trip over the course be-
fcre Saturday's race, all the runners
went into it with the idea of covering
it in good time. The country was ex-
tremely wet and muddy. The recent
rains and snows had filled the brook
until it was knee-deep and too wide
to be easily jumped.

ELECTRICALS VISIT
WATERTOWN ARSENAL

Tech Men Inspect Large Govern-
ment Plant—Huge Testing
Machine Examined.

About twenty-five members of the
Electrical Engineering Society took
the trip to the Watertown Arsenal this
afterncon. The party left the E. E.
Library in Lowell at 1.45, and as soon
#ts they made their wants known to
the Commandant-at the arsenal an of.
ficer was detailed to take them
through. They were treated with
great courtesy and all thoroughly en-
joyed the trip.

The men were taken through the
foundry, where castings oft carriages
fer large guns are made, This arsenal
is devoted almost entirely to the man-
ufacture of carriages, the guns being
shipped from another yard. They
then visited the forging shops and
machine ghops, in which the finishing
touches are given to the rough cast-
ings and forgings. The turning of the
large projectiles was also very inter-
esting. The arsenal maintalns a din-
ing rcom and rest rooms for the em-
pleyees and provides for them in num-
erous other ways.

Probably the part of the yard most
interesting to the men was the test-
ing laboratories and the famous S§00,-
000 pound Emery testing machine.
Tests were being made on small cubes
of concrete which was part of a se-
ries of concrete tests that had been
carried on for some time. ‘The of-
ficer in charge of the labhorataries
ghowed them the results of former
tests of aill kinds. He explained in
detail a series made on iron columns
which brought out the fact that after
the product of their length and depth
had passed a certain Mmit, the formu-
las usually used t{o deiermine the
strength and other properties of the
columns must be altered.

The party were given all the time
they wished for the inspection of the
yvards and most of them 1returned
about five o'clock, feeling that the
afternoon had been well apent.
