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THE TRUE SCHOOL.

President Wiiliam DeWitt Hyde of
Bowdoin College, in an interesting
pamphlet which was forwarded to us
from his office, divides the requisites
of the ideal eollege into six heads, and !
advises every mawm to ask himself the
toliowing questions about the institu-
tion in which he is enroited:

What type of man dces his college
cull for—one who will sland out head
and shoulders above his laymen
friends and compel their unconscicus
respect?

Are the professors brilliant schelars,
well versed in their subjects buat in-
capable of imparting their knowledge,
or are they young and enthusiastic
men, gzealously inierested in their
work?

Are the students rich and lazy, or
good, honest, hard-working men,
whose idea in coming to college is to
get what they can out of it, both cn
the scholastic and the social side?

What is the general tone of the
student life? Is it cheap and vulgar,
or is its attitude toward work clean,
gsound and earnest, and if it is of the
first type, are you strong enough fo
withstand the influence of your en-
vironment? .

Is the endowment of the schiol a
strong one? What are the salaries of
the professors and the investmment in
plant per student? Dwoes it pay good
interest on the money invested by the
atudents in tuition? This last ques-
tion is, of course, dependent to a cer-
tain extent on the intellectual earnest-
ness 4 man puts into his worlk,

Finally, what ave the graduates,
what sort cf billets do the vounger
Alumni hold, and what kind of man
can this school make out of you, given|
four yeatrs lo try the experiment?

These six questions bring out many:
interesting phases of colliege life, and
every one of them is of vital impor-
tance to the student. We realize that
a college for which all these questicns
could be answered favorably would
savor more of Utopia than of the
present day. but it is by recognizing
our own shortcomings, whatever theyv
may be, that we can improve our
status. The modern college, with its
liberty tempered with personal influ-

G. E. Kershaw to Lecture On the
Oxy-Acetylene Blowpipe
On April 10th.

The Class of 1908, M, I. T., will hold
an informal clags dinner at the Union,
at 6.30 P. M., April 10th, The speaker
of the evening will he a member of
the class, Mr. George E, Kershaw, who
will talk upon the “Uses of the Oxy-
Acetlyene Blowpipe.”

Mr, Kershaw, as Eastern Manager
cf the Linde Air Products Co., has
recently used the Oxy-Acetlyene in
eutting off the bow of the ill-fated
battleship Maine; also in removing
the wreckage of the Quebec Bridge,
and in opening the steel vaults in the
Equitable Building after the recent
fite. FHe will describe the work on
these recent interesting undertakings
and will show several pictures and
relics of the Maine. He will also give
& demonstration of the Oxy-Acetylene
Blowpipe with the machine which is
used at fires.

When acetylene was first introduced
on a contnercial scale attempts were
made to use its great heat of ecem-
bustion by burning it together with
oxygen in a blowpipe. This method,

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Yesterday morning a communication
reached us asking our opinions as to
lhe requisites of an ideal college
newspaper. We immediately set our
brains to work and came to the con-
elusion that the following require-
ments roughly covered {he case:

The first requigite is undoubtedly:
that of filling the place most neces-|
sarily vold in student lite, the pro-|
mulgation of school spirvit, The policy
and sirenzth of the latter must, of
course, depend, to a certain extent, on
ihe school lite itself, A college which,
consists of dormitories and fraterni-,
ties, with buildings containing the
entire mass of men, has not the great
need of a college newspaper for thej
maintenance of coilege spirit. The
men are thrown together, are given
Menty of opportunity for the discus-
sion of student problems, and have not
to read the college daily to learn what
is bappening in their school

On ihe other hand, at Technology,
‘where the men do not congregate in

. this manner, the supreme function of
THE TECH is and ever niust be that
.of keeping the men well and accurate-
Iy informed on all the Institute mat-;
ters in whatever department they may |
occur, and under whatever head they
may belong. The phrase, “fiiling the
place most necessarily void,” may
sound harsh, incomprehensible, and
even erratic to a reader, but what we
mean by these words is that at every
school something is lacking, certain
things are to be corrected; and these
-corrections can be most ably effected
by a newspaper which will appeal to
{he men not only for its fair-minded
policy, but also for its direct treat
ment of ewrrent afiairs.

The second reguisite is the power
of maintaining a good feeling between
the staff and students. Too often
articles creep into the columns of a
newspaper which are distinetly ma-
licious in their tone and are unde-
served by the person against whom
they are directed. The ideal college)
newspaper will be careful that this
type of article finds no place in its:
