SENIOR ELECTIONS
VASTLY IMPORTANT

Officers Determining Trend of
Student Activities Call
Careful Choice.

The members of the Senior Class
received letters yesterday morning
containing the Senior- -ballot, an-
nouncement of the Senior dinner and
return envelopes. This marks a de-
parture in the form of elections at
the Institute, and it is the belief of the
committee in charge that it will in-
duce a much heavier vote than has
heretofore been met with at the
Benior elections. :

The importance of careful discrim-
ination in the choosing of Senior Class
officers has been much overlooked in
the past, and negligence in this re.
gard is decidedly unfair not only to
the Senior Class, but to the entire stu-
dent body.

The President of the Senior Class
in his capacity as head of the Insti-
tute Committee, and member of the
included sub-committees, is virtually
in control of the entire fabric of stu-
dent activities, and it is largely his
spirit of initiative and executive abil-
ity which will determine the progress
and prosperity of the student activi-
ties, both Individually and collective-
1. The selection of this man de-
mands a fair and unbiased opinion of
iho nomineey from every member of
the Senior Class, for a determining
vote from & few men ig absolutely no
criterion and is rarely the choice of
the entire class, o

The Secretary of the class is, m
virtue of his office, a member of the
Society of Clags Secretaries, and after
graduation it is his duty to keep in
correspondence with the class mem-
bers and inseri for publication in the
Technology Review any ilems of in-
terest concerning the advancement
and so forth of 1912 men. Thus the
selection of a good man for this of-
fice will insure a continuance of class
interest long after graduation, and the
importance of a good choice here can-
not be overestimated.

It is plainly evident to everyone
that the examples set by the Senior
members of the Imstitute Commitiee
aml Athletic Association will, j;o a
large extent, determine the efficiency
of these organizations during the
coming year, and it is imperative thgt
ihe Senior members of these commit-
tees be clear-headed, far-sighted men.
In the Institute Committee, for ex-
ample, it is the duty of a comparative-
ly small number of men to apportion
amounts received from the Tech
Show, ranging from $1,000 to 51,§00,
to the various other studeni organiza-
tions—a fund which fifty or sixty men
have spent threesmonths in raising,
and it is distinctly against all pri_n-
ciple to allow inefficient men 1In
charge of this matter because of in-
sufficient class interest at the elec-
tions.

The committee feels the ballot as
printed affords the class an excellent
opportunity to fill the 1912 offices of-
fices with honest, efficlent men, and
it gincerely hopes that it will respond
io this selection with the interest
which will mean advancement of the
class and the Institute at large dur
Mg the coming year.

ELECTRICALS HAVE
BIG FIRST MEETING

Students and Faculty
Things Overy in Very
Friendly Way.

Talk

With a group of much traveled and
mest inileresting talkers as entertain-
ers, tiie first smoker of the Klecirical
Engineering Society proved 1o be
most enjovable. President Barry had
asked the men who had taken {rips
or had been employed in work of in-
terest fo the society during the sum-
mer to tell of the work they had done
ar the places to which they had been.

President Wickenden had a delight-

‘ful FEuropean trip which took him
through England, Scotland, France
and varicus other countries, and

while he said nothing of particular
professional value, he stated that
America was, no doubt, the land of
opportunity for the young engineer.
His tatk was characteristic and much
enjoyed.

Professor Jackson related very
briefly of his business trip to Europe,
and then changed his subject to that
of the society excursions. He urged
the society to continue them and fo
make them even more frequent than
they had been in the past. He said
they should get into as many different
plants as possible and endeavor to
gain much Krhowledge  of buginess
principles. He said it was a lack of
these which will cause the engineer
who built the dam at Austin, Pennsyl-
vania, which has recently caused such
disaster, much {rouble,

H. D, Kemp teld interestingly of
the position which he held during the
summer and the various places to
which it took him. After an ocean
voyage of more than thirty days, dur-
ing which several ports were touched,
incleding Liverpool, the Madeira
Islands and Pernambuco, he arrived
at Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. Here he
spent over two months in the employ
of a large coal-hzndling company,
which also furnigshes mueh of the
power for various municipal lighting
and transportation companies.

