A. LAWRENCE ROTCH .
DIED YESTERDA":’_

Graduate of the Class of 1884
Succumbs to an Attack of
Appendicitis.

Professor A, Lawrence Rotch, 1884,
died 'at his home, 231 Commonwealth
avexsue, Sunday morning, at haif-pasi
eleven, at the age of Afiy-one, of ap-
pendicitis, atter only a wecek's illness.

He was born in Beston in 1881. His
mether and faiher were Quakers and

were ameng the few colonists that
founded New Bedford. His grand-
father was Abbot Lawrence, whom

with others founded the city of Law-
rence, a Boston merchant and for a
time U, 8. Minister to Great Britain.
Professor Rotch was educated af the
Chauncy Hall School and in Burope
before his entrance to the Insziitute,
in 1880, with the class of 1831, He
received a B. 8. degree in Course II,
and in 1871 an A. AL from Harvard.
During his life he received many
honors hoth in  America and from
Europe. He helonged to the Inter-
national Jury of Awards at the Paris
exposition, and was made a Chevalier
in the Leglon of Honor. In 1900 he
published “The Founding of the Reaim
ot the Alr,” and in 1902 he was given
the Crown of the Third Crder by the
Emperor of Germany. More recently
he published “The Conquest of the
Air”” In 1905 he reeeived the Order o
the Red Eagle in recognition of his

exhaustive ' research concerning the
atmosphere. For ten years he was an
asszaciate editor of the American

Meterological Journal,

Bince 1%06 he has been a professor
of Aleteorology at Harvard, and at
the time of his death he was a direc-
tor of the Blue Hiil Meteorelogieal
Ohservatory at Hyde Park. He was
alse librarian of the American Acad-
emy of Arts and Science in Boston,
and a trusiee of the Boston Society of
Natural History. Professor Roteh has
been an active member of the Corpora-
tion of the Institute for over twenty
years,

The track)
neel was c.ose, and it was only the
new rule of adding the difference ‘n
the scores in the cress-country race to
tl. . winners’ field tz2lly that made the
final record 87 1-3 to 51 2-3. The score
of the {rack meet was 621-3 to 51 1-3,
The Sophomores received 28 points iu
the cross-couniry race while the Fresh-
men piled up 86, thus giving the 1914
men credit for 22 points in the meet.
The Freshimen showed up much better
i numhers, the Sophomores Dboing
espeially  lacking in  the distance
events, all the men being needed to
make a full cress-country team.

M. 3, Wilkins, 14, had an easy time
winning the 160-yard dash, leading J.
i, Rolton, 14, hy five vards at the
tane. H. B Hadley, 153, A, Urankshaw,
14, and J. Homab, 15, ticd for third
plage. The mile vun was ensy for the
Freshnmen, and they took all three
places, R. F. Poliard, S. W. CGurney
and K. J. Kingshury finishing in the
order named.

The high jump brought out soeme
close competition. L. 8. Hall won first
place with a leap of five teet, four and
one-half inches, The quarter-mile was
aleo close. T. H. Guething, 'id, led
nearly all the way arvonnd, bui J. H.
Bolion, "14, almost 2ot him at the tape.

Guething and Homan starred again
in the half-mile, getting first and sec-
ond places, respeetively. Gurney, ’13,
was the third man. The Freshmen
showed up well in the field events,
laking first and third in the broad
jump, third in the hammer, first in
the discus and second and third in the
pole vault,

The cross-country race brought out
many surprises.

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ATHLETICS.

The Freshman-Sophomore meet, held
at the Field Saturday atternocon last,
was successful from one point of view
as a goodly number of men came to
iry their respective merits against
those of their fellow schoolmates. The
times and distances were very medi-
ocre, which was ouly to he expected
at this early period of the Spring
season.

One fact was more than ever clear,
however, and that was there must be
much more talent lying hidden at the
Institute. Now, why don’t these nien
come out and help the school? We
seem to be continually bringing this
idea up before the men, and it ought
1ot to be necessary. With a field and
track like ours there can be no excuse
for men not helping the Athletie Asso-
ciation more than they do.

You may question how we know that
there is much atbletic talent at ihe
Institute, discovered and hidden. Well,
we will tell you, that we know of in-
‘stances where men have come out for
athletics and on three or four weeks'
training have entered for the New
England Intercollegiates, and not only
made good, but aectually won events.
Lertain of these men are now around
“the school and claim they can’t find
‘time to go out to the Field and start
Ain training. Now we don’t advocate
ithese men taking up spori af the ex-
Ppense of their work, but we have seen
them loafing around the school in
times when they might easily have
been at the Field.

Then there is another side of the
question: When men are training they
should do it with their whole heart.
Tt certainly means self-sacrifice for a
while, but the faet that & man is help-
ing his school should be sufficient to

“¢ause him to undergo this without de-
murring.,

On Saturday, at the Field, we no-
ticed a man in running costume prac-
ticing jumping, and at the same time‘
smoking a cigarette. At any other
schaol thizs man would have received
a very unpleasant time of it; but here
at Technology the scareity of material
ties our hands and we cannot afford to
find fault or have unpleasant scenes
with the men who do come out. The
above-mentioned act. however, was a
disgrace to the school, and the man's
innate decency and refinement, which
we will give him the ecredit of possess-
ing, should have dietated to him the
€enormity of his action.

Harvard, Yale and Penn have start-
ed Squash Tennis Clubs, and there is
a chance for an intercoliegiate tourna-
ment, This should be a form of win-
ter exercire that Tech men conld iake
up with advantage.

Harvard always gets more men out
for the Freshman crew than for the
Varsity, though there were more than
fifty out for the latter this year. Af
the end of last week this squad was
cut to four boats, and will finally be
cut to only two before the class races
in May.

Baseball at Boston College will be
dropped this year at least, because of
the lack of a field to play upon., This

among the undergraduates because
the prospects for the team for this
year were exceptionally bright.

The new Pilgrim Athletic Association
whieh will have its headquarters in
the Arena, will be a big success, judg-
ing from the great number of appli-
eations for membership whick have
already come in.
