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EDDY TO- TALK ON
SEWAGE DISPOSAL

Will Tell Civil Engineering
Society of Work at

Louisville.

Harrison P. Eddy, who as a con-
sulting engineer on hydraulic and
electrical power development work
holds a position among the leaders in
that field, will address a meeting of
the Civil Engineering Society this
afternoon on "The Sewerage System
of Louisville, Kentucky." The talk
will be given in 11 Eng. B. at 4
o'clocl. It will be the final meeting be-
fore the annual banquet, and announce-
ment will be made of the arrange-
ments for the May gathering. The
president asks for a full attendance.

Mr. Eddy is an engineer pre-em-
inent in his line. He is a prominent
member of the American Society of
Civil 'Enigineers, and serves on the
nominating committee of that organ-
Ization. -He is associated with Leon-
ard Metcalf, '92, in the firm of Metcalf
& Eddy, consulting engineers on the
design and operation of hydraulic and
sewerage projects, and the manage-
ment of there and electric. lighting
plants.

The firm of Metcalf & Eddy were
chosen as consulting engineers on
engineering investigations by the
Finance Commission of the City of
Boston a few years age, and their
findings at this time were the means
of the saving to the city of many hun-
dreds of dollars.

They have recently served as con-
sulting engineers on the new sewer-
age sy3tem of Louisville, Ky., the de-
sign of which presented some new and
interesting problems. Mr. Eddy will
tell of these in his talk to the Civils
this afternoon, and will illustrate his
address with lantern slides of the
work at Lcuisville.

FATHER CUSICK TALKS
BEFORE CATHOLICS

Relation of Church and Science
Discussed at Meeting-Forty

Attend.

At a meeting of the Catholic Club,
held in the Union lacit night, Father
Ctisick, S. J., spoke tc the forty men
present on "Religion and Science."
Father Cusick is Professor of Chemis-
try and Geology at Boston College.

In his talk hlie defined religion as the
linking of God and man, and science
as organized knowledge. He said that
many of the millions of people whc
attend no church would come to the
Catholic Church if they could be made
to understand that the teaching of' the
church does not conflict with science.
That this misunderstanding is widely
spread was brouglht home to him
while attending a congress of geolo-
gists in Switzerland several years ago.
W7hein he and his companion entered
the lecture room those present acted
as though ill at ease. At another time
Professor Jaggar of the Institute, and
Professor Wroodward of Harvard were
surprised to find that Father Tornderf
of Georgetown University had an un.
p)aralleled geological observatory, and
that some of the records taken by his
five seismographs were new to the
visitors.

Father Scanlon told the men how
fortunate they were in having Father
Cusick, and hoped that he might come
again Ic speak to the men on
"Ev-olution."

TECHNIQUE PRINTED.

Preparations For Rush Cornmplete
-Only a Few Books Left.

Technique, 1913, has left the print-
er's halnds and the edition is now at
the bindery. Early sign-ups have eon-
tinued to come in, and at present only
90 reg'.lar and 80 de luxe copies of
the ed'ition remain to be disposed of.
There is a table in the Union every
day for exchanging slips and signing
utip, and all men who wish to sign up
must lo it here.

TITANIUM DISCOVERY.

The first pure titanium was recently
obtainod by Dr. Hunter of the Insti-
tute. Previous attempts to isolate
this metal resulted in productions of
only about 95 per cent. pure. The
methods fellowed in the recent ex-
periments consisted in inclosing titan-
ium tetrachloride with pure sodium
in a bomb of steel, which was capable
of withstanding an internal pressure
of 80,000 pounds. The reaction inside
the bomb when heated was almost in-
stantaneous.

Tests made of pure titanium show
that it is hard and brittle when cold,
but is readily forged like iron atl: a
red heat. 'In appearance it is much
like polished steel.
