FINANCE COMMITTEE SUBSCRIPTION CAMPAIGN DR. W. A. TUFTS GAVE
HOLDS MEETING FOR NEW TECHNOLOGY THURSDAY NOON TALK

Reports from the Activities Show
Clean Record For the

Majority.

At a meeting of the Finance Com-
mittee, at which President Kebbon
presided, the reports of the several
activities representedl in the commit-
tee were iread and discussed. The
Senior Portfolio Ccmmittee reported
a smaller number of sign-ups than
was expected for this time of year,
and were warned that not enough re-
cruiting had been done. The Biologi-
cal Society report showed such a
deficit in dues that immediate action
will be necessa'y to enable the society
to pay outstanding bills at the end of
the year. The Architectural Society
rieported that though it was in debt at
present this was due to the fact that
the society has been paying up the
debts left over from last year. It has
been gradually gaining a clear stand-
ing, though an assessment will be
necessary for a complete clearance.

Among the societies presenting full
and favorable reports, the Civils, Elec-
tricals antd Mechanicals were note-
worthy. The Senior and Freshman
classes reported, for the former, a
clear record and a large balance; for
the latter an insufficient numbier of
dues paid. The other classes pre-
sented favorable reports. The Prom
Committee. the lMusical Clubs, and the
Cosnimo)olitan Club all gave clear
standings.

Mr. Litchfield proposed to haVe a
report of the Finance Committee
mimneogiap!hed for the benefit of each
of the activities of next year. It was
also l'ro-osed that an undergraduate
secretary should be elected to assist
the graduate secretary in his duties.
Nominations and elections were held

immediately, with the result thai Rob-
ert \Veeks, bnsiness manager of the
Show, was unanimously elected. Hle
will receive the reports of the various
committees and clubs, and after in-
spection will refer them to the Gradu-
ate Secretary, Grosvernor Marcy, '05,
who will take them to the auditing
committee, composed of himself, Mr.
Litchfield and Mr. Coburn. The audit-
ors will meet on May 9, at the last
meeting of the year.

At the close of the meeting M'r. Co-
burn invited all the members of the
Finance Ccmmittee to assemble at the
Technology Club for their next meet-
ing.

The meeting was adjourned with
three cheers for Mr. Coburn.

President Maclaurin Addresses
Letter to Alumni - Local

Committees Formed.

The active work of securing sub-
scriptions from the Alumni of Tech-
nology has been begun today by the
circulatien throughout the country of
an aplpeal for funds for an equilpment
that shall match the buillings which
are to be erectedl wilh the splendid
gift of the anonymous benefactor. In
this work as in all the matters of the
kind a system has been outlined and
established. In the work for the in-
ciease of support from the Stale of
ilassachutsetts. which was so success-
ful a year ago, Tech to::k hold so
scientifically (hat the professional
politicians e.i.e amazed, and it was
able to bring together tie political
parties to a substantial apprec-iation
of the value of the Institute to the
community and the country.

'T'he circular which is issued today
beais the names of tlhe menibers of
the Fund Ccmmittee, the chairm-an of
which is IE'verett M\lorss. '8. and the
secretary, I. \V. ,itchfield. of theic same
class.

The great gift to Technology has for
its only reslrictlion tilit it shiall be
used for buildings alone. T'rhe money
will enable the institution to do what
is almos! unique ill the history of
educaicticn, trtac the whole construc-
tion as a unit, a problem to be caii-
sidered as a wNholi anid no. p)iecemeal.

For coimenilSll'ate treatment of
oherc portions of the work the pres-
ent call fora sit b t-ripitions is necessairy,
a!nd the items still to be lprovidtld for
include tile equipment t of the Ibuild-
ings, dcmnithmries, adequate facilities
for athletics, and the \Valker lemonr-
ial, which is planned to be the social
centre. Not a little will be needed
for tile proper ti atment ofl the
grounds, for heire it is the intention
of the Institute to have its campus a
park, available to the citizens of Cam-
bridge, an idea to which the water-
front along the Charles River emlbanlk-
ment lends itself most admirably.

President Walker, whom tile \Valker
Memcrial will serve to commemorate.
came to the Institute in 1881, and for
more than fifteen years gave to the
school his best thought and energy,
sparing no effort to 1romote its wel-
fare. For the e-ection of the Memnor-
ial it has been planned to establish
one that shall benefit all the students,
which shall be the students' rallying
place, contain a gymnasium and other
features cf use to every one. Already
there is in hand one hundred and
thirty thousand dollars. With the
New Technology in all its dignity and
harmony, the Walker Memorial must
accor(l, and for it additional sub-criip-
tions will be needed.

The campaign for funds is now be-
gun. Already President Maclaurin
has addressed a letter to eveiry for-
mer student-nine thousand in all-
whose address is known, and commit-
tees have been named. These are
first a committee fclr each geographi-
cal district, and second, a committee
for each class. These include leading
men in all sections of the country.

"Now is our opportunity," writes
the central committee in its appeal.
"We must do our part, not only to
complete the plant, but by our ex-

This
Board to act towards THE TECH as
the Advisory Board of THE SHOW
acts towards THE SHOW."

The importance of thiis step can
be understood when it is realized that
-since the inception of THE TECH,
thirty-one years ago, it has always
been a self-governing body. Certainly
It has been represented in the Insti-
tute Ccmmittee meetings by the Gen-
eral Manager, but it has always re-
:sented any suggestions made by this
'body.

The l)presellt action, then, is a direct
recognition of the Institute Comlmit-

'tee, and as THE TECH is the oldest
activity in the school, this motion
should have an effect onl the otherl'
-activities which so far have net seen
fit to acknowledge the principal rea-
sons for the existence of a committee

'of this kind. The Institute Committee
is supposed to consist of the most
represeatative body of men ill the
,school, and we thinIk it fulfills its 
office. Undoubtedly certain of its I
:actions are open to adverse criticism,
'but -what society, especially one
formed of college men, does not come
in for more than its fail share of hard
.knocks ?

Now a wold as to the duties cf this
Advisory Committee. Its menmbers
shall have access at all times to the
bocks, and it shall be their duty to
audit them. They shall be required to
advise, when requested, as to the
sense of certain steps; but their po-
sition wvill be purely one of advisars
and not rulers.

We cannot help but think that thle
motion passed by THE TECH Board
is one of paramount importance to the
student body, and by its lllmeansll the
standard of THE TECH shculd be
materially lraised.

iNTERCLASS MEET
