The feature irace of the meet was
the quarter-mile between T. H. Gueth-
ing, '14, and Byland, '15. Byland took
the lead at the gun, and held it most
of the way around, and was passed by
Guething only in the last 50 yards.
Guething covered the '440 yards in
51 4-5 seconds.

L. Best, '15, sprung a surprise in the
two-mile. At the end of the fourth lap
E. Ferry, '12 was leading closely fol-
lowed by A. F. Nye, '14, and Best
was nearly 200 yards behind. Before
the seventh lap he was among the
leaders, and he crossed the tape 20
yards ahead of Nye, the next man.

NEW TECHNIQUE
SPLENDID BOOK

Technique, 1913, is, without doubt,
one of the most attractive and fault-
less year books yet prctluced at the
Institute. There are few, changes
from tile books of previouis years, and
in instances where innoNvations have
been initroduced the:y have been, for
the most part, for the better.

The cover, by Mr. I. Ri. North, '13,
is beautifully simple. T'ie coloring is
rich and the new style of embcssed
lettering employed adds distinction,
anlld yet preserves the initiai idea of
qin}.plicity .

The art worlk is exceptionally good
although no single example of work
'omes up to the Mulsical Club title
page of last year's book; the line
diawings are well done and are
wcrthy of the pen of a professional.
rhe work of North, Kennedy and
Glidden in this department deserves
commendation.

'ihe color work is on the whole
good, though there are places which
wiill undoubtedly receive adverse criti-
cism. For instance, the Publication
and Institute Organization title pages,
.which have an entirely different colcr
scheme from that of former years. We
(deduced the reason for this radical de-

·parture to be a desire on the part of
the mlembers of the Technique Board
to Produce a successful and pleasing
innovation, and they have succeeded

in their effort. The Tech Show and
Grinds Title pages have really excel-
lent coloring.

The grouping of various class and
*activity photographs throughout is
good; indeed we have not seen it eX-
,celled in any former book. Last year
the editors were severely criticized
for -this phase of the work, and the
pictures were claimed tc be "choppy,"
but in the 1913 Technique the spacing
is excellent.

The Professorial Department has re-
turned to the old method of arrang-
ing the various members of the staff
in alphabetical order. The idea of
this is that it will simplify the matter
of finding the names.

The histories following a very at-
tractive title page are of average
calibre. The Senior history is clever
and is written in verse in the form cf
a morality operetta. The Junior his-
tory is in the form of a newspaper
article; the Sophomores have a his-
tory whose style and character are
built on those of Montague Glass. The
Freshmen are given a short but accur-
ate account cf the insipid idiocyncras-
ies possessed by the members of their
class.

The Athletics Department is well
drawn up and the cuts are very clear
and discriminatingly chosen.

Silouhettes have been added to the
side of the Statistic pages, but while
certainly novel, we think they rather,
upset the pages. Something new is
