The sprinters, Wil
kins and Wilson, have been tearing
oif the dashes together in rare form,
although Wilson has just recovered
trom =a strained tendon. Captain
Pairymple is busily rounding into such
form ithat he may be wuatched with
care at the Brown meet. [ox, last
year's fast hurdler, has returned to
the track once more and is making a
good showing. The Freshman run-
ners are still on the job, equaling the
times of the older men in both the
shorter and longer distances, In
spite of the poor weather the track is
in the best condition that it has Dbeen
in for a long time, giving those that
have practised an unusual opportunity
for eariy getting into mid-zeason
form.

One of Best Known and Best
Loved Institute Staff Passes
Quietly Away.

Mrs, Margaret K, Stinson, for many

years in charge of Institute laborator-
ies and supplies, died at her home, 42
Whiting street, Dorchester, Sunday.
Alrs. Stinson's conneetion with the In-
stitute dated from its founding, and
covers a period of forty-six years of
continuous and eflicieny service to her
retirement last June, under a grant
tfrom the Institute. She probably
knew more Tech men during her long
period of service t(han any
professor at Technology.
Before the erection of Rogers, the
oidest I[nstitute building, she was at
work with the lbookkeeping and the
care ol supplies. Later she had her
office in Rogers, and after that in
Walker,  With the growth of the
equipment at Technology her duties
were restricted, and during the last
few years all Ler time was devoied
to the care of the chemical apparatus.
Her duties brought her into close
contact with the men, and her mother-
Iy instinet was quick to detect the
ionesome hWoy and to lend ready
friendship and sympathy. Latterly
her work was iargely among the
I'reshmen, but the majority ol Insti.
tute men knew her, and to see her
