Ballots Printed on Fourth Page
Due Before Two-thirty
Monday.

. THE TECH today, with the print-
ing of a ballot on the fourth page,
opens & straw voie on the Presidential
candidates at the Institute. This
“straw. ballot,” so called, is favored
by the colleges and is intended to in-
dicate the sentiment of the student
body regarding the coming national
elections. The ballot as printed to-
day will be reprinted Monday, giving
ample opportunity for everyone to
vote.  The bhallots are to be polled
at ithe lower office of THE THECH be-
fore 2.30 Monday afternoon. Hvery
student in the Institute may vote, and,
sinee the resulis hiave national gignifi-
cance, a large and representative
vote is urged.

The straw wvotes of Harvard and
Yale were taken some time ago. Bos-
ton University yesterday announced
the results of a balloting there. All
of its departments but the Law School
declared their preference for Colonel
Roosevelt. The total vote was 650. At
the Coliege of Liberal Arts, Roose-
velt received 64; Taft, 40; Wilson,
18; La Foliette, 2, and Clark 1. At
the School of Theology, and at the
Medical Schaol, Roosevelt again teok
the Tead, with Taft running consider-
ably hehind. At the School of Law,
T'aflt polled 80 votes, Clark, 66; Rosse:
velf, 37, and Wilson only 23,

The  Massachusetts  Presidential
primaries take place Tuesday, and
THE TECH straw ballot will close
Monday so that the results at Tech-
nolegy may be printed on Teusday

morning. The ballot box will be
plainly indicated at THE TECH
office,

Intercollegiate Architectural Con-
test Shown in Pierce.

The one hundred and twenty com-
plete sets of drawings enfered in the
recent Intercollegiate Architectural
competition are naw on exhibition in
the rooms of the Architectural De-
Partment in Pierce Building. Entered
in thig contest were Technology, Har
vard University, Columbia University,
Cornell University, the University of
Michigan, and the University of
Pennsylvania. The work was entered
in two classes, one for the fourth and
fifth year men, and the other for the
third year men. The problem of the
first class was “A Museum of Applica
Seience,” and that for the second
class was “A Riding School” J. .
Edmunds, Jr., of Pennsylvania, and

M. BR. Williams of Cornell won the
prizes.
The competition was under the

patronage of the lreads of the various
schiools. The general direction, how-
ever, was confided to the architec-
tural societies,

Fach design consisted first of a pre-
liminary sketch; the contestants
worked for twelve hours, being al-
lowed to consult no reference of any
kind. ‘This ingured the orviginality of
the designs. The subsequent work
was done in accordance with (this
sketch. A finigshed elevation, plan
and gection were made.

The prizes awarded consisted of
ninety dollars for the first, and sixty
doliars for the second class. The
money was contributed by Mr, Lloyd
Warren, the well-known New York
architect.

PROBLEMS OF WATER
‘ SUPPLY DISCUSSED

Chemicals Hear Four Speakers
On Filtration of Pittsburgh’s
Water.

Last night the members of the
Chemical Society, instead of hearing
only one good talk, heard four. Three
members of the Pitteburgh Typhoid
Comirission were in the city, and
came to hear the talk on the “Filtra-
ticn of Pittsburgh's Water Supply.”
which Mr. R. 8. Weston gave. Presi-
dent Hugo induced these men to
gpeak on the phases of their work
which had been most influenced Ly
the filiration of tlie waier.

. After the members had accepted
the report of the committee which is
planning the annual Dbanguet, the
regular speaker of the evening, Mr.
Weston, was introduced. He treated
the question of filtration f{rom the
point of view of the physical chemist.
He said that the main stream of the
Allegheny River system has an alka-
line, carbonate-containing silt, hnt
many of its tributaries contain the
strongly acid wastes of numerous
coal mines and steel mills. When
these waters mix there is a partial
precipitation of the hydrates and
gilicates of the earths and heavy
metals. During one hundred days of
the wvear, however, the precipitate is
50 persistently colleidat that it is
only at the rough surface of the sand
of the filiration beds that it comes
down. 'There it‘so greatly reduces
the rapidity of filtratien that the city
almost has a shortage of water.
Chloride of lime is used to cause pre-
cipitation hefore filiration at the
times when colioids arve not de-
stroyed by passing through piles of
rocli and gravel.

After the members had asked sev-
eral questions of Mr. Weston, Prol.
W, T. Sedgwick spoke on the bioloxi-
cal side of the river’s behavior. He
gaid that during the days of “acid”
water the tvphoid and other hacieria
were much lesg frequent than at
times of fiood, wihen the reaction was
allkaline.

Prefessor AL J. Rosenau of Har
vard, the second member of the
Typhoid Commission, spoke on the

sing of omission that the people of
Pittshurgh had been committing, and
then told of the improvement that
had been made in the last few vears,

The last speaker, Dr. Matson, told
how the death vrate had been de-
creased by filiration of the water.
The members then had refreshments,
and a number tried to sing for the
evitics who were present.

| ELECTRIC VEHICLES
TOPIC OF ADDRESS

Electrical Engineer Describes Re-
search Work of E, E,
Department.

The American Institute of Electri-
cal HEngineers held a dinner in  the
Union last night, and afterwards ad-
journed to 6 Lowell, where Mr. H. 8.
Thompson spoke on the “Electrical
Commercial Vehicle” and the re-
cearch heing carrvied on by the B, H.
Department and some of the Course
VI Seniors.

Mr., Thompson bhegan by pointing
out that very little advancement in
the fundamental principles of horse-
drawn vehicles has been made since
the days of an ox cart. In the instal-
lation and operation of a fieet of de-
livery wagons teday three main fac-
tors are to he considered-—reliability,
flexibility and expense. Although not
generally taken into account, the
time a vehicle iz standing idle influ-
ences the cost considerably, and cer-
taln peculiar conditions also have an
imporiant effeet.

The research work of the E, B, De-
partment is guite extensive, Tecord
heing kept of the delivery services of
over 100 firms using motor trucks.
Nine of these have installed registers
giving a continuous diagram of the
performances of each vehicle. The
tapes irom the maechines are sent
daily to the department, where they
are filed. This work has disclosed
many mistakes hereiofore made in
e:timating the comparative expenses
of electric and horse-drawn vehicles,

Mr, Thompsont closed his talk with
a brief comment oh a numher of lan-
tern slides illustrating the adaptabil.
ity of the electric truck. This form
of cohveyance seems to have entered
almost every field of industry. Some
of the more novel uses are in the fire
and street cleaning departments of
foreign cities, and as snow hlows,
baggage trucks and  warehouse
CIanEs.
