ITS ANNUAL DINNER

Forty Men
For

Present — Officers
Ensuing Year
Elected.

Last night, at 6 o'clock, forty men
met in the Union to participate in the
annual M, A, H. 8. Club - banquet.
Nine of these were Seniorg at the
Mechanic Arts High School, who were
invited to meet Tech men and gel
their first ideas of Tech social life.

After the dinner a short business
meeting was held. President A, J,
rastene reviewed the work of the
rast year and made many suggestions
for next year's work. Secretary M.
Paris read the reports of the society.
The election of officers for the ensu-
ing year resulted as follows: Af. Paris,
14, president; M. M. Navison, '14 vice-
president; C. 1. Hall, '15, secretary-
treasurer, and A. J. Pastene, '13, mem-
lier of the Executive Committeo.

Chairman Pastene next introduced
Dr. Parmenter, head master of the
Mechanic Arts High School, as the
first speaker of the evening., Dr. Par-
menter first emphasized the impor-
tance of keeping in touch with the
¢ld school and commended the Tech
organization for its success in this re-
spect. He then gave an interesting
fatk on the schools of Germany,
France and ¥ngland, Dr. Parmenter
traveled through Euwrope last summer
with a view to studying the conditiong
there, and is therefore well informed
on his subject. He stated that the
importunt theory of technical educa-
tion , abroad was specialization, and
lhat a graduate of a foreign technieal
school could go no further., He said
that the men that he met marveled
nt the fact that a graduate of a tech-
nical high school like Mechanic Arts
ecould advance Yurther to higher in-
stitutions like the Institute.

The next speaker was Mr. Reed, a
history instrnetor in Mechanic Arts
High School. Mr. Reed brought out
points in history that were interesgt-
ing hecause of their similarity to
present-duy conditions. He deplored
the one-sidedness of history as it is
written, and gave examples to illus-
trate hig point, He commended the
higness of Roosevelt’s act in refusing
the pledge of the eight delegafes-at-
large in this State, saying that this
indicated the kind of a man that the
ex-President is, HHe referred to the
Titanic disaster and indicated that it
was the duty of engineers to serve
the community and not the selfish
husiness interests.

Major Cole was next introduced as
the represeniative of the Institute.
He commenced by telling how Koose-
velt’s action, refeired to by the pre-
vious gpeaker, had made him change
Liig conviections of a man whom he had
always thought of as good-for-nothing,
and emphasized that if he were elect-
ed, it would be because of his honesty
with the voters of Massachusetts. He
went on to speak of his work on the
scholarship committee in co-operation
with Dr. Dewey. He stated that if
some of the men in the Institute could
hear of the struggles and sacrifices
that others are making tc obtain an
education they would appreciate the
value of the training that they are
getting. He spole next of the man
that comes to the Institvte only for
study, and gave examples of the Kind
of engineers that these men make.
They are the standpatters of engi-
neering and sucgess among them is
rare. He clajmed that every man
