inent Men of New
York.

minster Hotel, with a large majority.

general interest of their talks. .

After the menu had been served the
installation of the two new presidents
for the ensuing year, Mr. Horgan for
the Architectural Society, and M.
Byrne for the Option Two men, took
plaee  with fitting remarks by My,
Harkness and Mr, Morrows, retiring,
Pregldent Maclaurin was then intro-
duced. Ahove all, he congratulated
the men on being in a course which
offered the broadest opportunity for
the general good, and.,particularly to
Teclh men at this tinle with the ad-
vent of the New Technology, for ha
said: ""The couniry has set itseli so
mucli. to practical development thai
the artistiez side has been greatly

eglacted and needs mow to Dbe Luilt
up with a firmness and vigor that will
give us o great art. At this time we
©arve just beginning to grow artistically,
a fact which is most gignificant to
architects, for the reason that their
art is a thing which is ever present.
No one has to go o1t of his way Lo see
the results of the labors of this artist,
as they do with the szulptor and paint-
er, and this fact '110115 places an op-
voriunity befere every archilect hy
which he can mold the tastes of a
in thhe use or abuse ol artistic
principles.”

President Ifovzan then introduced
Mr. Mazonizle of New Yok as o man
who is doing bhig things in that city,
With a few preliminary remarks, io
wlich he nrged the two societiez to
co-opeinte in every way possible, for
the reagon that the two hranches of
the proression arve so closely allied
i nctual practice and cannot be too
carefnlly studied hy any man wlho
wants 1o be a sneceoss. He then
staled that the sublect proper of his
talk was to he the “Life Devond,”
that is, not in its ordinary sense, bt
the life beyond the close confines of
the school building.

Abhove wall, he said the architect
must be thoroughly in love with his
profession, have a great desire to
caryy out its routine beyond all else,
and be willing to spend all his time
in studying its never ending pirohlems.
He said if a man is not willing to put
archifecture above all other interests
he had better drop .ii at once, for-the
ar chltect must get much.of hig expeéri-
ence froi observation of litile things
which happen daily and almost hourly.

In ‘continuing- he stated 'that the

enormiity of experiénee which a-man

needs.is ex{remely hard for the youny
graduaté to realize, and urged all to
spand a long apprenticeship in the
offices of oiherr architects before at-
tempting to practicé for one’s self,
eveit placing tlie time limit at not less

than teh yéars for college mén, and

fifteen for those who have not had the
advantage of a technical course, e
urged likewise that the niost advan-
tageous® way. of keeping alive at the
same thue to the broader needs of de-
sign was by the various competitions
which are open to hundreds of young
architects. In closing he said that
every architect shouild always do his
best ‘and not ‘commereialize for the

Coach Kanaly's statement, which
appears at the end of the Browa
Track Meet in this issue, degerves
more than passing notice. “It was
due to more good hick than athleties
that we won,” Is that the way Tech
men are going to let their victories
be accounted for?

This statement casts no discredn
upon the performers in the meet; it
e s -ue matter home to the student
body as a whole,
haa peen injured we would have lost.”
When out of sixteen hundred men
there are so few out for the serious
business of running a good race that
tho losg of a single man spells dis-
aster, it is mgh time that we took the
matter to heart., Technology Dhas
never owed her success in track to
the individual work of stars, but
rather to the concerted endeavors of
a well-balanced team. Under that sys-
tem everything depends on the loyalty
and hard work of a large squad who
are willing to see their reward in
olther ways than having their name
among the winners in the summary.

Two weeks remain before the Inter-
colegiates. In that time we have an
opportunity to show Coach Kanaly
that all the undergraduates are be-
bhind him and are willing to do their
share of the work., It is useless to
think of doing a whole season’s work
in two weeks, nor can any man ex-
pect to turn ont his best performance
after such short preparation. Never-
theless an abundance of competition
will work wonders, and we may be
sure that a man of our coach’s calibre
will not say he needs more men if he
has no good use for them.
