“The next item is the simplieity of
parts Care must be taken to avoid
as much as possible’ complicated
prarts aud delicate machinery, for al-
{hough they may save a little, the net
cffect in the case of a breakdown is
a loss, Moreover, if the devices em-
ployed are at all out of the ordinary
it will ‘be difficult to procure men
for the work and will thus be a net
loss.

“The adaptability of a power plant

fo special uses -is important, especi-

ally where 'the power i3 used irregu-
larly, In some plants as much as
twenty per cent: of ihe sieam from
the low pressure cylinders is used for
heating and running other small ma-
chines, In laundries and dyehouses
the special. uses of the steam are
especially unportant

“Phe last item is the first cost of
piant, - If. one intends to manufac-
ture something in the nature of an
experiment it is usually best not to
invest in a large plant; but when the
product is something with a well
estdblished demand it is wise to build
the best plant possible. The reason
for this iz that besides the reliabilivy
thus -obtained, renovation .s costly,
and a good plant is in the end the
most economical.

“The cheice of water power, gas or
electricity, depends in the last an-
alysis upon the readiness with which
lhese may be procured and upon the
needs for the special work.”

CHANGES ANNOUNCED

AT CHEMICAL BANQUET:

Extra Work Planined for Chemi-
cal Courses—Dr. Walker to
Head Qqur§e Ten.

The Chemieal Society held its an-
nual banguet last night at the Copley’
Square Hotel. After the sixty men
present had finished the-dinner, Presi-
dent Hugo Hanson announced the re-
sults of the election of officers for the
coming year, C. H. Albee, '13, a.
member of the Dining Room Commlt-
tee, is the new president; H. &
Bruner, ‘138, is vice—president: R. H.
Howes, secretary, and &, Rogers,
treasurer. For the Program Conmit-
fee two 1913 men, A. W. Carpenter
and G. W. Forrester, were cliosen.

Professor Talbot then took the ap-
portunity to speak to the men on the
changes that are being made in
Courses V and X. He said that both
of these courses, especially that of
Chemical Engineering, had grown so
rapidly that he was going to shift the
responsibility for the care of Course
X upon Dr. Walker, a man who is o
chemical engineer rather than &
chemist, This change will give Pro-
tessor Talbot an opportunity to de-

velop Option 1 of Course V, so that

ity graduates can meet the increasing
demand for research chemists.
Another imporiant change will be
the introduction of a compulsory
course in Qualitative Analysis during
the summer of the Freshman year.
This course will last five weeks, and
will De given without any extra
tuition charge. Qualitative Analysis
will occupy the second year, and the
extra time gained will he divided
among the last years. Course X will
get more shop work, and the mechani-
cal engineering drawing will follow
the courses in mechanism more close-
ly. Duaring both of the terms of the
fourth year a new course in Chemiecal
Engineering will be introduced.
Option T will have three term's worlc
in experimental problems in general,
theoretical and ovganic chemistry in
preparation for research problems.
After Professor Talbot had request-

ed the Seniors to let him %know of

changes in their addresses and posi-
tions, the members were entertained
by Messrs. (’'Neil and Story. They
sang “That Briny Dip” and several
cther hits, The banqguet broke wup
with a regular M. I, T.

Perhaps some of our readers
will be charitable enough to overlook
the meang in recognition of the fact
that they apparently resulted in the
desired arrival of those decorations.
For the henefit of the others we will
inform them that whatever may have
been their own impressions, the senti-
ments that we wished to convey were
that the plan of those Dbuttons was
one of the most brilliant and bene

. ficial ever originated@ for umiting all
elements of the Institate, Alumni and
undergraduate, and that we were sin-
cerely interested in an early appear-
ance of the badge upon the lapels of
loyal Tech men.

In view of this information, un-
obscured by a fog of words, we ex-
press our hope that the student body
receive these buttons with the same
enthusiasm with which they greeted
the proposal., Any innovation at Tech
apparently has to run the gawntlet of
a storm of criticism and ridicule, fair
and otherwise, s0 we fear we must
expect no better treatment in this
particular case., However, we would
call attention to some of the opportu-
nities for benefit which this plan
posgesses.

We have every reason to believe
that the Alumpi will very generally
necept this simple form of -insignia.
The present campaign for funds for
the New Technology has united the
existing associations in one commbn
object and has brought about the for-
mation of numerous new associations.
Thereforae _at, this time when enthusi-
asm is high the field is ripe for the
introduction of this simple but won-
derfully effective little badge.

When we look back upon our Insti-
tute course over the desert of the
first few years of experience with the
cold world the aptness of our present
ridicule of existing phases of Tech
life will not be so apparent. We do
not now fully appreciate the Institute
and what our four years have given
us; and furthermore, in the rush of
work and play we do not realize the
need of unity, of a common interest
and enthusiasm. Therefore we bes
that those who are inclined to imi
tate the ecold shower bath in this mat-
tar of the Tesh buttons will kindly
defer their judgment, or at least re-
frain from exiravagant expression of
it.

PROF. SEDGWICK BACK
FROM PHILADELPHIA
Biological Department Has Many

Representatives in Public
Positions.

Professor William T, Sedgwick,
head of the Biological department, has
just returned. from & . meeting of the
American Philosophical Society of
Philadelphia, the oldest scientific as-
sociation in {he country‘and one of
the most classic. Hig subject was
“Is Typhoid Fever a Rural Disease?”
Professor -Sedgwick has been gather-
ing facts that show that the country
Maces have had a reputation far worse
than belongs to them, and that it is
the thickly populated places that show
the most sickness.

Dr. Sedgwick alsc exonerates the
house fly from the stizma of being
the earrier of typhoid. He said, *“Tt
Iz not true that the house fly is the
digseminator of typhoid fever germs,
but rather, the disease is spread
through-the food and water supplies.”

The Philadelphia meeting was es-
sentially one of Institute men, for
other authorities who discussed the
subject were G. R. Taylor, '06-"07, of
Scranton, Penn. and J. 8. MacNutt,
08, health officer of QOrange, N. T.

Professor Sedgwick’s department
has recently furnished a number of
officers of public health, appointments
being made both from the undergrad-
vates and from the graduates. Mem-
bers of the department say that there
are not men enough to fill all the ap-
plications the department receives.
President Maclaurin stated on his
Western trip that Technology could
supply only about half the demands
made wupon it for publie health of-
ficers. Thig statement iz borne out
by the appointment of F. M. Osborne,
now a graduate student at ‘l'ech, as
agsistant to the health officer of
Montclair, N. J., and L. M. Matthews,
a special student in the department
as experit in charge of a portion of
the mosquito work of the same ecity.
[n the same work, L. J. Harrigan of
the Tech sanitary engineers will be
asgistant. C, H. Wellg, a graduate ot
Technology, 02, is the health officer
of Moentelair, and is undertaking this
year a comprehensive work. in mos-
quito prevention, dividing the city
into six districts, of which the men
named will have charge of two.

Another recent appointment from
Professor Sedgwick’s department is J.
®. Harrington, who is to be special
assistant in studies on school ventila.
tion in New York city. 8. M,
Schmidt, a gradunate of last year, who
has since then been engaged in re-
search work, has been appointed as-
sistant Inspector for the city of Bos-
ton, and it is interesting to note that
the first application for the adver-
tised place of chairmat of the Boston
Health Departmen, now occupied by
Dr. Durgin, was B. R. Richards, a
graduate of 1899, who has been at the
head of the Boston city bacteriologi-
cal laboratory and that of the State of
Ohioe,
