SOPHOMORE FIELD DAY
COMMITTEE APPOINTED

1914 Initiates Plan of Having
Class Election Dinner
Tech Night.

A meeting af the: Pxecutive Com ¢
mittee of the Sorhommore c¢lass was
held yesterday evening in Rogers
Building, at which several matrers of
quite general interest were decided
upon.  As a result of this meetinzy
1414 is establishing tnture Sophomore
classes,

It was voted that the nominations
Tor class officers he apened on Friday,
Octoher 30th, and close on the 27ih,
The polls will he open for one week,
closing #t noon of Kield Day. This
arrangement witl clean up all election
maltters hy Field Day, and at the same
time will not interfere with the ar-
1angements for Tech Nizht and affairs
at the Field by putting in an entirely
new set of men just oi fhe time when
the experienced ones are most needed.

It was deeided to hold the annual

elections dinner on the evening of
Field Day, at 4 o'ciocelk. The resulis
of the class elections wili be an-

neunced at this dinner,  All 1914 men
will Le in a holiday spirit, and a large
number will probhably turn out on this
accasion who would net furn out if
the dinner were held at another time.
Tickets. at 50 ecents each, will be on
sale at {he Casge alter the 2ith. The
class can go to the theatre in a hody
—and for the Soplhomore clpss, this
should be the bizgest day of the vear,
providing they win at the Field.

The Theatre Committee macde their
report, and it was voted to hold Tech
Night rt the Colonial, as was done
last year, The bill there will be a
brand new show, which is said to be
an unusually fine attraction, It is
callad “The Three Romeos,” and will
he brouglit to Poston a week or two
before Tech Night. so that the com-
pany may have a chance to get in trim
for the big ocension,

The Sophomores will follow out the
policy they ecarrvied out in not kidnap-
ping the Freshman chairman, by try-
ing to malke Tech Night a decent sort
of an affair and not the rough house
it has been at some times in the past.
Streamers and serpentines will be in
order, but finely cut confetti, which it
is almost impossible fo get out of the
thick carpets between the seals, will
be tabooed, as will be rowdyism which
interferes with the progress of the
play.

e was shown that the finances ol
the Sophomore class are unusually
goond, The final effort of the Execu-
tive Comimittee last spring to clear up
all pligations resulted in lowering the
balance to $21.00. Treasurer Owen re-
ported at yesterday's meeting that
this lasty deficit has been wiped off
the Books during the first week of this
vear, and at present there is little
left for current expenses.
