CILASSIFIED BY U. 8.

Regports ‘Afiligmif[ade and All,

Se-Called “Degre= Miils”
Qusted.

The United Stutes faurean of Educa-
rion will within the next year conduct
an investigation of Ameriean colleges
and universities with the purpose of
clagsification aceording to the work
they do. the type ot student they pro-
duce, and the value ot their bachelors’
certificates as a qualificanon for post-
sreguate work,  The results of this
investigation will he embodied in a re-
ozt hased upon catalogs and  state-
1Izenis as weil as upon the iuvesfigu-
tion.

The abject ot this investigation was
a1 first thouaiit to be tor the purpose
of ferveting owt “degree milis.” bhut
the real teuson for this move is a re-
quast from the Association of Ameri-
can [niversities at the time of ifs
meeting  in Chariotisyville lagt  sear.
Some of the leading colloges and uni-
versiries hove already been  visited
and ail wili be reached in due time.

Another invesiization of a diferent
natme will, howevei, be umiertaken
by the bureau which will be much
more reaching in charaster, and will
endeavor to expose and pui oul of ex-
istence all so-called universities whose
requirements are of such a caaracter
that the mere payment cof a ten-doliar
jee  aungd a  short correspondence
course will enable the students 1o ve-
ceive dearecs of the highesl onder,
101 which the greai universities
require irom five 1o ten years of harvd
work.
