Electiicity and Modern Sanita- I
tion to Feature Civil Camp

at Gardner Lake.

President Maclaurin announces the
bi eaking of ground for the Summer
Engineer:ng Camp at Gardner; Lake,
Maine, near East Machias. The work
of laying the concrete foLunoations
will probaLly be pretty well finished
before the snow flies. The wooden
permanent buildings will be erected
as early as possible in the spring, and
thle ; hole camp will be ready for the
summer couise of the civil engineers,
which will come early in August.

The camp grounds. which have been
pill chased and presented to the Insti-
tute 1ty -n anonymous friend, include
more than a square mile of land at
Crosby's Point, with an outlook on the
| ater on both sides, and more than
three miles of shore llne. Learning
of the purIchase of the land, Charles
'V. Eaton, '84. of Hlaverhill, Mass.,
-,ave to the Institute a check f'or ten
thousand dollars for the pulrl)ose of
treeting permanent buildings at the
camp. The plans call for three wood-
en bu:ildings onl the bluff facing the
main lake. They will be located in
,he centie of a level plateau one hun-
dred and fo0ty feet above sea level.
The cenlral b;ihiling is to be thle ad-
ministration building. On thile left, as
one faces the group, is the drangeling

oo1i, and on the right the dilning hall
rnd litchen.

T'he administratioin luilding, or
C'asino. has fcr a central fealute the
living roomn, tlirty feet squtare, risinll
tlaight to the roof. At the back i-

an ample open lt-replaoce with a Imal-
sive chimacy, v.hose b,'oad front will 
affo:d room tor the Tech seI and em- I (
blems. It will 10 fitted w.th a heavy I
oakl mantelpi)iece on roundeI stone
1-rackets. The room will be a coim-
fortable anl cheery meeting place for
the students and professors alike.

Flanking the great central hall in
the Casino are roohaS for the instruct-
ing staff and the physician's head(
quarters. 1 he upp)er story will con
tain two class rooms, twenty-onlle by 
thirty feet, lighted by great dormer I A
wvindows. twelve feet wvide, and in ad-
dition there will be three sleeping
roonms in the front part of the house.
ilhe main dining room has room for
one hulndred and sixty-eight covers,
and it wvill have a first-class kitchen
equipment to do all necessary cook-
ing. The draughting room is fifty-six
by thirty feet. wvith twenty-four tables,
affording seventy-two working places.
The room is high studded and fully
half thle xvall sp)ace will be devoted to
windows, so that there wvill be an
abundance of light.
