YALE STATISTICS.

Of Yale graduates living and dead
there is now a total of 26,313, accord-
illtg to tlhe new quinquenial catalcglue
of the university published October
6th. In the list of 15.965 livin g gradu-
ates and 10,348 dead, graduates of the
academlic department numl)er 16,098;
of the scientific schlool. 4,461, and of
the lawv school, 2,066.

A conmpar'isotl ol a l)previous cata-
lcgle published in 190-1 showVs that
the living graduates of Yale aie in-
creasillng at the rate of about 537 a
year, while the list of 'dlead iycreases
at the rate of 176 a year.
