The "Who's Who" of the Civil Engi-
neers who have graduated from the
Institute is a very interesting one and
shows the strength of the department
of which the responsibilities are as-
sembled in Professor Spofford. It in-
cludes some of the strcngest men in
the country in this specialty, which,
it should be said, is much broader
than many imagine. The outward and
visible signs of the engineer is the
man with the theodolite, and it might
readily be thought that that is his
whole work. It is, however, hardly
more than an incident in the engi-
neer's life, his main concerns being
constructive items, like bridge build-
ing and the steel work in large skly-
scirapers.

John R. Freeman, water and sew-
age expert,. formerly with the Massa-
chusetts Bcard of Health, and now a
consulting expert in Providence,
whose advice is sought all over the
world; Allen Hazen, whose trips on
professional work include all the
habitable degrees of latitude and
lolngitude of the globe; .J. WValdo
Smith, chief engineer or the New York
Board cf Water Supply, under whose
supervision the ccustruction costs
will amount to something over two
hundred million dollars; and George
AV. Kittlredge, chief engineer of the
New York Central Railw-\ay, a iposition
of enormcus importance, are some of
the men whoim Tech are glad to call
alumni. In the railroal worldk there
is H-enry J. Horn, assistant to the
president of the New H-laven Railroad;
Frankl P. McKinnon. head engineer of
the Lehigh Railroad, while in educa-
tional circles there are Professor
Swain, William E. Mott, head of the
Depal tment cf Civil Eingineering in the
Carnegie Technical Salicol in Pitts-
burgh, and Fi ed E. Foss, of the
Cooper Institute.

The United
States, blacked by Secretary Connf1ng
cf England, spoiled the plnMs or sulch
a union, and they were the first ones
to recognize the indepenldence of thle
new Latiln-American Republics.

Re-established. the despotic gov-
ernment of Ferdillanld VII of Spain
tried again to control the development
of our young republics. [t was then
thaL the IUnited States set 1p the Ton-
roe Doctrine, whichll was and has been
since cur protecting shield against
the wvell-manifested amblitions of the
European monarcllies.

coal mines, and who nailed the first
rails of the first Latin-American rail-
road between Caldera and Copiapo.

Then Meiggs, ancther American
cit;zen, who built the most important

i Chilean railroad between the capital
and our main port, Valparaiso. And
then, not hundreds, but a great many
American citizens have gone to our
countries to sow there the seed of the
American spirit, the spirit of energy,
activity and work.

Is it then possible for us tc have
any'bad feelings against the Ameri-
cans?

i Undoubtedly. no!
Latin America, with a rapidly in-

c-casing working population, needs
now, more than -ever, an increased
immigration, and by this we mean an
immigration of technically trained
men, an immigration of brains, if you
allow us to call it that way.

We need steel structures for our
buildings, we need tc replace our
"bridges for the summer and swim-
ming for the winter" for "safe bridges
all the year round," we need to de-
velop our water l)ower sources, we
need to build our ports, we need more
railroads, etc., etc.

That is why whe.n THE TECH re-
quested us to start this foreign sec-
tion with something about Latin
America we accepled the invitaticn
very willingly, because we wanted to
tell every Tech man that a little dis-
tance away in the south there is a!
land where there is a fair chance for l
every one.

All we need to get there is a little
courage, a little knowledge of the
language of Castilla.

Forget for a while the love for home
and go there, and you will come baclk, i
if you do ccme back, -with your pock-
ets full of money and the conscious-
ness of having done good to some of
youir fellowmen.
