15,000 feet, or almost three miles of
104 pair of lead cable in their shops at
Hawthnrne in two davs, in this way
breaking all known records for rush
relief work.

Twelve tons cf copper wire and
more than twenty tons of a lead-cop-
per compound were used in the mann-
facture of the cable., This gives a
iittle idea of the enormity of the un-
dertaking.

Institiste Professors Are Contrib-
uting Much to World of
Science.

TItesearch work at the AMassachu-
setts Institute of Technology has been
the leading feature of the summer
menths. In the department of Physi-
cal Chemistry, headed by Dr. A, Al
Noyes, invesitigations have heen in
progregs for a numbsr of years on the
effect of wzalts on the zoelubility of
cther salts, Thiz worlk was complet-
ed this smanmer by Dr. W, D, tlarkins
of the Institute at the University cf
Montana., and Dr. W, ¢, Eray and My,
W, Winninghoff, and was brought into
shape for publication in the Journal
of the American Chemieal Soclety., Tt
is a very importadt contribution from
the Toslitnte's laboratories. and repre-
sents progress in a field where little
systemat’e work had heen done. This
department will eontinune its work cn
it preneriies of aqueous solutions,
free energy and ejecironiotive force
this fall,

In the Research Laboratory of Ap-
plied Ch try fhe study of the cor-
tozion c¢f iren with particular regard
to the action in  waler pipes has
fermed the mezin theme in suminer
work., At present the work consists
iargely of the design of the proper
method of heating water in water ser-
viee systems to drive gut all oxygen
from the watei, 'This oxygen is the
sgent without which rusting in ihe
pives would not take place.

insfrumenr for fhe study of hinavies
—double stars, This is an adapation
of Professor Pickering of Harvard's
wse of o bolometer, where lieat is the
contralling funclion. The seleninm
coll is uzed 1o obtain the twec points
of maximum illumination designating
the two separate star eomponents re-
ceived by ibe telescope and analyzed
Ly a spectroscope. The geneval sta-
risties in regard to color of stars
geems to indicate that most of the far
distant ones appear red. This effeci
would seem fo indicate thail there is
matter in the intervening space which
canses absorpticn of the shorter amt
more casily lost blue wave lengths of
light. Dr. Comstoclk is investigating
tirig as. il so, aiffraction and dis-
persion should be visible.

Dr. Haolinagel is continuing his work
in the Institute on the investigation
of extra long wave lengths of light
veyond the red end of the spectruny
