 TABULATED RESULTE

OF T. C. A. CENSUS.

Congregationalists Have a Big
Lead With a Fourth Of
Whele List,

The tabulation of the census cards,
signed early in the year for the T. C.
A., shews some interesting statistics.
A total of 899 persons have signed
cards; of fhese 580 are church mem-
bers. Omne cannot help wondering at
the contrast hetween 580 church mem-
hers in the Iustitute and 83 meiubers
of the T. C. A.; for while memheyghin
in the Asgociation has absolutely no
connection with churel membership,
yet one would expect 1thai a church
member would actually find his place
n ihe T. C. A.

Denominatiomal preferences show a
wide range. Mcre than one-fourth of
those who have signed prefer the Con-
aregational Chureh. This is, perhaps,
iess to be wondered at herve in Boston,
the stronghold of Congregationalism,
than in any other part of the country.
The exact figure is 227, If to this num-
ber we add the 78 Unilarians who re-
tauty the form and the name while dif-
fering in creed, we have 393, or more
than cne-third ol the signers, The 30
Tiniversalists might also be added, for

they represent another split away
from the eriginal  Congregaticnal
Chureh in the days when liberal

theology began to drive out ihe old
narrow ways of fhinking,

This list prebably ineludes many
elagses, from those who would hold up
their hands in holy hovvor at the merve
mention of chuarch, to those who at-
tend regularly at some partieunlar
ehurch, but whe were in such a ter-
rible hnrry registration day to look
at (heir “Tech Bibles” that they for-
got to fill out the last three blanks in
the card. Changes may be in order
here, too: the secretary will be glad
to snhiract framn the 116 as he will to
add to any of the ofher totals.
