Less Hours of Shop and Options. 
Time Given to More

General Topics.

Yesterday the Mechanical En- 
gineering Department sent to the
Faculty its proposed list of changes
in Co.rse II. Professor Miller out-
lined these changes at the Junior din-
ner last evening. They are to be in
the form of generalizations, for as he
explained the mnatter, comparatively
few men remained in the particular
brancell of engineering for wvhich they
have been educated.

In particular, shop work and op-
tions have been seriously cut into,
and in, their places have been substi-
tuted general engineering featutres.
as w ll as more mathematics and
scientific German. In the second
year foi-ging is extended over the two
telrms and mechanism and valve
I-ears are put wholly in the second
term. M.achine tools will lbe givenl
in the first term of the third year in-
de' the title of \Iechlanism of MAa-
chinery. Sturveyingl time is increased
in the first termi, and MAath is here
continued. Heating and ventilation
have )een taken out altogether.

In the first term of tlhe foarth year
the olptions hlove been wholly left out
· 'nd a course in factory construction
takles their pllace. Fotundations and
hlydraulics have been put in. Iln the
second term fifteen hours of genera?
engineering lectures hlave been added.
These will be given by proninent en-
gineers of the practical wvorld. Hleat
in, andt ventilation have ihre been
introduced for all thle lein, and
hydlraulic engineering and refrigera-
tioll hatve been substituted for hy-
draulic motoi'rs and some option time
r|s;er' tively. The option time has
kleen considerably reduced, which wvill
make for the dlesired generalization.

MR. GIDEON TALKS
ON ITALIAN VILLAS

Holds the Interest of a Large
Audience Last Evening in

Public Library.

Mr. Sanuiel Gideon, instructor in
drawing at the Institute, lectured last
evening at the Boston Public Library.
He handled his subject, "Italian
Villas and Their Gardens," most ably
and nlatle the lecture very interest-
ing.

Mr. Gideon has miade a special
study of Italian villas of the Renais-
sance period for many years and re-
cently made a trip through Italy in
order to study them more closely.
This fact, together with his profes-
sional knowledge of architecture,
mnade him especially able to bring his
subject befoi e the crowded audience.

The Renaissance villas which he
considered, for the most part, wvere
taken from near Rome, which is
really the centre of many hundreds of
villas which were l)uilt for the Car-
dinal Princes largely during the six-
teenth century. Mr. Gideon first took
up the urban villas which were used
ioire l)ar!icularly as casinos or pleas-
ire l)laces rather than palaces for per-
manent homes. It was the custom to
have great entertainments for visit-
ing nobles and various church digni-
taries at these places, which would
be used only during their visit as a
residence. The urban villas wvere
lr:.ely given over to the collection
or wo,'ks ol art and trea-sures which
the owners had collected from time
to time.

On account of their situation in the
cities it wvas almost impossible to
1' eit the gardens in any but tlhe most
estricted ways. These treatments,

however, have been so skilfull that
ottenl the al)learalnce is that of im-
mense sl)pace. The remarlkable archi-
tectural unity which was attained in
sl'l)urbatin villas doubly mnade uip for
the lackl of extended garden arrange-
ment which was necessarily the rule
in thie cities. In the outlying ex-
amnlles w\\-iiti nowv become thle resi-
I lences for lthe most hart of the great
anld noble families, the treatrment is
nrost remarkablec. Nothing has been
slai ed( in makinig them beautiful;
CIlol'niuas cascades are turned into
hun(lreds of follunltails which are con-
stirtctedl of precious marble and
carved by the most famous scull)tors.
It was the aii to imake the hoise and
-arden a!) arclhitectiral unit and so
phil l)h th1hat they woutild fit lhe
pecutlarilies o1 the landscape and be-
! onlle a o)fi't 01 it.

Among the architects whlo ihave
contribuited these wonderful places to
the world are MAiclhael Angelo and
Raphael, bo lh of whose work is of
the best andt stand today as world
famous wiorks of art.

BY DR. TUPPER-

Mai;y Lear-n About "The Great
American Amalgamating

Company."

A very impressive talk was -given
yesterday noon in the Union. The
speaker was Dr. George WV. Tupper,
and his subject was "Th.e American
Amalgamating Company." The novel
title drew many men who had not
heard Dr. Tupper before, and those
who had heard him the last time that
lie was here needed no other induce-
ment than his brilliant personality.

Althotugh he spoke only ten minutes,
he presented a subject which few men
think about and a subject in which
everyone should interest himself. He
said that twenty-five years ago the
[.eo]le that came to America were all
of the English-speaking races and
Understood our habits and the way
that the American people live, so at
that time there was no necessity for
"The Amalgamated Company." Now
from three to four millions of foreign-
ers come over every year. They don't
understand cur language or our habits.
in the country from which they come
they have lived in an uncongested
territory where each man has plenty
of room to live and breath. When
they come over here, ovwing to high
rent and to the fact that they can't
speak the language, they can't, make
enough money to enjoy the facilities
of their wealthier brothers. Therefore
they are as we find them today, in the
dirty tenements of the North and
West Ends. The unsanitary condi-
tions that sometimes exist are neutral-
ized in a measure by the fact that in
their native country if any diseases
were in existence among the people of
(:nc section they would not spread to
ciher l)arts of the towns because the
l'-e:ple live so much in the open'air.
When they come here and live in con-
jested areas they lose sight of this
lact. so it gives some worli for the
A.l erican Amalgamated Company.
