NATURAL RESOURCES |
MUST BE CONSERVED |

Many Hear Fine Talk by Pres.
Van Hise of University
of Wisconsin, -

A large audience was entertained in
Huntington Hall last night by a dis-
cussion of American Conservation by
the President of Wisconsin University,
C. R. Van Hise. He covered the sub-
ject so ably and so conelusively that
one felt lieenly the desperate sitnation
with whiclt the nation will be con-
fronted if immediate and radical steps
are not taken i{o conserve our re-
sourees.

For the first time in history the
Governors of all the States and the
nost prominent scientific men of the
country were called together at \Wash.
ington by President Roosevelt, for
consultation about a subject that was
then secarcely ever heard mentioned—
the conservaticn of our diminished
natural resources, At that confer-
ence plans were started for the coun-
try  wide publicity eampaign that
aroused such unparalieled interest
and enthusiagm, There the various
material resources of the Tnited
States were estimated and discussed
o that the cause of conservation had
many lacts that could not be doubted
and ied to a general public awalen-
ing. Follewing this conference the
Governors of nemrly every State in
the Union appointed Conservation
Commigsions for their respective
£tates, under whose leadership tre-
mendous public and newspaper clamor
was aroused and supported for a time.

This wave of enthusiasm is passing
aud the real test for the coniinuance
of a national policy in regard to our
resources is coming, Will we let this
important matter take care ot itself,
or are we going to fight extravagant
tendencies a#nd provide for our de-
scendants?

President Van Hise spoke first on
conservalion as it applies to coal. He
gave some extraardinary figures which
indicate that our coal supply would
e exhausted in a thousand vears, if
we should continue to use it as we
are deing now. For every ion used
a ton to a ton and a haif are wasted.
It is necessary to waste ten or fifteen
per cent, bt more than this is simply
careless disregard of conditions.

He next treated the subject of
natural gas and oil. Natural gas is be-
ing used even more exiravagantly
than coal. We waste more oil than
we use, The same old story. We
have all the oil and natural gas that
we cait use at the preseut tinte, so we
see 110 reasoll why we should look out
for the future,

The conservation of iron dees not
preseiit the same difficulties as do
ceal, oil and natural gas. Iron ean
often be used over and over again,
and is not lHke fuel—once used, gone
forever. The problem in the case of
iron is to prevent its waste by rust
and loss in preparation for market.
There has heen a great deal of work
done by the United States Steel Cor-
poration in connection with this,
"Phey have established almost ideal
factories and are producing the best
results with a minimum loss of ma-
terial.

As a direct result of the awakening
perception of the exhaustibility of our
coal supply the water power of the
country has come to be looked upon

AT CIVIL® MEETING

Storrow Bays That Engineer
Must Fight—Berger Trip
Next Friday.

Yesterday afternoon. at 4.15 o’clock,
in Room 6 Lowell, the Civil Engineer-
ing Society meeling was held. quite
a large number being present.

After a short business session, in
whieh thirty-eight new men were pro-
posed for memberslhip and accepted,
a large proportion Dleing from the
Sophomore class, Ar. Yearance re-
ferred to the proposed trip to the
Berger Instrument Factory. The men
who are going will he divided into two
groups, one starting at 2 o'clock and
the other at 3. It is impertant that as
many as possible of the civil engi-
neers should avail themselves of this
opportunity, for as Ay, Yearance said,
there are many little crooks in the
business that it iz well to know.

The speaker of the afternoon was
Mr. Storrow, for whose presence at
the meeting Protessor Spofford may
be held responsible. Ar. Storrow is a
prominent consulting engineer. He
lregan by saying that the life of an
engineer consists pretty largely of
fighting, figltting against men, natural
forces, disaster and other things.
However, he expressed his approvar
of the existing order of things by say-
nig that he hoped all those present
would be obliged to earn their living,
The work of an engineer is not only
to do a certain thing, but first and of
first hnportance, to consider the ad-
visability of doing the thing at all.
This point he emphasized throughout
his lecture. The tfundamental purpose
of the confract must be known., Hav-
ing found this, consideration may be
given to the designs of the promoter—
the man who tries {o seil something
i1e does not own to some one who does
not want it,

Afr. Storrow has had considerable
experience in irrigation projects and
in railroad work, aud e gave some
interesting information about these
two branches of engineering, He said
that an engineer must not only be a
man of good judgment, capacity and
responsibility, but he must iearn to
lay out clearly all his ideas on a
proposition, and in doing so include
all the elements, Special importance
was attached to the financial end of
engineering work, Mr, Storrow talked
for about an hour, at the end of
which time it was perfectly evident
that his lecture had been enjoyed.

The matter of new shingles and so-
clety pins was then considered, and
the meeting adjourned.

Clontinued from pdge 1
mately ninety million horse-power of
unused water-power. This means
that, were the power to be used, a
hundred and fifty million tons, or one-
third of the total coal output, would be
saved.

Is it not, then important, that the
government or some private concern
sheuld develop this gigantic resource?
Sweden and Norway have no coal.
They are, however, transferring their
waterfalls into hydro-electric power
plants and thus coming into promin-
ence in the industrial world,

Our forests are being conserved in
a gratifying manner, but it will be
necessary to produce a tree for every
tree which is eut down, and a pro-
vision for forest fires must be made
before the wood supply will be per-
petual. It seems as though a patrol
could be organized which would be pre-
pared to check a fire should one get
started, and which would minimize
the chances of the kindling of a fire
by proper care of underbrush,

The interest which DRoston people
feel in this national subject was
shewn by the representative audience
which was present at the lecture.
President T.owell of Harvard was
among the attentive listeners and he
seemed to agree generally with Presi-
dent Van Hise's views, as did every
one present, if one may judge by the
hearty applause which the lecturer re.
ceived.
