| DR. MURLIN’S TALK
| WELL ATTENDED

Iriterest of His Hearers Held by
His-Talk on “If I Were a
» 7 Student” Again.”

-

An unustially largenumber of men
attended the talk of President Murlin
ot Boston University in the Union at
1.30 o’clock yesterday. From the time
President Murlin- spoke his firsi
words until he elosed his address
every man sat up and listened. The
address was not only one of the best
heard in the Union this year, but
when delivered by the new president
pf Boston University it gained ad-
ditional interest. Perhaps, too, the
anncuncement that the subject of the
tallkk would be “If T Were a Student
Again,” brought out many fellows.

“If T were a student again,” said
Dr, Mwlin, “I should like to go to
Tech.” He then said that the stu-
dent's first consideration should bhe
the health of his body, for the body
is to be treated as a machine, al-
though many people take more care of
their automobiles than they do of
their own machinery. Men often fail
not from lack of ability, training, op-
portunity, but from ill health. “The
first application of the widely dis-
cussed principle of the Congervation
of Resources should be the acquisition
of a strong, healthy body. Dr, Murlin
said further that the animal passions
are not to be ignored, but they must
he controlled.

“My next consideration if I were a
student again,” continued the speak-
er, “would be to learn to think and to
think well. I have po sympathy with
the difference some make between
the practical and the cultural educa-
tion, for it is my experience thaf true
cuiture rests neither on a knowledge
of Latin or Greek, nor ig it improb-
able for a scientific man to he a man
of culture.” ItisDr. Murlin's opinion
that education is not so much a mat-
ter of studies as methods of study.
After all the purpose of the college is
not to teach bare facts but to give

%GREATEQT PROBLEM OF
ALL STILL UNSOLVED

How Can Natural Resources Be
Conserved?—How Can Soil
Be Kept Up?

Before an interesied audience gath-
ered in Huntington Hall, Professor
8. E. Van Hise, of the University of
Wiscongin, delivered his second lec-
ture on Ccnservation. Sad to say,
there were very few students to be
seen in the audience. That the talk
was interesting was attested by the
attentive attitude of the people gath-
ered to listen to the lecturer, showing
that conservation is surely becoming
an absorbing and interesting prob-
lem.

The lecturer said in part that the
conservation of the seil was most im-
portant, since the soil was the scurce
of our food and clothing, and surely
the human race cannot get along with-
out these commodities, The waste-
ful extravagance of the American peo-
ple as regards the natural resources
is Lecoming alarming in its aspect, A
great deal of the soil in the Middle
West and in the East is bheing de-
pleted by erosion which ig brought
about by the methods of rectangular
plowing and the pilanting of one kind
of crop year after year until the soil
is worn out. The materials necessary
for productive soils are: potassium
salts, phosphorus salts and nitrogen.
\When these materials are entirely ex-
iracted the soil will be werthiess.

tracted from the soil by the foolish
methods of eultivation and the pros-
pects leook dark for the agueultmal
futuve of the nation.

The loss of . phosphoric acid from
the soil is estimated as 15 million
pounds per annum. It is very natural
that a newly occupied country should
have been exploited for its resources
as was this country, but the type of
farmer who “had worn out two farms
during his life” must now disappear.
Chiina and Japan have partly solved
the problem of conservation by meth-
ods which the so-called civilized na-
tions have yet to adept. We are to be
more patriotie than to lock at the few
years in which we occupy the earth
during our lifetime, This country will
mrdoubtedly have a history as old as

ly these abre civilized countries.

the West is the semi-circular plowing,
by means cf which the water falling
upon the soil is not carried away, but
is caught and held for the nourish-
ment of the crop in the time of
drought. Aupother is the rotation of
crops, by means of which the soil is
recuperated by the leguminous plants.
The waste of the sewage materials
must be stopped if we are to come
near any sclution of the great prob-
lem. The guano product of the
islands off the coasi of Peru will
quickly give out. The phosphate-pro-
ducing birds are being killed off, and
the Peruvian government is .doing
nothing to stop the practice.

The phesphate ‘beds of Fiorida and
the Carolinas should be used to re-
cuperate the soil of our own country
and not sent abroad. The Geological
Survey has discovered large phos-
phate beds in Idabo and Utah wkich
contain, according to a conservative
estimate, abcut two .bilHom, five hun-
dred .million tons of hydrogen phos-
phate rtock., Science will solve .one
gide of the problem, .but the methods
of .cultivation must be changed. De-

adequate. The Droblem .of education
is .indeed appalling, but it must -be
gelved the heginning .must be made |
now. * -

We are facing the problem .of the
conservation of men. ¥ the popula-
tion :increases Jfor the next two hun-
dred years as it has -in the .past .then
the problem will be .to.feed and clothe
a race which the soil cannot support
unless we provide for it now. Cecn-
gervation is therefpre the meost im-
portant problem which ‘has ever con-
fronted the human race. We.are pro-
gressing and all .political and social
questions will be solved in due time.
But we must give our attention to the
question-cf .conservation now 1If we are
to provide for the nation, because con-
gervation means the greatest good for
the greatest number and for -the long
est .time.
