By rigorously syvatematising all oper-
ations, it was possible to keep this
schedule, the work lasting from

The need for filling so many dilu-
tion bottles with a measured amount
of salt solution gave rise to the in-
vention of a very clever bottle filling
machine by Dr. Howe. Affter much
patience, thought and many. trials, the
successful  machine was  finally
evolved. With it a row of eleven
bottles as they stand in a sterilizer
tray may be filled with two simple
motions, and the tray pushed on to
bring the mnext row into position.
This invention reflects great credit
upon itg inventor and expedited what
would otherwise have been a laborious
and time-taking process.
