RECENT INVENTION.

Prof. Lanza Improves On Steam
Indicator.

Profegear Caetane Lanza has adopt-
ed an improvement which is of great
value in the use of steam indicators.
To show the changes in pressure at
different points a continuous indicator
i= reed. This consisted of a roll of
paper, upon whick a recording needle
traces out the pressure line, the paper
moving. The problem was to move
the paper forward without distorting
the diagram. By itle old methods a
series of diagrams weve formed, over-
lapping each other. Professor Lanza
has made it possible to revolve the
paper continuously in the same direc-
tion and i proportien to the piston
movement, a difficult process pre-
viously. This improvement can be
clamped upon any indicator without
causing the apparatus to be taken
apart or the paper roll to be Temoved.
The Crosby Steam Gauge and Valve
Company manufacture the indicator,
which iz wundoubtedly a beneficial
addition to the power house equip-
ment.

AERO CLUB MEETING
YESTERDAY AFTERNOON

Excellent Talk by F. W. Cald-
well On “The Efficiency
of Propellors.”

An important meeting of the Aero
Club was held yesterday at 4.15
o'clock, in Rogers. The attendance
was probably the smallest at any
meeting this year, there being but
twelve members present. After the
usual secretary’s report Mr., Caldwell
gave a short talk on the “Efficiency
of Propellors.”

My, Caldwell emphasized a few
peints in the comstruction of propel-
[ors which gave the maximum effici-
ency toe a ceriain !mit. The head re
gistance increases very rapidly, and
for this reason the propellor must not
e too large, as an increase in diame-
ter also means an increase in thick-
ness and weight. The thiclness of
the blades is determined by the
s{rength.

The pitch of the serew has been in-
vestizated by experts for years, and
it involves very greaf complicatious.
A percentage of 15 for the total slip
means the maximum efficiency of the
prepellor. The only diffieulty is to
find the diameter of the propellor
whieh will give this maximum efici-
ency. Mr. Caldwell gave an excellent
talk on thig topic, and it wag appreci-
ated by all the members present.

1t was vofted unanimously that only
those who showed their interest by
regular attendance at the meetings
should be retained as members. On
December 7 the American Society of
Mechanical Engineers will hold a
meeting and a talk will be given on
“The High Speed of Gas Engines.”
The Aerc Club has bheen invited to
he present at this meeting.

The next meeting will be held two
waeks from Monday, on December
18th. Luzerne Custer will give a talk
on the “Various Methods for Testing
Propellors,” and also some of his own
personal and daring experiences in
balloon races in his home town in
Ohio. Mr. Custer is the inventor of
the statoscope, an instrument for re-
sording the rise or fall in a balloom,
and Dbis talk will undoubtedly be of
great interest to all.
