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PROF, NOYES FAVORS -
HONORARY SOQOCIETY

Important Matter to Be Decided
By Seniors in Near
Future.

Two years ago the question of the
establishment cf an Honorary Scholas.
tic Society at the Institute was in-
augurated by R. F. Goodwin, then
president of the Senior class. The
matter was discussed Iong and care-
fully, but there was not enthusiasm
enough to warrant the establishment
of such a society.

A few weeks ago the Institute Com-
mittee received a communication from
the Faculty reguesting a ccnference
in regard to the matter. The Institute
Committee appointed D. E. Bent 1918,
J. E. Whittlesley and Bates Torrey a
sub-committee to investigate the mat-
ter in connection with the Faculty.

The choice in the event of forming
such a society seems to lie between
ferming a local society here at the
Institute, with nc connection with any
other society, or petitioning either
Sigma. Xi or Tau Beta Pi for a char-
ter for the local society. The former
ig a seientific fraternity, and was the
one under consideration two years
ago. Professcrs Jackson, Shimer,
Bughbee. Wickenden, Warren and Wil
son of the Institute Faculty are mem-
bers of this society. The latter is an
honorary engineering fraternity, and
although not as well known as the
former, has its particular advantages
to students of an engineering or tech-
nical schocl. Both of these societies
are being considered seriously by the
committee, and the mutual advantages
of each will be put forward in an
article in these columns the Ilatter
part of the week,

Professor Noyes, for several years
Acting President of the Institute, in
a personal interview stated that he
felt that there was a pressing need of
an organizaticn that wouid bring to-
gether men of a high scholastic stand-
ing and men who, due to interest in
their work, or for other reasons, had
been unable to get into contact with
men through the activities., He felt
that the honorary part was nct the
most impeortant feature of society, but
that the idea as a whole was a very
practical one. It is supposed that
President Noves' views are those of
the majority of the Faeulty on this
subject, and that if the matter is
brought up hefere that wody they will
act faverably on it.

Dean Burton in a personal mterv;ev.
also expressed himself as heartily in
favor with the movement,

1f the project is to be thought of at
all seviously it will be necessary for
a large number of Seniors to take hold
of the mmatter and work up agitation
on the matter and put it forward in
the best possible way, trusting to the
Glags of 1212 to decide the matter for
or against, as may seem the hest solu-
iion. For this reascn it is up to every
member of the Senior Class to follow
this discussion and form his opinion
in regard to this subject and not
leave the matter to be looked inte by
a few who may happen to be particu-
larly interested. Every one should
malke it a particular point to consider
the possible advantages and accom-
panying disadvantages to the estab-
lishment of such an organization, and
wlen -the: cpportunity is offered voice
his sentiments.

ARCHITECTURAL ENG.
FIRST GATHERING OF

Smcke Talks by Professor Law-
rence and Dean Burton-—
Eats Later.

ILast evening the Architecitural En-
gineering Sceiety held their first meet-
ing, which was well attended. M,
Merrill, the President of the society,
first introduced Professor Lawrence,
who was received with hearty ap-
plause, He opened his talk by giving
an anecdote about a country minister
who .was to address a strange congre-
gation and torgot his nctes, whera
upon he said he would have to sneak
as the IL.ord put the words into his
moitth, though he hoped to be better
prepared. Following  this he con-
gratulated the men cn forming the
society. The architectural men were
Hkened to missionaries being sent out
to teach the heathen the architectural
doctrines, Protessor Lawrence stated
that there ig no really representaiive
architecture in the country at pres.
ent., Tn the old times, wnen the
Colonial style was used, if showed the
gquaing ileag of the people whe were
products of the pld world.

Owing to the rapid growth of the
country and new ideas of the people,
this type of architecture was upset,
simplicity and good taste were re-
versed, conditiens in the country not
being right to give attention teo art
and architecture. The support of the
community is necessary. The design-
er and engineer should work together
and mutually admire each other to
obtain unity in the vesulting struc-
fure, The work should Dbe done
threugh a love of the beautiful, and
high ideals are necessary to guide and
inspire this work. The men from this
school have to he the teachers in this
work, but are handicapped from put-
ting a sufficient amount of thought
into fheir special line of learning,
oiher subjecis breaking in to disturb.
Consequently the men cannet get the
time to consider the broader aspect of
the subject, merely thinking of the
routine work. Professor T.awrencs
gave his idea of what the men's ideals
shoilld be, and the positions they are
te occupy in architecture. His only
fear upon hearing of the formation of
ithe society was that Option 2 should
grow and ultimately become & separ-
ate course. DBoth Options need the
help of the cther because it is neces-
sary that ile engineer and the archi-
tect worl together, the plans must ba

niade, taking into account the ma-
terials for building.

The growth ot the cities demanded
higher buildings in the congested dis-
{ricts, and in 1885, when steel beams
were made, this demand conld be more
easily met than previously. But here
the architect and the engineer sep-
arated, thus causing great trouble be-
tween the planning of a building and
the actual construction. Opticn 2 was
created in response to just such a de-
mand, However, as was said before,
the designer must work with an engi-
neer or confusion will result,

bring the men in the course nearer
together, and a number of meetings
should be called for the purpose of
helping the men in their work.
