Harvard and Yale Have Most of the Men who
get the big Honors.—-New Rules have made
Resulis Uncertain and interfered
in Choice.

Team for 1911, we have endeavored to consider the men who showed the
pest football, who played the most even, consistent game throughout the
vear, and who possessed the brains which have been needed at all times
in this year of most surprising victories and defeats at all times,

There have been many good ends on the various eccllege teams from
whom it has been bard fo say that one was and the other was not good
enough., PRud Smith of Harvard is about the top-nofch man on the end of
the line, his head werk in mixing up plays, his ability in handling for-
ward passes, his tackling and his speed, put him first on the list. The
next man to be conzidered iz Bomeisler of Yale, a man who has showed
consistent, sterling worth in spite of his frequent handicaps in the line
of injuries, and capable cf putting ii all over Sam White in the Princeton
game by his general work and reliability. White has shewn a wonder-
fully clever gualification for the place by his perfect work in following the
ball all year. His lack of defensive strength alone makes it imperative
that ne rank on the second team. Daly of Dartmouth, the other end on the
seccnd, hias been a tower of strength for the Green, and he has lost the
honors by a hair

The tackles were fewer in numbey when they came down to the final
sifting out, but they were more nearly of the same grade. The four men
will have to stand with almost equal honor. Captain Hart, of Princeton, is
a little bit above the rest, for he Showed almost superhuman power in
the last two games of the season when he stopped two of the fastest and
best backfields in the country. Littlejchn, of the Army team, played a
fine, steady game and belstered up his side of the line in every play, hav-
ing a slight advantage over his opponents. Englehorn, of Dartmouth,
seems to have a little superiorily over his mate, Secully of Yale, for he
played a game that was all but wer‘liy ¢f the champienship place.

Of the Guards, Fisher of Harvard, has added the duties of captain
without any apparent falling off in his All-America form of last year, and
Duif, of Princeton. has showed strong in all his games. He shows very
strong on the defense, for ever a fizhter, he is the first man through,
nailing his plays before they can get started. Garrels, of Michigan, and
Goldberg, of Brown, would have ranked higher if they had played in better
company, for they were both clever, fast men for their positions.

At center, ws are up against i, for there are at least three men who
should be considered. Huntington, of Harvard, can be left cut, for he was
taken into the backfield, but had he continued in the pivot position
throughout the season he would have been about first choice. Ketcham,
of Yale, it is claimed, was responsible for losing two games, but he has
shewn more power in the Jine and headwork in handling plays and cover-
ing his position. He seemed to outplay Bluthenthal in the Princeton
game, and for that reason he has the first honor.

Miller, of Penn State, and Howe, af Yale, are away above the average
run of guarter-back material, and are nearly cn a par.

Milter has made his team what it ig, an@ Howe has done the sarfle for
the Blue, but he has displayed just a trifle more generalship in running
hizs team and in his offensive work, €nough to more than balance up his
lt:'l‘]mmlr work in handling punts, and just enough to give him the call for
