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RINDGE AND LINDGREN
TALK BEFORE MINERS

Descriptive History of Mining
From Pueblos to Most Up-
‘to-Date Appliances.

An important meeting of the Mining
Engineering Society was held last
evening.in the Union. After the open-
ing of the meeting by the President,
Mr. F. H. Rindge, the secrelary of the
International Committee of the Y. M.
C. A, in charge of the industrial ser-
vice, gave a short but very interesting
and instructive talk.

Mr. Rindge gaid that the success of
the engineer depends upon his ability
to deal with men sympathetically and
Intelligently. IXle mentioned one eof
the engineers- of the Westinghouse
coneern who has said that college,
graduates who knew only theory and
shop practice were confounded nuais-
ances and did not _kndow how io deal
with men intelligently. ¥le spoke of
the great cpportuniiy for students
here in Poston to do a little work in
feaching the foreigners the English
language.

The principal speaker of the even-
ing was then introduced, Dr. Lindgren
of the U. 8. Geological Survey. He
gave a history of the mining of the
different metals in America, begin-
ning with the first by the Puebio In-
dians. The Spanish then came, and
with- the invcluntary help of the In-
dians worked the silver and gold
mines on a small’scale, The Spanish
were driven out by Iadians, but in
1696 again began the mining, which
has been continued to the present
day.

The speaker carried through the de-
velopment of the mining to date.
The real advance took pilace after the
discovery of gold in  California by
John Marshall in 1848, In 1852 the
production of gold in this country
amounted to about $60,000,000,

Hydraulic mining began in 1882, but
on acconnt of the great damage done
to farms in some places this was

B. A. A. MEET CHANGES.

Handicaps Are Cut Down and
Better Records Required.

The B. A, A. indoor meet will be
held in the Mechanics Building Febru-
ary 23, This yvear's events will be dif-
ferent in several respects from those
of previons meets. There will be no
48.yard handicap, but a scratch sprint
will be substituted. The 45-yard han-
dicap will algo be made into 3 scratch
event.,

The ihree-miie run, fo:me]ly open
to all contestants, will be limited to
those who have a record of 16 seconds
or betier. This is done in order to
elimjnate a crowd of slow runners
who prevent fast time being made by
the good men.

The colleges near Boston often en-
ter a large number ¢f men in each
event. This is rather unfair to the
cther colleges, s¢ the number of men
which a college may enier in any ole
event has Deen reduced to six.
Preparatory schools will be allowed
four men in each event, as customary.

Shot-putters must show a record of
40 feet instead of 38, as formerly. Han-
dicaps have been cut down in general.
Three inches will be the limit In the
high jump, and four feet in the shot-
put. The mile, 1000-yard and 600-yard
run. have been unchanged.

SERIOUS LOSSES SUSTAINED BY

INSTITUTE PARTIALLY OFFSET 8Y

GAINS.

President Maclaurin Makes Annual Report to
Corporation---Millions in Grants and
Bequests.

President Maclaurin  Iast
made the President’s annual report to.
the Corporation, The main features |
that the President makes are thcse of )
the great losses and gains throughout
the past year. Death and disability
have cut deeply into the personnel of
the instructing staff, and the many
friends of the Institute, and to offset
these misfortunes are many note-
worthy advances in financial and edu-
cational conditions.

Under the various headings given
beiow the President reports on the
cendition of the Faculty, Corporaiion,
undergraduate life, departmental
changes and possihilities of future de-
velopments. In older to present these
points, which are of deep interest to
the thinking undergraduate, excerpts
from ihe report are made as follows:

L.osses During the Year.

“Foremost among the losses js that
of Mrs. Rogers, whese death in May
broke a link with the very beginning

of the Institute. Her devotion to it
was part of her loyalty to her hus-
band, but it was greatly stimualated by
her personal sympathy with strug-
gling youth.”

Dr. Maelaurin further spoke of the
losses of the Corporation itself, nam-
ing Ar. Nathanjel Thayer and Dr. C.
Gr. Weld, 3Ir. Thayer has fcr years
rendered active service for the Cor-
poration as a member. “Dr. Weld
was especially interested in the work
of the Department of Naval Architec-
ture, and he showed that interest in
the most practical way by Keeping in
close touch with the activities, sug-
gesting new fields of endeavor, and
genercously supplying the funds re-
guired to carry out plans that seemed
to him good.” XNct only does the de-
partment lose his friendship, but also
the wherewithal to carry on work out-
lined and supporied to date by him.

