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SWIMMING TEAM
NOW DISBANDED

Non-Support and Little Interest
Necessitate Cancelling

Schedule.

At a meeting of the Swimming
Team, held recently, it was decided
that further continuance of the new
sport was inexpedient on account of
the noticeable lack of support and in-
terest. This fact was undoubtedly
due to the inaccessibility of the prac-
tice tank, and the lack cf sufficient
time to pay the necessary attention.
At first the prospects were most
bright, for out of the many who re-
ported there were a few who showed
quality that assured their position on
the squad. These men, Captain R. A.
Lesher, C. A. Smith, E. W. Mann and
G. H. Warfield deserve the highest
credit for their faithfulness to prac-
tice and interest in the success of the
team. They were, however, nct suf-
ficiently supported by other or new
candidates to form a worthy team.
It thus being impossible to represent
the sport by a team of a desired num-
ber, it was thought best to disband
and cancel the best of schedules.

This schedule, arranged by Manager
H. A. Babcock, included meets with
three colleges, Brown, Amherst and
Williams, and lesser contests with
preparatory schools. It is unfortu-
nate that such an excellent one
should have to be cancelled in the
beginning since it formed a most com-
mendable start in the team's first
year, and would undoubtedly have led
to a larger and more complete col-
lege schedule the fcllowing year.

MODEL SHIP ON CHARLES.

A Small Vessel for Special Tests
Proves Satisfactory.

Some time ago Professor C. H. Pea-
body constructed a mcdel ship, one-
fifth the size of the U. S. Revenue
Cutter "Manning," which is used for
experimental purposes, making its
runs along the Cambridge side of the
Charles River. The name of this
miniature vessel is "The Froude," and
to propel it a gasoline electric
mechanism is used which runs a mo-
tor connected to the propeller shaft.
Many means are used to reduce fric-
ticn and elimihate errors, while a sys-
tem of checks and registers provide a
method of determining just where the
error is and the nature of it. The
boat is fitted with water tanks to
keep the draught right, alignment
sights, and marks to show the change
in the hull whenever it occurs.

The first year that this floating
laboratory was in service experiments
were carried on to determine what
the boat was capable of dcing and
what was beyond it, also the effect of
the wake and of the power tending to
hold the vessel back. Before the use
of this little boat all experiments had
to be carried on with large sized ones,
and consequently it was impossible

EXPERIENCED EXPERT
TALKS TO M. E. SOCIETY

Mr. B. R. T. Collins on Power
Plant Efficiency and

Boilers.

Next Thursday, December 21, the
Mechanical Engineering Society will
gather in 11 B, at 4 o'clcck, to hear
a talk by Mr. B. R. T. Collins, who
is a well-known Mechanical Engineer-
ing and Power Plant Economist. Mr.
Collins is the mechanical engineer of
the Commonwealth Edison Company
of Chicago, and so is well versed in
his line of work. The subject cf his
talk before the society is "Power
Plant Efficiency." Special attention
will be paid to power plant economy
andc specifications for power plants
and boiler rooms. Mr. Ccllins has had
18 years of experience, having spent
a good deal of his time in Texas and
Southern California. His specialty is
oil-burning furnaces and oil burners,
although he is not going to talk on
that subject before the Mechanicals.
At the present time Mr. Collins is
Stcne & Webster's oil expert.

Specification sheets have been
drawn up by experts for low pressure
turbines, pumps, water return sys-
tems, turbine manifolds and four
other appliances. A set of these
specifications will be given to every
man present at the meeting, and they
are of inestimable value, especially to
Seniors.

FUNGOUS GROWTHS.

M. E. Society Will Hear Talk
On Its Affect on Timber.

This is the Mechanicals' busy week,
what with two society meetings and
one of the A. S. M. E. This after-
noon the first of these meetings oc-
curs in 11 B, at 4.10, with F. J. Hoxie,
'92, as the speaker. His topic is
"Strength of Timber Affected by
Fungli."

Mr. Hoxie was secured by the
Faculty as the speaker, and the con-
ducting of the meeting left to the
M. E. Society, as such a tepic falls
more particularly to their department.
The talk wvill be of interest, however,
to men in other courses, and they are
invited to attend.

PROF. SABINE'S LECTURE

Interesting - Experiments Mean
Much to Science.

One of the two remaining lectures
on Architectural Acoustics was given
last evening in Huntington Hall and
was, as the several others have been,
of utmost interest to all in the least
associated with any physical problems
cf the present day.

Professor Sabine's subject for this
lecture was "Inheritance," and his
consideration took up some of the
practical complications which arise in
considering the various reflections
from the walls and objects of a rocm
and their relation to interference of
sound, causing the so-called deaf
spots and intensities which are often
found in auditoriums. Ir '3scribing
his method of procedure for determ-
ining these differences i" sound inten-
sity he explained a very interesting
experiment in which the telephcne is
used to convey the sound of a photo-
graphic recorder in a most ingenious
way. By the means which was de-
scribed minutely it was shown that
the exact spots of greater or less in-
tensity can be determined and plotted
on\ a diagram which becomes of very
practical use from varicus points of
view.

These experiments of Professor Sa-
bine are of the utmost value to
science and will, when completed,
mean a great advance in the sound
qualities of the newly constructed
auditoriums where they are applied.

CLOSE DIVISION OF
OPINION ON SOCIETY

Accepted Vote 49 to 43 in Favor
But Real Results Are Op-

posite in Tenor.

5.85 per cent. of the Institute stu-
dents voted on the Sigma Xi question.
That is, 93 votes were cast in the bal-
loting that ended at 1 P. MAT. Saturday.
However, beside these there -were
eight other votes left in the box
which had to be discarded, either be-
cause they were not made out cn the
proper blank, or because they came
in late. It was unfortunate that it
was necessalry to throw these out, as
they would have turned the scale in
the other way.

Of these 93 votes, 49 were in favor
and 44 were opposed to the formation
of the Hcnorary Scholastic Society.
Had all the votes been counted, irre-
spective of the time limit, the result
would have stood 51 to 50 opposed to
its formation. It may thus be seen
that the vote as expressed in the
table below is far from decisive.

It is to be observed that the only
graduate student and alumnus who
voted were both opposed. Among thei
classes the table shows significant
results, since the Seniors, who were
suppcsed to be the most interested,
cast the fewest votes. Another thing
to be borne in mind is that the men:
in favor were more likely to register
their decisions, since they were by far:
the most interested in seeing the
thing carried to an end. On the con-:
trary, the Noes were less inclined to 
care about the result, since it is not:
a question about an established thing.

A few other items are: 52.7 per
cent. were in favcr, and 47.3 per cent.
opposed. Considering the other votes,
which would be counted had the rule
in regard to time limit been less bind-
ing, the question has a different
aspect, and it would be approximately
50 1-2 to 49 1-2. In any event the re-,
suits are not conclusive, and if finally
put up to the Institute as a whole, or
only tc one class, will result in a
close race.

to determine whether the results were
accurate cr not. The tests of the last
season brought out the fact that one
\well constructed propeller will do as
much work as another, settling tilhe
dispute over the pitch necessary in a
propeller to give the greatest effici-
ency. It was also demonstrated that
if the propeller is moved a few feet
astern the efficiency is increased.

A chronograph develcped by H. A.
Everett records the push of the pro-
pellers and the time in notches for
every half-second. It is cue to the
late Dr. Charles G. Weld, an enthusi-
astic yachtsman, that the idea was
carried out, and from the benefits re-i
ceived it should be kept going.
