‘BY THREE GREAT MEN

Edison and Others Give Views
" Regarding Technical
Schools.

Much has been printed recently in
the newspapers regarding Technology,
and it will, no doubf, be interesting to
read extracts of the best of these in
one atory,

In a late interview which was setf
forth at length in the Boston Sunday
Pecst, Thomas A. Edison said: “The
galvation of America lies in the Mas-
sachusetts Institute cf Technology.”
He went on to say that what this
eountry needs more than anything else
at the present time is more schools
that shall be modelled closely on
Technology. for the future of America
demands technical education for its
citizens. “There is no questicn but
that the M. I. T. is the best technical
school in the country,” he said, speak-
ing direetly and from experience. “I
have found tlat the graduates of
Tech have a better, more practical and
more usahble knowledge as a clasgs than
the graduates of any other school in
the country.” “We want our schocls
and colleges to turn out the men the
couniry demands, 1 like the Institute
because it is doing that, meeting the
needs of America, It isn't perfect, but
i{ does eome nearer than anything else
in giving the country what the coun-
try needs, and giving American young
men a really ulilitavian education—a
usalle training.” This is testimony
from a man whe knows how men
should be trained for technical work,
for he has leen cmploying young men
for more than thirty vears.

A gentleman who at the wmoment
knows more. of the fechnical schools
of the whcle world than any oiher onc. ;
Rev. George Bryee of Winnipeg, said
in a recent inferview in Boston:
“There is no polytechnical school in
the world that is akead of it Dr.
Bryee is a member of the Royal Com-
mission created in Canada 1wo years,
ago fer the study of the educational |
needs of- the country.

ANNUAL PLANT TEST
TO BE HELD THIS WEEK

Seniors Will Don Their Qveralls
and Run the Institute for
a Few Days.

The annual test on the power and
electrical plant at the Institute will be
carried on this week. beginning tomor-
row morning at 8 A, M., and lasting
unti! Saturday morning at 8 A. M. The
members of the Senior clasg in the
Mechanical, HElectrical, Naval Archi-
tectural and Marine Engineering
Courses will perfcrm the fest, work-
ing on eight hour shifts dnring the
entire ninety-six hours. The shifts
will be from 8 A, M, untii 4 P, M., 4
P. M. until 12 midnight, and 12 mid-
night until 8 A, M.

Hach man will be assigned to a dif-
ferent station and will perform the
duties accruing lo that post. The
readings taken will be used te calcu-
late the efliciency of the plant as well
as the fuel econsumption and the
amount of energy lost in varicus
forms through the test.

Several of the siations will be the
wejghing of the coal and ash, taking
of the fced waler and of the inside
air, reading hoiler and vacuum pres-
sures, laking samples of the chimney
and flue gas and analyzing of the
same. On the various engine tests in-
dicator cards will be tfaken at fre-
quent infervals. condenser water will
e weighed and lcss caleulated. On
the electrical tests the readings will
he confined {o the usual Ammeter.
Voitmeter and counter readings.

Tt is wvery important and will he
made compulsory thal all men report
at {heir posls at least fifteen minutes
before the time of their shilt.{ This
rule will apply to all except those who
are numbered 6-i4 on the Tulletin
RBoard in Engineering A, whe will re-
port at the Lowell Laboratory at 8380
A. M. on 1he day of their shift.

Data for compating the test will be
siven out Tuesday or Wodnesday,
Junuary 9 or 10, in Room 10, Engineer-
ing A.
