At a commitiee meeting the other
day in New York it was finally ar-
ranged that an Intercollegiate Arechi-
tectural Competition should take
Diace between Columbia, Cornell, Har-
vard, Michigan, Pennsylvania, Tech-
nology. Two prizes of $90 and $60, re-
spectively, are offered by My, Lloyd
Warren, a New York gentleman, who
is very much interested in education,
fer the best work in two classes. The
first class will include advanced and
fourth year students, and the second
wiil be cpen to third year men in de-
sign,

The competition is to be conducted
on the usual lines, reqguiring the com-
peiitors to depend on themselves for
their ideas, thus showing just what
there ig in a man. Not more than ten
illeas are to be submitted fer final
judgment, the jury to econsist of one
representative from each college, no
member of the instructing staff to be
a member of the jury. Great care
will be talken to preserve anonymity.
The committee has arranged final de-
taiis and the preliminary sketeh will
be made February 28, 1912, the final
grawing to e handed in on April 3.
This step is one which has been con-
templated fer some time, but owing to
conflict in the calendars of the dif-
ferent schools arrangements could not
be perfected until reeently. This will
undoubtedly prove to be a factor in!
the advancement of architectural edu-
cation.
