Friday night the gym will be the
scene of the annual indoor champion-
ship class meet, which will be the
first Indgor event of the season. The
men in general have heen working
hard and some very fine exhibitions
are expected, especially in the dashes
and in the shorter runs.

The outcome for the class cham-
pionship is very doubtful, but it locks
as if the Juniors have as good a
chance as any of the four. In the
dash the Sophomores have Louis Wil-
son, who should take first, also
Wilking, who has a great deal of
speed and should be among ithe win-
ners; Oettinger will stand a good
chance to place in that event, but
does not look as good as Thompson,
1913, or Benson, 1912,

The nquarter-mile event is always one
that is hard to piek, as the track is
50 small that the Dhest man does not
always get n chance to take the lead.
Thompson looks best in this event, as
he was the second man last year ana
is, running well this year, though he
was not the first man in the relay
trials. Benson ran some fine trials
and might surprise us and take this’
event. Alunech, 1913, is up in the lead
in this race and looks like a place, as
does QGuething, 1914, Oettinger, 1914,
and Bolton, 1914,

The half-mile looks like a Junior
event, with Bylund in the lead and
Germaine second, If Marcean, captain
of the half-mile relay team, runs, it ig
likely that the Seniors will take a
firgt. The Sophomores are represeut-
ed by Nye, captain of the cross-coun-
{ry teani, and Shedd, who Is running
well,

Shedd looks like the cup taker in
the mile, but the field will not be all
his, as all the cross-country men are
out for this event and it will be hotly
contested. Marceau is another favor-
ite in this race, as are Nye and Earl
Ferry.

The hurdies are the dark events, as
nsual. Few men are trying out for
them, and the few that are are Fresh-
men. This has always been a very
weak point in the Tech track teams,
and more men should practice taking
the “‘bunkers,” as they form a very
important part of all track meets.

No one will dispute Phil Dal-
rymple’s place in the high jump, and,
in faet, it is very likely that he will
go out for the record. L. 8. Hall,
1914, is the second choice again this
