The announcement of the elections of
f.enis A, Ferguson, '88, Arthur D,
Littie, "85, and £ben D. Stevens, ‘68,
as term members of the Comporation,
and the introduction of James W, Rol-
lins, '78, as the new President of the
Aluymni Association, aroused the ut-
most of enthusiasm.

In plain terms, I suspect that Editor
Litchfield is quite as responsible as I
for the prophesies that he put into my
mouth.

“In the first place he said that the
site problem would bLe practically
solved; so it has, and if any one feels
that it has not been well solved let
him now stand forth or forever hold
his peace. It has been solved by the
co-operation of many, but nc smali
ghare of the credit is due to far-
sighted and public-gpirited citizens of
Cambridge, who urged us to go to that
city, and werked hard to remove such
obstacles as presented themselves,

"“If the legal formalities that must
be observed hefore we can get title
to this land go forward, as we hope
they will without further hitch, then
it will be the duty of Technology to
show its appreciation of the gocd will
of the citizens of Cambridge by ren-
dering such special service to the eity
as lies within its powers.

The real cause for the large erimes
which are committed iz the teaching
of false principles by men of the pres-
ent day. He contradicted the saying
that some men are born criminals and
are therefore incorrigible. On the
other hand he dees believe that hered-
ity can play an important part in the
tendency towards crime. '
Many people called for the life. of
the assassin of President McKinley,
but the person directly responsible for
the crime was the man who put the
jdea into the head of the former. The
sanie state of affairs exists in the case
of the McNamara brothers, The men
“higher up” are the cnes directly re-
sponsible for outrages committed.
T.ast vear 150,000 people went
through courts in this city and yet
there are only 110,000 voters here.
Mr. Mulready said that many of these
people could be saved from prison by
placing them on probation in scme lo-
cality where they would be free from
bad influences. Thirty years ago a

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MINERS HOLD
MEETING IN UNION

Dr. Shimer Gives Interesting’
Talk on “The Geology and
Scenery of the Rhine.”

The Mining Society held an open
meeting last evening in the Union,
and although the attendance was very
small it was exceedingly interesting,
Prof. Hervey W. Shimer gave a talk
on “The Geology and Scenery of the
Rhine,” which was illugirated by a
series of beautitul slides.

The Rhine is divided into tive divi-
gions: (1) plains around the mouth;
(2) the gorge, where the celebrated
castles are; (3) the down-faultered
black; (4) the great Swiss valley;
and (5) the Alpine division.

Dr. Shimer then showed by a map
the Swiss valley, the Gorge, Lake
Constance, the delta plains and the
glacial deposits. Sections were shown
giving the geological situation and
the different deposits.

Scenes were given of Strassburg,
showing the imperial palace and the
cathedrals. The country is very level
liere, and is celebrated for its won.
derful universities. The cathedvals
and practically all of the buildings
are hult of red sand stone, which is
found in this region.

A view of the Teidelburg castle was
next thrown upon the screen, which
was partly destroved in the thirty
yvears' war, and also further demol-
jshied in the war with France in 1789
and 1789, Some ol the characteristies
of Burope are the images which are
found. especially in Austria and Ger-
many, svmbolic of the legends of the
country.

Piciures were shown of long boats
on the canalg, which honevecomb the
city, on which women were doing
their washing. Another Iinteresting
view was that of the storks, which
were once exceedingly numerous in
Germany, bui are now being driven
io the mountains on account of the
electric wires,

Views of many famous men in Ger-
many now f{ollowed, among which
wag a statue of Luther.

Luther was nine years old when
Columbus discovered Ameriea. In
1521 he was called before Charles V.
to answer to charges of not conform-
ing to the Catholic Church. This in-
eident led directiy to the founding of
the Protestant Church, according to
plans which were developed and car-
ried out by him. Luther was also the
founder of the German language,
since he combined two dialects into
one, which was used shortiy after-
ward by all writers.

The final views showed Cologne,

with its characteristic bridges, and.

jts cathedrals with their wonderful
Gothic architectutre; also the mouth
of the Rhine, dotted with innuner-
able windmills and extensive planta-
tions of tulips, the equal of which
are seldom seen in this country.

ARCHITECTS HAVE \

-Mr, Coolidge- Gives Excellent
Talk on Present Problems
and Practice.

J. Randolph Colidge, Jr., of the
architectural firm cf Coolidge & Carl-
son, was the speaker at the meeting
of the Architectural Society which was
held last evening in Pierce Building,
and gave one of the most interesting
talks that has ever been given before
the Technology archifects. Mr. Cool-
idge was somewhat instrumental in
zetting Professor Despredelle for the
department, and thus it was quite
fitting that he should speak.

