legs for one office and becomes cap-
tain of an athletic team, his points
will generally be commuted. In case
the & or less points are the result
of holding two or more offices, the
points for captain, which carry the
sum total above ten, will not be com-
muted. However, captaincy poinis
will not be commuted for a nine or ten
point man.

No college can claim priority over
the Massachusetts Institute of Tech-
nology of a practical system of pre-
venting one man holding toc many
offices. The system as inaugurated
and carried out is known as the “Point
System.” ‘TUnder it the various posi-
tions on the several activities are
rated according to the schedule print-
ed above, and no man is allowed to
hold over tenm points, this rule being
strictly enforced by the Institute Com-
mittee. The point system was first
established in the spring of 1908, and
cannot he credited to one or two men
as a majority of similar sysiems in
other colleges, but was the resuit of
a concentrated agitation to prevent
each man undertaking more work in
the student activities than his t{ime
would permit, to the detriment of his
scholastic standing. The prime mover
in' the . agitation, however, was M, R.
Scharff, 1909, who was assistant to
President Maclaurin last year, and to
whom also is due to a great extent
the present success of the Union Din-
ing Room. The ciass of 1910 was
strenuously opposed to the adoption of
the system, believing that their ac
tivities, Technigue, Junior Prom, ele,
wonld suifer as a consequence. As &
result of the adoption of the system
more than twice as many men are
pow interested in activities than be-
fare the adoption of the schedule, The
men are now able to concentrate their
outside efforts in one line of work and
give to that their best, instead of try-
ing to have'a few men in a class run
everything, as wasg formerly the case.
The schedule of points has been
changed considerably since its adop-
tion to hetter suit the circumstances
and to avoid over and under rafing
any particular office.

Since adoption the system has been
copied almost identically by several of
the leading colleges of the country
and inguiries are received very often
asking full explanation of its working
out by schools which are considering

ihe proposition.
