“Castles in Spain"—Tech Show, 1912
—will open next Saturday. At 1.30
on that day sheets containing the list
of lyrics for the Show will he distrib-
uted to all who will call then at the
office to get them. It is hoped that
the many musie writers in the Insti-
tute will be pregent and in this way
gel o start whieh will enabie them to
compiete their contributions before
the seconhd term: opens,

For ihe first timme since “Over the
Garden Wall” was produced in 1808,
the entire list of lyrics has been writ-
tenr by the authors. Defore that time
it had always been the custom to have
the lvrics written in this way. 8ince
that {ime this phase of the Show has
beon open to commetition. However,
this vear it has seented advisable to
accept thoge lvries which were offered
ateng with the book.

The hook and lyries are now cont-
plete uand il only renwins for the lat-
ter to be iisted in suitable form he-
fore they can he given out to the men
who will want them as the basis of
their musical efforts, The competfi-
tion, opening Saturday, will ron prob-
ably unlil the first of February, when
Coach Fugene Sanger will hegin his
choice of the cast and chorus for the
Show. As soon as the first selection
of these men has been made he will
turn his atlention to the selection of
the wmusic for “Castles in Spain.”
This gives two weeks at least in
which to comulete thiose songs which
the individual man will want to write.
Besides this, over a week of this time
will be o holiday period for most of
the men in the Inatitute. Surely there
should Dhe a goodiy number in the
Tech Show office to receive the coples
of the lyrics and to start in on their
work along this line.

There are splendid opportunities
this year for men who, perhaps, have
felt that because O, B. Dennison, C. C.
Peirce and Scott Putnam were writ-
ing in previous years there would be
no need tor their talent. Now, how-
ever, these men, who together wroie
over half of the music for “Frenzied
French,” have graduated, leaving De-
hind them an open space which offers
a splendid opportunity to the new men
to become music writers for the Show.

Definlle instractions as to the de-
tails of this competition will be given
out by Stage Manager G. R. Thayer
when he meets the candidates next
Saturday.

PROF. BLISS PERRY’S
LECTURE INTERESTING

“American Traits in American
Literature” the Subject—
Large Audience.

As large an audience as nas greeted
any Lowell lecturer during the pres-
ent season filled Huntington Hall yes-
terday, wihen Professor Dliss Perry
gave the first lecture of his course on
“American Traits in American Litera-
ture,” and the auspicious opening of
this course was apperent from the in-
tense interest which was shown all
during the discourse. .

As ls well known, Professor Perry
neeis no introduction to the I3oston
public, and proved with the prelim-
inary remarks of his lecture that this
will he one of the most mieresting
courses which has wvet been held by
the Lowell Institute. The speaker ex-
plained largely what hig point of view
is going to he throughout the course
and told of what to him true American
traits consisted. He stated that lie
believed there was no renl national
art any where which actually rep-
resents the charvacier of a nation, for
even in the works of the writers
whoer we consider most American it
is easy to find assimilations from
Kurepean authors, and often their
most characteristic works are taken
from prototyles in Wlizabethan and
nineteeilth century writers.

In developing his thewe he stated
that to really discover the true Ameri.
can traits in literature we must seek
in non-literary subjects. As an ex-
aniple the manufacture of a Japanese
vase for foreign sale was menticned
which in this country wounld he con-
sidered “so Japanese,” whereas doubt-
less litile of true Japanese art exists
in its manufacture.

In closing Professor Perry said that
althouglh American literature is today
in a rather anarchistic stage of indi-
vidual ideas, its development has heen
always measurable with tha of
Hurope and its changes epoch making.

RUNAWAY FOR TIGERS.

Dartmouth Shows up Very Badly
and Princeton Wins Easily.

Dartmouth had no chance at all
against the fast Princeton hockey
team at {he Arena Saturday, the
Tigers winning by a score of 14 to 0.
This was Dartmouth’s first game, and
their lack of condition soon slowed
them down to a very slow pace.

The firgt half was very uninterest-
ing, the Princeton team not striking
its pace until the last half, Then they
simply let loose and scored almost at
will. Only twice was the puek in
Princeton territory during this periodq,
and then it stayed there only a very
few seconds. The Dartmouth goal
was peppered with a fusilade of
shots, and Barrett of the Green team
saved his team from a much worse
defeat by stopping several hard shots,

four more.

Substituted for Boiler and M.
E. Drawing in Third
Year.

The courses in Boiler Drawing and
Mechanical Engineering Drawing of
the gecond term of the third vear have
been dropped from Course X, and in
their place the students will be given
the same course in Electrical Engi-
neering that is given to Course II,
The drawing course is a sixty-hour
course, while the electricity course is
thirty exercise and thirty preparation
periods. 7

It is expected that a change will he
made in the fourth year of Course X
whereby a course in Hiectrical Engi-
neering Laboratory will be given in
the first term of the fourth year in
place of the course in Dynamo FElec-
tric Machinery, which is covered by
the new third year course. In the
second term of the fourth year there
will e introduced a course in Prob-
lems in Chemiecal Engineering, given
by Prof. W. K. Lewis, which will oc-
cupy the time formerly devoted to
Idlectrical Engineering Laboratory in
that term. Dr. Lewis' course will he
aiven this year to the class of 1912
for the first time, the necessary hours
being taken from thesis work.
