Notwithstanding the fact that last
year was the greatest that the Union
Dining Room has ever had, both in re-
gard to attendance and financial gain,
this year is surpassing the fondest
hopes of all concerned in the success
of the student eating place. A sum-
mary from the records kept by Bursar
Rand shows that the number of meals
served this year at the Union has
been greater each week than the cor-
responding week of last year by from
30 to 50 per cent., the total number
of meals served having increased by
nearly 40 per cent. over las: year.
The increase has been noted not only
among the students, but also among
the faculty, who now have three
tables reserved for their use instead
of one.

While in Boston Saturday evening
Coach .Eugene Sanger in a long talk
with Genieral Manager Herbert L.
Woehling said: "If the other depart-
ments of Tech Show, 1912, are as well
balanced as the book, 'Castles in
Spain' will be one of the most suc-
cessful Shows that has ever been pro-
duced."

CABOT SCHEME COPIED.

Dartmouth Awards Medals For
Physical Development.

, It was recently announced that
three medals were to be given to the
three students at Dartmouth who had
shown the greatest improvement in
physical development during the col-
lege year. It has been customary to
do the same thing at the Institute for
a great many years, so that it is ne
new thing here, but it goes as an-
other argument that the faculties of
the various schools about the coun-
try, are being more and more brought
to the idea that bodily training as
well as mind training is necessary to
make up the man.

At Dartmouth the medals are
awarded quite differently than at the
"Stute" however, for it is necessary
fcr the winners to have attained a
certain degree of excellency in their
studies, that is, they have to get an
average of 65 per cent. or better.

Any man that wants to try for the
medlal must go to the physical di-
rector and get his measurement re-
corded, then he must train himself in
any way that he sees fit for the re-
mainder of the year, although he can
go to the director for advice, but can
not go under a regular system of
training as laid out by the coach.

At the Institute a much better sys-
tem is in vogue where the man can
enter one of the regular gym classes
and thus get the benefits of a trained
teacher.

The Sophs have a fast basketball
team and' the Freshmen will' have'to
go some to beat it.

The conferences with the heads of
the conrses'were well attended by the
first-year 'mee. .

In the course of a few days a dele-
gation of civil engineering students
from the Institute, accompanied by
one or more instructors, will take a
trip to the city of Lowell to make a
test of -the new Allis-Chalmers pump
Which has recently been installed at
the pumping station in Centralville.
Owing to the nature of the test they
will probably remain in Lowell sev-
eral days, and when they have con-
cluded their work the water depart-
ment will have in black and white
the exact capacity of its new equip-
ment. Upon the report submitted will
depend the amount to be paid to the
Chalmers Company. In the case of
the test proving unsaatisfactorly, the
department could exact a heavy
penalty from the company. However.
since the pump has now been run-
ning smoothly for some time, there is
very little probability of an adverse
report.

In an interview Commissioner Bar-
rett said: "I have received several
requests from the Lowell Textile
School fcr permission to make the
tests, but I have refused to consider
them. I have no objection to the
presence of the pupils at the station
while the test is being made, but be-
cause of the amount involved I be-
lieve the wor-k should be done by men
of larger experience in such matters.
The names of the men who have been
selected to make the test will be pub-
lished in a day or two."

HOMER ALBERS HONORED.

Made Dean of B. U. Law School,

to Take Effect in September.

The Board of Trustees of Boston
University have recently conferred a
high hcnor upon one of the Institute's
staff of lecturers, IMr. Homer Albers,
by unanimously electing him Dean of
the University Law School.

MIr. Albers, a graduate of the
school. has been on the instructing
staff most of the time since his grad-
nuation, 'and has given the course of
lectures at the Institute which is re-
membered by most Tech men as Busi-
ness Law. He is a well-known mem-
ber of the Boston bar and a resident
of lircokline.

INSTRUCTORS CHANGED

Samuel E. Gideon has been given
leave of absence during the coming
term so that he may organize the
courses in drawing at the A. & AM.
College of Texas. While there he will
also perfect plans for their new mess
hall and dormitory.

R. R. Houter, instructor in mechani-
cal engineering, has just returned
from the Polytechnic Institute of
Charlottenberg, Germany, *where he
has been working for a doctor's de-
gree.

KANSAS PROF. AT 'STUTE.

Dr. Billings to Study in the-
Bacteriological Dept.

Professor Frederick H. Billings, of
the University of Kansas, has come
to the Institute to study bacteriology,
after having taken courses at Leland
Stanford leading to the degree A. B.,
at Harvard to A. M., and at Munich
to Ph. D., as wvell as two summer
ecurses at Harvard and one at the
University of Wisconsin. This is in-
deed a great compliment for the bac-
teriologists of the Institute to have
such a man come to take further work
in a department in which he has al-
ready done such fine work.

He has been a professor of botany
and bacteriology at the University of
Louisiana, and one at the University
cf Kansas. His work at the Institute
will be of such a nature as to fit him
for the work of taking charge of the
department at Kansas and of acting
as expert for the State in water
analysis.

If hlie graduated from here
to bear that feeling with him, we
doubt that the Institute would ever
have reason-to be very proud of him,
and certainly it could hardly look to
him for support, moral or physical.

Novel Method of Utilizing a
Dres' Suit Case.

A very ingenious method of trans-
forming an ordinary suit case into a
photographic darkroom, recently used
by Professor H. W. Smith, on a visit
to Tahiti.

The right half is occupied by a
water-tight rubber bag supported on
three sides by the sides of the suit
case, and on the fourth by a brass rod,
which extends over the edge of the
case and is hooked into the lock. The
developing tank, filled with developer
at a temperature sufficiently below the
normal to allow for rise of tempera-
ture before development begins, rests
in this rubber bag. The cbject of the
rubber bag .is to prevent damage to
plate holders that are placed in the
other half of the suit case, in the
event of the tank spilling over. The
cover of the suit case is held up by
means of a light wooden rod at each
corner, and a dark bag, made of a
double-fabric gossamer, with the
seams vulcanized, is then placed over
the whole.

Two long sleeves permit the opera-
tor to transfer the plates from the
holders to the tank without the neces-
sity of himself being in the confine-
ment of a dark room; a distinct con-
venience in the tropics even on the
rare occasions when a dark room is
available.
