ners last evening in the Union that
has been given since their graduation,
nine years ago, and nad as the speak-
er a man who is eminently well fitted
to tell much of interest and value to
the young architect. After the din-
ner had been served the tables were
removed and Mr. Frank A. Borne was
introduced with the statement that
his subject would be "Streets and
Squares, \Vater-Fronts and Bridges,"
a subject which today, in the light
of the fact that so much is being done
toward improvement and general ad-
vancement in these directions, is of
utmost importance to any who are apt
to have the completion of such pro-
jects under their control Mr. Borne,
as a member of the Chamber of Com-
merce party from Bosten, has recent-
ly spent several months in Europe
studying conditions of cities and the
progress made in the erection of bet-
ter tenements, the establishment of
city squares and more beautiful
streets and the improvement of
water-fronts, and from the fact that
the entire party had gone for the ex-
press purpose of making this study
they were enabled to meet many of
the city architects and officials who
have been most instrumental in bring-
ing about the wonderful advancement
|lwhich is so very apparent in the
photographs of a large majority of
European cities.

Liverpool was the first city con-
sidered, and the new tenements
which have been built by the mu-
nicipal government for the poor, to
replace the horrible structures that
have been used for so many years
with little or no repairs. Next, MIan-
chester houses were shown and the
remarkable dwellings that can be had
for almost unheard-of amounts of
money as yearly rentals. In general
the buildings are constructed as gar-
den cities in the suburbs of the larger

"BOSTON'S PROPOSED
BELT LINE" LECTURE

Mr. Long to Talk Before Joint
Meeting of Civils and

Electricals.

The joint meeting of the Civil and
Electrical Engineering Societies which
was postponed last term on account
of exams, is to be held Friday even-
ing in the Unicn. The talk on "The
Proposed Belt Line for Boston" which
Mr. Henry C. Long is to give is on a
subject with which he is thoroughly
familiar, for he is the originator of
the plan. Mr. Long was also sponsor
to the Bcston Port Bill which secured
improvements as important as this
plan outlines.

Mr. Long's idea is to have a belt
line starting at one side of the harbor
and almost completely encircling the
city at a ten-mile radius, at which dis-
tance it will pass through many of
the surrounding towns. By establish-
ing an extensive system of free trans-
fers this line will greatly reduce the
time taken to get from one suburb tc
another. Even if this line is not used
for carrying freight, it will be a great
factor in aiding the development of
the towns surrounding Boston. With-
in a year a plan similar to this has
been put in operation in Cleveland,
and has proved very successful. Sys-
tems like these have been working
successfully for years in Berlin and
some other foreign cities, and MIr.
Long's plan cannot be said to be an
experiment.

DEATH OF GREELEY, '76.

Loss of an Institute Graduate
Greatly Felt in Chicago.

The death of Mir. Frederick Greeley,
'76, of Chicago, means a great loss to
the various civic organizations of
Chicago, especially to the City Plan
Commissicn,, of which he was secre-
tary, and to the City Club, of which
he was an indefatigable member. He
was also a member of the Special
Parks Commission, the playground
associations and similar organiza-
