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ADVOCATES SPLITTING
TECH SCHOLARSHIPS

Bill Introduced to the Legislature
by Senator Newhall Favors

Return to Old Policy.

A bill has recently been introduced
to the Legislature by Senator George
H. Newhall of Lynn, which has for
its principal object the idea of re-
turning to senators the powver of split-
ting the Technology scholarships
which they are authorized by law to
recommend in their respective dis-
tricts. , 

As is probably well known, in con-
sideration of support received from
the Commonwealth, both the Institute
of Technology and the Worcester
Polytechnic Institute each maintain
eighty free schdlarships which are
granted by the Massachusetts Board
of Education to residents, cr minor
children of residents in the State.
These awards are made by districts.
and each senator is allowed to award
two free scholarships for each institu-
tion in his particular district. For-
merly the senators were given the
privilege of splitting the scholarships
if they saw fit. However, last year,
when the measure appropriating
$100,000 annually for the benefit of
Technology was passed, the phrase-
clogy of the scholarship clause aras so
changed that the State Board of Edu-
cation, with whom the senators co-
operate in awarding the scholarships,
decided that they were no longer au-
thorized to split them.

Senator Newhall's bill favors the
old idea of allowing senators to use
their own discretion in the matter of
awarding half scholarships, thus per-
mitting four constituents of each
senator to attend Tech for the same
price. I . A!J

David Snedden, Commissioner of
Education, when questioned by the
members of the committee, said the
bill was in line with the old policy
of the board, and that its restoration

.w-as desired.

FLOW OF RIVERS.

I,05 Gaging Stations Operated
by U. S. Geological Survey.

The United States Geclogical Sur-
vey, in its work of stream gaging-
measuring the flow and volume of
rivers by up-to-date methods-co-
operated during the last year with 13
States, the States contributing over
$49,000, and the Survey doing the
work. Ninety-six gaging stations
were maintained in co-operation wvithB
the Reclamation Service, 13 in co-
operation with the Indian Office, and
194 in cc-operation with the Forest
Service on streams draining National
forests. In all 1,105 gaging stations
were in operation at the close of the
last fiscal year.

The result should be a com-
plete walkaway for the older class-
men, but one can never tell, and any-
way every r'ace will be an interesting
one as each event is filled with men
that are running pretty close to one
another.

The dash will be a walkaway for
the Sophomores, with Arilkins in the
lead, followed by WVilson in second
place. The last two places are apt
to go to Freshmen, who have Barry
and Hann.

The quarter-mile will be one of the
closest of the races. The Sophomores
have Bolton for first place. Bolton,
who comes from Lawrence, has shown
up exceptionally well in indoor work,
having placed on the relay team. He
did not run last year. but was a mem-
ber of the victoricus 1914 relay team
on Field Day. Hann, who was the
fastest man on the 1915 relay team,
is training and should take a place
in this event, while Barry, his team-
mate, should also fit. The last place
is doubtful.

In the half-mile the Freshmen seem
to be quite obscure, as the Sopho-
mores have some of the best long dis-
tance men in the Institute. This is
also true for the mile. Nye and
Shedd, both of the upper class, look
as though they ought to be able to
take care of the first places in these
events. Spencer, a Freshman, has
shown up fairly well in the half-mile
and may be counted on for a point for
his team.

The weight events as usual are the
weak places. Little is klnown as to
the relative strength of the two
classes in the shot-p)ut, but the Presh-
men have the slight advantage, as it
seems that more of them go cut for
this event than do Sophomores. Mac-
leod is a Sophomore, but it is very
(doubtful if he will compete. If, how-
ever. he does, the Freshmen will lose
