TECH BATTALION TO
GO TO LAWRENCE

Special Meeting of Governor’s
Council as a Result of
Petition,

The Governor’s Council, at a special
meeting held last night at midnight
in Governor Foss’ private office in the
State House, debated pro and con the
advisability of taking final drastic
measures to quell the rioting strikers
of Lawrence by calling out the famous
Tech Battalion

That such a course should even he
considered by the Council speakes vol-
umes for the seriousness of the pres-
ent situation in our neighboring city.
Thousands of angry strikers paraded
the streets yesterday, defying all at-
tempts at dispersion by the twelve
companies of State Militia, enforced
by strong details of City Police. Street
cars on Canal street were repeatedly
keld up, passengers appearing to be
laboring men forced to undergo rough
treatment at the hands of the mob,
and finally the window panes were
broken by pieces of ice, In short, rict
and disorder terrorized the timid in-
habitants, many of whom barricaded
themselves in their homes. A petition
to Governor TFoss asking that the Tech
Battalion be sent to Lawrence at once
was circulated among the wealthiest
homes and received over seven thou-
sand signatures.

The strikers, getting wind of this,
hurriedly assembled at their head-
quarters on Market street and, gquak-
ing with fear and apprehension, asked
Leader Ettor what was to be done.
The latter individual seemed for the
first time during the present strike to
be ai a loss to know what to do, but
counselied retreat to the Hills of
Wellesley College, should Major Taft’s
dreaded mer made an appearance.

A late report at daylight this morn-
ing states that vast numbers of the
sirikers, utilizing every possible mode
of conveyance, were hasiily leaving
the now quiet city

PETROLEUM.

The production of peiroleum in
California this last year reached
83,000,000 Dharrels. This exceeds the
previous production of that State by
many thousand barrels. Thig in-
creased producticn was from the
fields situated in the Sunset and Mec-
Kiltrielt region. An increase in the
consumption of oil was also noticed.
The Canadian Pacific road is now
using 60,000 barrels a month in the
vardg and on the steamers on their
northern courses. They intend to use
oil exclusively on their passenger ser-
vice as far as Kamloops, B. C.

| TO TALK ON BOSTON'S

PROPOSED BELT LINE

Mr. Long Will Explain His Plan
Tonight to Civils and
Electricals.

In Cleveland one nmay now jump
aboard a Belt Line train which will
take him in a complete 20-mile cir-
cuit ol the eity and transfer him and
his personal freight to any railroad or
suburban  electric line running into
that city. Why no! in Boston? Some
citizens Dbelieve that this should be
made pessible, And particularly strong
in this Dbelief is Mr. Henry C. L.ong,
one of Beston's most prominent attor-
neys, who has originated an extensive
plan for cireniting the eity with a helt
line railroad which shall accomplish
tor the Hul just what is being done
in the Ohio city.

Tonight the Civil and Electrical
Engineering Societies will hold a joint
meeting in the Union, so that both ean
hear Mr. Long explain his plan. Be-
sides being the ariginator of this
plan to improve trafiic conditions, Mr.
Long was one of the most active pro-
moters of the Boston Pori Bill, which
secured several much needed Liarbor
improvements. My, Long has included
in his scheme the best points of the
systems which have bheen in wuse in
Berlin and several other large foreign
cities, keeping in view at the same
time the especial needs of his eity.

This plan calls tor the building of a
line through the suburhs, starting on
one side of the harbor and ending on
the other. By establishing at all im-
portant junctions a (lransfer system,
the author hopes to reduce the time
taken from one part of the eity to an-
other considerably, It Is proposed to
carry freight as well as passengers,
aud so further the development of the
surrounding towius.

Mr. Long’s tallkk will be interestingly
illustrated hy lantern slides through-
out, and Presidents Powell of the
Civils and Barry of the Electricals are
looking for lavge representations frem
their respeective organizations. Mem-
