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ABBOT TO TALK BEFORE
THE SOCIETY OF ARTS

Director of Smithsonian Institute
to Tell of His Work as an
Observer of the Sun.

Sometime during the latter part of
this month the Society cf Artgs will
introduee Dr. Charles G. Abbot, '94,
the Director of the Astirophysical Ob-
servatory at the Smithgonian Institu-
tion, in an illustrated taik on the re-
searclh work which he has been carry-
ing on for the last ten years on the
different phases of our sun, under the
title, "The Sun’s Radiation.”

Dr. Abbot has done a greal deal of
valnable werk in the last few years
and has practically established a new
theory which radically differs from
the old ideas on the subject. His
work hasg taken him into many for-
eign lands, to places where suitable
temporary observing stations could
be established and valuable data ob-
tained during eclipses and other oc-
casions of especial activity on the
siirfuce of the sun. He has within
the last week returned- from a stay
of nearly a year's duraticn in Algeria,
where he was making simulianeous
observations with an assistant in the
observatory on the summit of Mount
Wilgon, California. .

In speaking of the coming talk in
Huntington Iall, Dr. Abhot says: “I
don't think I ought to give away all
my thunder until T roll it around in
Huntington Ifall,” The talk will be
illustrated by his imagnificent cecliec-
