HAVE TECH SCHOOL

President and Commission Here
to Obtain Material by In-
spection of Institute,

President Ira Remsen of Johns Hop-
kins University, Ltogether with a aum-
ber of the members of his faculty and
a special commission from the Mary-
land Legislature, arrived at the Insti-
tute Saturday morning with an ap-
pointment for conference with our
Faculty and a trip of Iinspection
through the Institute plant and labora-
tories.

The object of this trip is to obtain
material which may be used in the
foundation of a school of technical ed-
ucation in the University. The plan
has been under consideration for some
time and the junket to Boston is the
result of their deciding that they
could get the most valuable material
from the Institute.

This is the fourth time within three
months that commissions from vari-
ous places have visited Technology for
the purpose of getting ideas and data
on the methods of instruction and ad-
ministration. The other parties have
been the Commission of the Canadian
Gevernment, the Commissioner of Kad-
necation from Brazil. and a representa-
tive from a large German City.

PRESIDENT MACLAURIN
RETURNS FROM WEST

Found Alumni Well Posted On
New Site Plans—Studied .
Building Ideas.

President 3Maclaurin has returned
from his Western frip and well satis-
fied that he accomplished the two-fold
purpecse of his mission, which was,
first, to meet and learn of the doings
of the Alumni; and second, to observe
building methods with a view to the
new buildings. He was gone just a
fortnight and his itinerary included
Philadelphia, Washington, Pitishurg,
Chicago, Detroit, Rochester and
Syracuse, beside numerons stops in
other important places.

In regard to the trip, President
Maclaurin said: “I desived tc get in
touch with the Alumni in order to
learn at first hand what projects they
were intervested in, and what they
knew of the plans for the new Insti-
tute, and to increase their knowledge
of this subject. T found many Teclh
men prominent in large undertakings,
and, to my surprise, very well posted
in the affairs of the Institute. They
all were very interested in its plans
and must have lLeen reading some of
the publications, so well informed
were they of the latest news.”

Of the second purpcse of the trip—
that of familiarizing himself with
building plans-—the President said:
“1 visited and studied ednecational and
mercantile instilutions with a view to
a more advantageous planuing of our
new buildingg. Tn general, educational
institutions are not so well planned as
those for business purposes, a8 in the
latter the space and its applicalions
are more carefully studied. The Wash-
burn-Croshy mills, the Bausch and
Lemb and Eastman Kodak facteries
were the more prominent of ihe fac-
tories visited. Of educational insfitu-
tions I was particniarly interested in
