Made Trip to Newton Yesterday
to Learn of Factory

Methods.

Forty members of the Mechanical
Engineering Society made a trip lo
Newton yesterday afternoon to visit
the Stanley Automnobile \Works. Mr.
M. AV. Dole and Mr. G. IV. Swett, of
the mechanical department., also made
the trip. At the factory parties of ten
men each were shown around by well
versed guides, who lest no opportu.
nity to explain to the men the inner
iworkings of the various machines.

The first thing explained was the
construction of the steel boilers which
generate the steam. These boilers
are made in 10-30 I-I.-P. sizes, the
diameters varying from 14 to 30
inches, and tlie heighth from 16 to 20
inches. The bottom and sides are
made by pressing from one continuous
sheet cf steel, while the head is
pressed from a second circular piece.
The head is placed in position, iL
held there by a few tubes, and iron
bands are heated and shrunk on at
both ends. Then the head is weldel
to the body in the oxy-acetylene flame.
From one head to the other run fire-
tubes of drawn copper.

These boilers are heated by gasoline
x.hich comes from the tank at 140
pounds pressure. The gascline is
vaporized by being led over its ovwn
flame before going to the fire-pan. To
produce a sufficient draft the steam is
exhausted into the draft pipe after
the manner of locomotives. By this
use of forced draft the boiler is ah;.e
to maintain under ordinary condi-
tions a steam pressure cf 500 pounils.
There is an automatic attachment
which turns out the gasoline Ilame
when the pressure exceeds this
amount, and a second one whichl
governs the pump anid supplies the
gasol'ne pressure. Besides this pump
for gasoline there is one for oil, and
twe for water. One of the two latter
]iumps runs constantly. while the
other is used on the hills to furnish
the extra quantity of water con-
suLmle d.

The men were greatly interested in.
the griuding machine which gave the
inside of the steam cylinders a per-
feet finish. Theyx were shown bow
the engine is mounted on the car so
that the drive may be as efficient as

PLANT TEST AT LOWELL.

During the vacation week two men
of Course VI, C. L. Dows and IM.

Kimball,'have carried out a plant test
on the 150 H.-P. Corliss engine of the
Lowell Weaving Company. The en-
gine at this mill is running at present
under from 200-300 per cent. over-
load, and it is for the most econcmi-
cal solution of this difficulty that
these two thesis men are working.
Some of the remedies that have been
studied are: the use of electric drive
actuated by power from outside; the
substitution of a larger unit, and the
addition cf another unit of the type
used at present.
