A, Merrill will read a paper on
Aviation, which will be illustrated by
stereopticon views. The lecture will
take place on Friday, February 16,
1912, at 39 Boylston street, at 8 P. M.
Although the Mechanical Engineering
Scciety has arranged the lecture, all
Tech men are cordially invited to at-
tend.

Mr. A. A. Merrill, the speaker, is,
perhaps, as well fitted to speak onm
aviation as any other man in the coun-
try. He iz a deep student and a pro-
found thinker on the subject, and his
research work malkes him especially
fitted for such a talk. He commenced
kis worlk on aviation a number ot
years back, in association with Mr.
Langley, whe was one of the pioneers
of aviation in America. This was long
before the Wright Brothers came into
prominence.

For the last seven years he has
been doing original research work in
the mechanical laboratories of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technol-
ogy, e graduated from the Wright's
Schocl of Aviation at Dayton, Chio,
and received both a degree and a
pilot's license. FHe is very much in-
