MORE LAURELS FOR TECH.

K. E. Carpenter, 'og, Has Been
‘Given Fellowship in Rome,

Technology again surpasses her
sister institutions in the recent award
of the Fellowship in Architecture at
the American Academy in Rome to
K. BE. Carpenter, 1909. There were
71 appHeaniz in the preliminary com.
petition for this prize from the vari-
ous colleges in the United States, four
of whom were sclecied for the final
coempetition, three being from the
University of Pennsylvania,

Mr. Carpenter took the advanced
course in design in 1910, and Thas
since then been employed in the
office of Codman aud Despradelle.

The fellowship in architecture car-
ries w:th it an award of one thousand
dollars a year for three years. The
fellows are required to® report Octo-
ber 1st in Rome, where they are pro-
vided with free living apartments
and studios. The academy is the out-
growth of the American School of
Architecture at Rome, which the late
Charles F, McKim was so active in
founding in 1894, It ig interesting to
note that the present director is G. P.
Gorham, a Technology graduate of
the class of 1898, and that three out
of the five fellcnwshlps awarded since
its foundation in 1908 have heen In-

stitute gradustes.

ARCHITECTURAL COURSE
SUFFERS. A ‘BIG LOSS

Death of Professor Despradelle
Comes After an Illness of
a Year

One of .the most important losses
that the Institute instructing . staff
has suffered was in the recent death
of Professor Desire Despradelle, Di-
rector of the Depariment of Avchiiee-
ture. - Professor Despradelle’s career
has been a partienlarly great one, and
‘it has been his influence and the
architectural ideals that he fostered
which have in great part made for the
building up of the present superb
gschool of architeeture in the Institute.

Protessor Despradelle was born at
Chaumont, France, May 20, 1862. At
the age of twenty he was admitted to
I’Ecole des Beaux Arts, Paris, first
among 140 candidates. ¥From 1882 to
1889 he studied at the Atelier Pascal,
always maintaining hizgh rank. ‘In
1884 he was awarded the Prix de Ia
Société Central des Architects Fran-
cais ‘and others of lesser degiee. In
1886 he received the French Govern-
ment’s diploma in architecture, Later
he took highest vank in the Concours
of Rome of 1889, and in the same vear
hecame ZLaureat de I'Institute de
Irance. . ’

Professor Despradelle's first. official
position under the French Govern-
ment was assistant architectural in-
spector. Afterward he hecame inspec-
tor and later collaborator of public
Buildings and mnational palaces, in
which capacity he waz employed on
many important edifices, among them
the residenee of President Grevy. The
character of his work brought hi, in
1803, the offer of the Roteh professor-
ship at Tech. He had since resided in
Br)-:ton, dividing his energles between
nstruction and the aotwe practice of
his profession.

He was consulting architect for the
new Art Museum. Since 1910 he had
been a special lecturer on "l.lChitLL“
tural design at Harvard, On April 23,
1810, he became corresponding mem-
her of the Institute of France, Acad-
emie des Beaux Avtg, one of the high-
o3t henors that can Dbe conferrad Dby
Meance. He was a member of the
Boston Sociely of Architecis and had
haen viee-president of the Société des
Beaux Arts of New York. He was
made director of the department of
architecture at Tech last Alay. In
collalboration with his partner,
Stephen Codman, he COI]atI‘llCt(‘[l many
huildings. winning the important com-

In Scientific American.

1t is very inieresting to all Tasti-

tute men to know that in a recent

number of the Scientific American,

devoted to Public Health and the Dis.

Professor W. T. Sedgwick. in
charge of the course in Diology, had
an article on “Sewage and ihe
fFarmer,” in whieh he discussed the
utitization of city waste by turning
it back on the farms which are being
continually depleted of their nitrogen.
