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THE UNDERGRADUATE GCON-
STITUTION.

The surprising lack of criticism of
the constitution of the proposed “M. I
T, Undergraduate Association,” which
was set forth some thiree months ago,
indicates either an unusually fine
draft by the framers of this document
or an exceptional Iack of inierest on
the part of the undergraduates them-
selves. We incline fo the belief that
a combination of both cavses is re-
spongible, for although the eonstity-
tion Iz unguestionably a good one, it
is inconceivable that a body of fifteen
hundred intelligent and wide-awake
men cannot find room for possible im-
provements. We should like to offer
the following statements for consid-
eration:

Firstly. Why should the president
of the Senior clasgs be the-president
of the Iustitute Committee? The
other officers of the committee are
tu be chosen by the committee itself,
supposedly picking the best men
available, but they plan to leave this
most important of offices purely in
the hands of the Senior class. Why
not place the office on the same basis
as the others, making it absolutely
elective?

Secondly, 'We believe in the full-
est possible publicity of all matters
coming before the Institute Commii-
tee for consideration, and to this end
would like t{o see a publicity clause
inserted in the constitution.

Thirdly. We most assuredly believe
in the repregentation of the profes-
sional societies on the commities,
The point has been raised that their
representation should be withdrawn
for the reason that they are subordi-
nate in importance to the other activi-
ties represented, and on that account
should not receive as much power.
We consider these societies a very ac
tive and impertant part of our under-
graduate life, affording a very effective
means toward advancing the progress
of embryo engineers, and as such they
should receive due recognition by the
Institute Commitiee.

We all should realize that it is dis-
tinetly our duty and privilege to sug.
gest and complain now.

of the center of the plane, and there
is a tendency for the rear of the plane
tc be pushed up and the front end
down. As the angle decreasss and
the plane approaches a horizontal po-
gition, the wind strikes the front end
of the plane and causes a pressure
downward. This pressure is very apt
0 make the machine turn over. In
any aeroplane or biplane, turning is
nrevented by the lifting of the rod-
ider, which, although it straightens
the machine, also slows it up. This
ross of speed s often very sudden
and is the cause of serious accidenis.
Prof. Merrill says that longitudinal
utability wilt be obtained by using two
planes in tandem, one behind the
other, and at a small angle with each
other. In case a gust of wind or a
“pocket” in the air is encountered, the
1zndem machine will nelther dip or
“ige. Since the arrangement of the
randem plane does the balancing auto.
natically, the aviator can devote his
ntixe, attentlon to steering.

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INSTITUTE PROFESSOR
STARTLES SCIENTISTS

Prof. Shimer Announces Belief
That Cannibals Once Lived
Here.

Professgor Hervey W. Shimer, who
is an assistant professor of Paleon-
tology at the Institute, has unearthed
sirange utensils and human remains
which were in a shell mound at
Inswich, Mass. He has also found
traces of g similar nature on Gard-
ner’s Island, which is off the coast of
Conitecticut. Pieces of brokem Bbones
were found at Ipswich which the pro-
fessor  believes were undounbtediy
those of human heings sacrificed to
satisgfy a eannibalistic appetite.

Professor Shimer believes that the
remaing found at Ipswich indicate that
man existed in Massachusetts 3,000
o 5,800, or even 10,000 years ago.
T'here are traces today which show
hat they possibly existed here hefore
he close of the glacial period, which
vas about 10,000 or 20,000 years ago.
Professor Shimer thinke that we are
n the verge of discoveries which will
’lace man’s existence much further
vack than has hitherio been thought,

This prehistoric man is believed to
1ave been ‘of the arang-outang type.
I'his type of man is superior to the
rorilla type, one of which was recent-
¥ unearthed in England, on acecount
f ity greater brain capacity. Our
rehistoric man plainly existed here
turing what is known as the Bronze
Aze in Europe and Ceniral Asia. He|
fwelt in a hut built of wood and skins, i
vith a fireplace of stone, and lived
3y hunting and fishing. Their
itensils, which have been found, show
hat he was exceedingly primitive and
hat he lacked even the small amount
»f decorative ability which is evident
n the early European peonles.

NITROGEN FROM AIER.

Article by Prof. Noyes on Fixa-
tion of Nitrogen.

In a recent issue of the Popular
dcience Monthly Prof. Arthur A,
Noyes, director of the Hesearch
Laboratory of the Institufe, owutlined
modern methods for converting the
ritrogen of the air into fertilizers.

The increased population of the
world, and the congequent increased
lemand for natural food products has
sradually exhausted the natural sup-
nly of nitrogen in the so0il. As to the
sunual increase of the world’s popu-
ation—about twelve million people—
nore than offsets the lands recovered
vy irrigation, and the natural method
for returning nitrogen to the goil is
oo glow; there is a great necessity
‘or devising artificial means for re-
plenighing the supply. Leguminous
blants, such as peas, heans and clover,
nave the power of returning ni{rogen
o the soil by means of nodules of
hacteria which grow on the roots of
hese plants. A remarkable instance
f the innoculating of the soil with
‘hese bacteriais shown in the reclaim-
ng of ihe sterile lands of the Island
»f Krakatea, which was overwhelmed
vy a voleanie eruption in 1883, The
island was soon covered by legum-
nous plants, and the ash is getting
nitrogen: from the air, o that the land
will again support vegetation. This
roceds requires several years, and is
11 consequence too slow a method.

An artificial method for preparing
nitrogen fertilizers has been the treatlr
ing of natural nitrates to form com-
pounds which plant life can fake up.
The soyree of this natural supply has
heen saltpeire, found in Chili, Peru
and Bolivia. This supply is limited
wnd Yable to exhaustion within thirty
years.

With a vast supply of almos{ pure
nitrogen aboat us in the air—the air
belng about fourfifths mnitrogen—
cherists have turned their attention
to availing themeelves of this supply.
The method of treatment is o pass

an electric spark through the nitrogen,
thus forming soluble nitrates. An ex-
actly similar process is performed by
lightning passing through the air, but
relatively smaller concentration
There is a plant sitnated at Notod-
den, Norway, which makes nitrates by
this method at a reasonable price.
Aside from the cost of installing, the
only cost necessary is for electric
power, DBy locating the plant near
a water power site this one item of
expense cah be eut to a minimum.
The produet of this one plant is _be-
ing used with success in Californian
and Hawaiian fruit orchards, the
growers finding it worth while to pay
the big transportation charges.

The other method for the prepara-
tion of nitrogen compounds is by the
partial distillation of ligaid air, ‘The
nitrogen thus obtained is combined
wth hydrogen to form ammonia. The
difficuities of this method of prepara-
tion have been overcome only by a
careful study of catalytic agents, and
the use of high pressure. The
ammonia thus formed is freated to
form salts which plants can take up.

Dr. Noyes says that there is little
doubt that from these sources a large
additional supply of niftrogen com-
pounds will be available, and that
their cost will be constantly lowered.