D. E. Bent was another of the Euro-
pean travelers, having visited while
on the other side a number of large
power plants, including the enormous
system which furnishes power for the
big London Subway. In Berlin an in-
teresting electric welding machine is
being used which has superseded the
riveting of small articles entirely.

V. L. Gallagher had an instruective
summer position with the Common-
wealth Edison Company of Chicago in
the central power station, President
Rarry told of his trip through one of
the largest Niagara power stations,
and Mr, Worthington told of the dit-
ferent steel mills around Lake Michi-
gan, All of these talks were most in-
teresting and thoroughly enjoyed.

PROF. RICHARDS
ADDRESSES MINERS
Many Beautiful Slides Shown—
Bacteria in Ponds
Discussed.

It was a merry collection of healthy
miners that greeted Prof. Richards
last night at the meeting of the
Mining Society in the Union. After a
few preliminaries in regard to society
reports, President L. B. Duke intro-
duced Professor Richards, who has
never failed to be the first speaker
For the society at the opening meet-
ings,

In his usual most interesting man-
ner he addressed the society on
Jamaica Pond as a Water Supply and
as a Place for scenic Displays,” which
are appealing to the Imagination,

With lantern slides, numerous sta-
t'stics, showing plainly the difference
in temperaiure between the water at
the surface and at the bottom of the
pond were shown, Analysis of the
water showed that it contained a high
percentage of bacteria at the bottom
and a low percentage at the surface
before the month of November. When
the temperature changed to that of
winter the bacteria hecame equally
distribnted throughout the water on
account of the circulation. On the
whole, when the surface changes in
temperature were marked the bac-
terfa Dbecame equdlly distributed
throughout the water. At ordinary
‘times the hottom waters of the pond
were equal to that of sewerage.

Professor Richards showed numer-
ous lantern slides of Jamaica Pond
and vicinity, which were recollections
of hig previous walks with Mrs. Rich-
ards around this marvelous and inter-
esting pond. Among the numerocus
trees shown were the red and white
oak, birch and sghagbark, which add
materially to the wonderful scenery
of this pond. Pictures of beautiful
birds and fiowers showed that those
walks were blessed with the art of
nature and offered a chance for utiliz-
ing one's imagination. It was the
zeese, ducks and swans that next ap-
pealed to the happy pair on their early
morning sojourns.

Beautifully colored slides showing
these fowl in their morning ecnditions
were much enjoyed by the audience,
ag zhown by their explanations. In
one of the duck pictures the male
duck was shown, followed by five
voung dneks, and in the rear the fe-
male duck.

The following slide, showing the
same family after a fight, depicted
very plainiy the male duck Iollowed
by three ducks and the sombre female
duck. In the struggie two Yyoung
ducks were lost, and the audience was
quick in realizing this fact. The final
slides were pictures of the heautiful
scenery arcund the pond and could
really be considered an artist’s de-
light.

Then refreshments were served and
the meeting adjourned.

In disenssing the question of g new
site, President Maclaurin ealls atten-

tions, that of the Masschusetts Insti-
tute of Techiwlogy to the municipality
of Boston, to the hrger wetroipeditnn
Boston to Massachusetts, to the coun-
fry ns o whole and to the world. He
notes that centrality of place awd con-
venience of aecess are factors to o se-
lection that it is impossible to negleet.
He finds alss ecerinin substantinl bene-
fits that will acerne to Boston and to
Cambridge from this selection.
Technology is enormously cosmopoli-
tan. Students arve drawn from the ends
of the earth and from almosi every
State in the Union, about forty of them
being represented in the new men this
year. I'or its size Lech subserves the
interests of Americn as 1 whole botter
than any other institution in the coun-
try. Then, again, and as n matter of
Ioeal pride, while its function is largely
a national one, it dees play an impoir-
iant role in Massachusetts and Boston,

The Massachusetlis Institute of
Technology elucates a large number
2F vcune men who must live at home,
either within the meiropolitan are=z
or within siriking dis'ance of Bos-
ton Dby railroad. Were it merely th-
guesiion cof falfilling i*s nationa!
function, the Institute might be lo-
cated anywhere, but for the benefi
nf those who live near the Huh, it
must be situated as conveniently aa
possible—must be easily accessibe Lo
the railway swations and easy to reach
tfrom the various parts of the metro-
nolitan  distrier, the subwrbs of Bos-
ton being no less important that the
city itselt. “It is this fact,” said Drv.
Magclaurin, ‘‘which excludes & counfry
site tor the Institute, as has some-
times been suggested for it”