Turning te the iustructing staff, Thr.
Maclaurin points out the loss oe-
casioned by the resignation of TPre-
fessors Lanza, Chandler and Schwamb
and by the death of Mrs. Richards.
“Professor Lanza retires on a pension
with the title of Professor Emeritus,
after forly years of service. Through-
out that long period he has shown
himself absclutely devoted to the in-
terests of the Institute, to which he
has rendered memorable service. Pro-
fessor Chandler, who has rvetired on
a pension from the Carnegie Founda-
tion, has also earned the title of Pro-
fessor Emeritus. He leaves the old-
east school of architecture in the ceun-
try at the highest lavel of its efficl-
ency and reputation.” The proposal
of the Boston Scciety of Architects to
establish a scholarship fund in his
name was a testimonial that appealed
greatly to him,

Speaking of Mrs. Richards, Presi-
dent Maclaurin quoted President
Walker: “These Iaborateries of neces-
sity supersede the one so long main-
tained Jargely through the zeal of
Mrs. . Richards, who has for seven

l’llght{ years given instruetion several hours

of each day without any compensa-

tion for her services.” It is gratify-

ing te know that her friends are en-

deavering to establish a permanent

memorial of her work at the Institute.
Gains.

“Fhe great persenal losses liave
been offset by very conspicuous gains.
I should account as by far the great.
est gain the change that has come
over the spirit of the friends of Tech-
nology. The feeling of uncertainty on
the part of many, and even cf de-
spondency on the part of a few has
completely passed away.” The varl-
ous grants throtughout tihe year.
enumerated under their proper head-
ings, total nearly two and three-quar
ter millions of dollars, which will be
available tn the near future,

Grant from the Commonwealth.

The President heve veviews Lhe dif-
ficul{ies that beset the path of the
conminittee in charge cf this work, and
heartiliy acknowledges the work of
the Alumni Commitiee that aided.
“Its most gratifying feature was the
wealih of evidence that it vevealed of
widespread appreeciation of the ser-
vices the Institute has tendered the
Commonwealth, and of the delermina-
tion of the people to maintain its edu-
cational standards at the highest”

Bequests,

Shortly after the State award the
will ¢f Mrs. RHogers showed that she
had left nearly the whole of her prop-
erty to the Institute. “Her example
of whole-hearted devotion to the ad-
vancement of Technology cannot fail
to have a stimulating effect on all wio
wish to see the fruition of Rcegers
ideas.”

About tlie same time Mr. . B,
Greene left a valuable estate 1o assist
poor and smeritoricus students. This
beguest led Dr. Maclaurin to point out
the increasing burden occasioned by
additional scholarships, since the loss
per student per year is now $239, an
increase from $163 cf ten years ago.
He recommends that this additional
burden might be shared by stnpulat-
ing ultimate return of goholarship
money after a reasonable lapse of
time,

T. C. duPont’s Gift and the Site.

These two topics are so cglosely con-
nected that they are considered to-
gether., Mr. duPont gave onc-half
million dellars, if one and one-half
millions be raised in five years. This
came at an opportune time, as it
showed the Legislature that the Insti-
tute really intended to move. Tt is
belleved that the final action of the

Cambridese government will be favor-|(-

able.
Summer Gamp.

The President here spoke of iis
necessity and the donations that made
this camp a possibility. Work is now
in progress. The advantages, not only
educational, but alse social, are great.

transformer, manufactured by the
Ritehie Company. The cost, some-
where in the neighborhood of fifteen
dollars, wil! be horne by a benevolent
and modest individual who prefers to
remain anouymous. The transformer,
which has a capacity of frcm one to
two kilowatts, has for a long while
been the hope and ambition of the so-

ciety, and conseguently Anonynous
dodges a lot of gratitude from the
membets.

The society is plaanning f{o make a
chart of all wireless staticns in this
vicinity. This chart will record all
amateur stations having any consider-
able power, and will cover the terri-
tory within a hundred-mile radius of
Boston.

Sometime soon there will be a little
more wiring done in the society’s
room in the laboratcry, and necessary
repairs made. The next gathering,
which will probably take place dur-
ing the first week of January, may be
held in this room. 1t not, it will be
in the Union. It is probable that here-
after the regular meetings will be held
on Ifridays instead of Wednesdays, to
suit the convenience of some of the
members.

abolished about twelve years after-
ward. .
In 1858 prospectors pushed into the]
nertheastern part of Oregonm, in the,
neighibcrhood of the Blue Mountains,!
discovering rich mines. Others pushed
into Montana. In 1859 gold was dis‘t
covered in Colorado, while a year;
later some prospectors near Leadville
obtained coarse grains of gold. The}
work of getiing the goid out was hin-;
deved by ihe presence cf a white rock,
iater found to be lead carbonate.
Some mines in Ttah began producing
when the railroad reached them.

The late discovery of silver in
Canada has greatly increased thei
world’s output of the metal, The 'dis-
covely of the cyanide process in 185}2
indicates an extraordinary advance 1h
mining, and the dumps and tailings,
ouce thought to be valueless, were !
then made profitable, !

With the extensicn of the raitroads;
the mining of lead, copper and the
less precious metals began to l}e'
profitable, The mining of metals in.
this country at the present time 1is,
enormons, and the output of gold at|
{he present time amounts io about
$100.000,000.

Dr. Lindgren said that 30 years ago
praduates of mining schools were Ff
little value. but today are found in
every camp throughout the West,