In considering his subject, “Archi-
tectural Practice and the Trend of Lo-
cal Develepment,” he gave ithe men
some advice which will be invaluable,
particularly to the engineer and to one
wha is not quite decided as to the
hranch of the profession which will be

taken up. He spoke very fully of the
scope and broad outlook which the
goo:d  architect must have in
making this decision, and sug-
gested the fields that were open
even within the profession. He
laid especial stress on the line of de-
marcation, however, between the
architect and the architectural
draughtsman whose sole idea Ies

within the confines of the 'T-square
and drawing beard, atthongh he point-
ed out that a rather wide field exists
for the latfer.

In speaking of the true architect he
mrged the men in use every effort te
hold their interest in their buildings
until the final bill for eonstruction was
paid and the bnilding handed over to
the owners, and to be willing to exert
great personal care that the designs in
every detail conform to their best
ideas,

He then mentioned the deplorable
condition c¢f the promoter tvpe of
architect who is working for purely
the financial gain whiech he may get
out of his personally sought clients,
and showed at the same time that the
real architect and the latier type are
in no way connected, stating also that
there is very little architectural pro-
motion in Roston.

Several local matters were taken up
and the general cenditions whieh now
exist in Boston were congidered, par-
tieularly in regard to the architectural
ideas of many Boston pecple who are
anpt to let their traditions enter large-
ly into their opinions, all of which
must be met from the structural and
decorative point of view,

Mr. Ccolidge then told the men of
 gome conditions which must be dealt
rwith in the smaller places and the
good influence which really well
trained architects can exert. . After
expressing his gratification over the
methods of Technology the meeting
was adjourned and refreshments were
served to the seventy-five present.

GOOD MEETING 1

MR, MEAD GIVES TALK
BEFORE LARGE CROWD

United States Most Important
Peace Saciety in the
World.

The T, C. A. meeting yestevday
ncon, at which Edwin D. Mead spoke,
was interesting as well as instructive.
The subject of the talk swas “The
United States and the United World.”
Mr. Mead vreferred to the lectures
given by Bishop Hereford of Rugby,
who said ithat the United Stales was
the most important peace society in
the world. It illustraied the three
great principles of a universal peace,
first by its intersiate free trade, sec-
ond by its supreme court, and thirdly
by the federation of its States.

Mr, Mead said that the interstate
free trade wasg not such a great hene-
fit as the Bishop supposed. The aban-
dened farms of New Wngland show
where a protective interstate tariff
would have been a Dbenefit. Most of
these farms failed on account of the
competition offered by the Western
States.

“When the Supreme Court first be-
gan it wag looked upon as a useless
experiment. Soon, however, it showed
its extreme usefulness in settling
many disputes that cccurred between
States withcui any hard feeling being
shown Detween the citizens of the
States,

“A man does not call himself first
a Californian or a Georgian, but an
American. If the world was run on
the same Dbasis as the United Siates,
which is a family of States, with one
acknewledged Supreme Court, where
all national disputes could bhe settled
arbitrarily, there wonld be no need of
war to getile these petty quarrels.

“Many ct the wars between nationg
are started on account of boundary
troubles. In the United States there
are a great many such troubles
settled in the Supreme Court without
any friction whatsoever between the
conflicting States. This same thing
could be settled hetween countries in
the same manner if there were only
an acknowledged National Court of
Arbitration. This shews why the
United States is the most important
peace society in the world,”

“PHE PROPOSED BELT |

LINE FOR BOSTON"

A Project Which - Rivals in Im-
portance tlie Boston Port
Bill.

This evening, at 8 o’clock, the Civil
and Electrical Engineering Societies
will hold a combined meeting in the
Union. The speaker will be Mnr.
Henry C. Long, a prominent Boston
lawyer, who will give a general oui-
line of “T'he Proposed Belt Line for
Boston.”

This -preject rivals in importance
the Boston Port Bill, of which Mr.
Long was also the originator, and pre-
gents many opportunities for thesis
investigation. The idea, briefly, is t¢
establish a belt tine to run through
the cities and towns surrounding Bos-
ton, starting at cne side of the harbor,
making an almost complete cirele with
a radius of about ten miles, and ter-
minating in a point on the other side
of the harbor directly opposite the
starting peoint. With the addition of a
free system of transfers to other lines,

who are employed in Boston, but pre-
fer to live in neighboring localities, to
go to and from their homes much
more gquickly and with less incon-
venience than is now the case. Thus
it would be a tremendous factor in
develeping the territory immediately
suwrrounding Greater Boston. With
very little additional expense, the sys-
tem couid be used for the transporting
of freight as well as passengers,

This idea is by no means a new one,
Berlin being an example of a city
where there is now one in active op-
eration. Mr. Long has made an ex-
haustive study of the methods of
transpertation now in use in many of
the larger foreign cities, and is, there-
fore, well qualified to speak on so im-
portant a subject.