Technology is a school to which the
graduates of the high schools of

neighl;oring cities eome in great nRum-
beis. Theie are about two hundred
new Massachusetis Loys in Tech this
year, ¢f whom more than two-thirds
arrive in the city daily by the North
station. When the colvenience of the
Cambridge site for these stufents is
considered and as well the ease with
which the Harvard bridge is reached
from the southern suburbsg, there will
he sutficient answer to those wlio may
feel or may claim that Tech is de-
serting Boston. Dr. Maclaurin  be-
lieves in diseontinning this notion at
the very outset, The new site is al-
ready easily reaclied from all pertions
of the Metropolitan area, and when
the Cambridge subway is completed.
passing the edge of the property with
an important station just below, it
will he even more easy to reach. Tt
will be but a short run from the

North stztion, while students in the
Newions will find it reacdily by elec-
tric routes.

There is besides another factor,
very important in determining the
maost suitable site and this is nof
generally understood. The new loca-
tion must be within easy distance of
Copley Sguare. To most peopls in
Boaton the Institute of Technclogy s
associated with two buildings—Rogers
and Walker—opposite Hotel Bruns-
wick on Boyiston street. There arn
its oldest buildings, but represent hur
a gmall fraction of thie equipment of
Technology. A great part of its work
is carried on in Trinity Place andd also
in Garrison street, The Trinity Place
property and that in Gariison street
are Iree from all restrictions and may
be disposed of at any moment, hul
{he property on Boylston street is
curiously restricted and the Instituze
is bound ot use these buildingz for
certainly a long time., It is, of course,
out of the question to saecrifice an
estate and buildings, so that whatever
may happen to the Institute s0 far as
new site is econeerned, the Boylston
street property must continue dn im-
portant element. There for years its
administration must continue an im-
portant element. There for years its
administration must continne - and
sonmte portion of its work that can be
most easily separvated from the rest,
Tech will remain, therefore, distinei-
ly a Boston institution. i

splendid opportunity of Improving ithe
Charles River Basin, ‘That is a2 fen-
lure of Boslon which has wenderiul
possibilities, artificially and other-
wige, oppottunities that seem lardly
to be realized by the citizens as a
whole. Scarcely another cily in rthe
world has such splendid opporinni-
ties.” Next 1o the practieally im-
possible islund in the basin, the es-
tablishmen! of "Teeh on the Cam-
bridge shore will afford the most
riagnificent opportunity for arcehifee-
tural effect. The harmonious treat-
ment of a third of a mile of the water
front is a possibility that can not be
ipnored and Technology with its
splendid schogl of architecture has
just the force within its own control
that can best take advantages of the
unigue onpportunity.

JThe location of the Institute on the
river bank would save the basin from
its otherwisr :_cvitable doom, that of
being marred and spoiled by the grad-
ual encroachmunt of factories, garages
and mechanical establishments. The
advantages of Cambridge would like-
wise be great, for it would save this,
the most valuable of its reservations,

for the people from the type of de.

The committee appointed
the first of last summer have given
long and eareful thought to this
matter and their choice seems to he
a logical one boil in point of ac-
cesgibility and uscfulness, Work
will be started on the construction of
ithe new buildings at once and Teel-
‘nology should be settled in its new
home and in perfect working order
by the first of January 1914, if not
before. Pres. Maclaurin and the
Comnittee are to be congratulated
on the suecesstul ending of their
work and their admirable choice.

they will, a problem that has long
concerned Technology will be happily
solved. It has been evident for years
to the friends of the inatitution tho*
something must be done to relieve the
pressure cue to increasing, numbers
and more extensive courses and eqguip-
ments,}¥

It is true that today the Institute is
crowded out, not only from its old
huildings on Boylston street, but the
newer ones on Trinity place and Gar-
rison sireet. The difficulty of reliev-
ing the pressure has been mainly
financial, especially @uring the past
ten years, Changing conditions have
imposed a very heavy burden on the
Institute in carrying out its poliey of
keeping its leadership in the higher
branches of technical education. The
cost of maintenance has steadily in-
creased and it has heen realized that
it has been impossible to keep in the
front rank and in addition take the
additional larrger step of moving its
location at the same time, unless un-
usual financial support could he se-
cured.

%#The authorities wisely decided to
sacrifice everything to the mainten-
ance of high standards. During the
year, however, an appeal was made
to the Legislature for a special appro-
priation during this decade to help
the Institute initiate a policy of de-
velopment. The appeal was success-
ful and the resolve giving it $106,000
a year for the next ten ¥years was
signed by the Governor on May 290.
Then for the first time the Institute
felt that it could face tlie problem of
a site seriously. Its Corporation met
in the first week in June and after a
careful discussion of various sites
authorized the appointment of a com-
mittee of five with full power {o settle
the matte:. This committee consisted
of the President and Messrs, Wiggles-
worth, Hart, Webster and BEverett
Morss. It proceeded at once to bnsi
ness and was especially fortunate in
gecuring the services of Mr. Whiitier,
who placed his great knowledge of real
estate problems and his sgkill in nego-
tiations freely at the disposal of the
Insiitute. The negoiiations have
proved exceedingly difficult, as may

with the real estate business, and a
variety of complications have been
encountered from fime to tim/e.,

XThe commiitee hag been absolutely
unanimous in its copinions from the
first. After careful investigations of
various proposed sites it was decided
that the Charles River KEsplanade
would be the best, provided it could
be obtained at a proper price and pro-
vided also that all the streetg inter-
secting it, excepting Vassar sireef,
could be discontinued, There were
about forty owners to deal with, th: _e
having the largest interests belng the
trustees of the Ames estate and Dr,
Marcy. It was naturally a difficult
matter to come to an agreement with

50 many owners, but at last such an
agreement has been reached and the
Instltute has undertaken to purchase
at a certain price, provided—and the
provision is of course a very impor-
tant one—that Cambridge rises to the
occagion and epportunity and agrees
to the closing of the streets. This

proviso is of the essence of a contract
and unless it can be carried out the
Institute will go elsewhere. The ac-
tual price was not discussed at the
meeting, but it is understood to be
in the neighborhood of three quarters
of a million. Of this sum a former
student of the Institute, T. Coleman
duPont, the President of the powder
company, has generously offered haif
a2 million on the condition that other
money is forthcoming to complete the
purchase and erect the necessary
buildings, As it will raquire more
than two millions for the construction,
it is evident that a large financial
problem still confronts Technology.

The report of the Site Committee
of the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, presented to the Corpora-
tion at its meeting this afternoon, is
the following:

The special committee on the site
has worked continuously from the
time of its appointment and has found
the problem presented to it far from
a simple one. The selection of a site
has not been merely a question of
deciding upon the best loeation and
coming to an agreement about price,
but it has involved in the case of two
of the sites most seriously considered
the removal of restrictions, the clos-
ing of projected or legally accepted
streets and other difficulties not ap-
parent until actual negotiations were
undertaken.

Your cornmittee has been absolutely
unanimoug in its cpinions and deci-
sions, and while it cannot today state
that it has actually secured a site for
the Institute, it has made such head-
way that it feels that satisfactory
progress can be reported.

Representatives of the owners of
the large tract on the Cambridge Riv-
erbank east of Massachuseltzs avenue,
known to your Corporatlon as the
“Cambridge site,”” have pledged them-
selves as far as possible to transfer
the land to the Institute, free from
all existing restricflons, ou terms
more favorable to the Institute than
have so far been obtained with ref-
erence to other sites of similar value.
Your committee has informed these
represental.ves that, subject to cer-
tain restrictions being removed and a
number of roads closed by proper ac-
tion on the part of the city govern-
ment of Cambridge, a good title being
given within a reasonable time, the
Institute will purchase and pay the
price agreed upon.

The contract referred to consists of
about fifty acres and has a frontage
of 1750 feet to the Hgplanade on the
riverbank and 1150 feet to Massachu-
getts avenue,
