It must
firt£ of all serve as a student club
house and office building; it should be
so adapted as to take the place of the
Techlno'ogy Club with the Faculty;
'and thirdly, it should serve as a
mecca for all alumni of the Institute.

Of course the bulkl of the building
should be adapted to student needs,
lbut no more fitting tribute could be
paid the splendid alumni who have
provided the present Union, than to
have "open house" for them at all
times in the new Union. And no bet-
ter use could be made of a part of
otlur Memorial than to have it serve as
a common meeting place for our
friends, the Faculty, where bIoth stu-
dents and teachers could meet in a
purely social way.

A great deal of discussion has been
going abroad as to whether the eat-
Lng center of the students should not
'also be in the Memorial. It seems
,vise that this feature of the Techl life
Illould he taken care of in another

building, but so closely connected to
the Memorial as to serve as a real
Feature in the student center.

Another point upon which many
men disagree is whether membership
lues should be levied upon students
n(d Faculty for use of the Memorial.

Some argue that it would give men
mnore of a fee'ing of ownership, and
that consequently each maln wouIld
hlave a personal pride in his club
riouse. Others answer this by saying
ihat somve men-undoubtedly few in
riumber-would feel that because they
.had paid a small assessment that they
-ould be less careful about their use
)f the MAlemorial. In any event, the
i)lhavior of the students in our pres-
ent Union is being carefully watched
by those who will have a voice in the
lecision of the question, and it now
l)ellooves every undergraduate to not
)nly do his part in showing that we
ire quite capable of entering into the
true spirit of our new Memorial, but
-o also helpl) his more unfortunate fel-
low students to do the same.

INSIDE ARRANGEMENTS
FOR WALKER MEMORIAL

More Suggestions Desired from

Student Body of the
Institute.

lMany il d lt vaiied have been the
suggestions relative to the \Valker
Mlen:o.i:il. but fenw have been re-
ceived f lol1l those l)ei'sons wilomn one
would expect to lbe most interesled
in it-the students.

A few of tile suggestions that itere
irolposed by alulini of the Institiute
reo :,s follows: It was suggested that

the first floor of the building lie used
el:tirely' for dlining rooliis. of whichll
there slhould lie three-a forty-cent
tablle d' hote, at towenty-fi'e-cent talble
d'hote, anlld an a la carte dinlilig room.
1'. was suggested further. that a nuim-
l)er of siall priviate dining r0ooms be
provided for the use of students
wiishing to give some slpecial treat
to their friends.

It was practically agreed that the
biilding was to have a large trophy
roo0m and social 1room. much as in
our present Union, this room to have
a high ceiling and a. large fire-place.
Another suggestion wihiclh was very
wvell received is that several small
rooms be provided equipped with
fireplace as "get-together" places for
the members of the faculty and stu-
dents. These rooms are not to be
used as class rooms or lecture halls,
but are intended to be used for in'-
formal talks in the evenings with
everybody comfortable about an open
fire.

Of course, there will be the eyer-
present candy and cigar counter as
well as check rooms, letter boxes,
etc. A suggestion which is sure to
meet with the approval of such of us
as have to hike from the top floor of
Pierce to the top floor of Rogers is
that an escalator be part of the
equipment of the Walker Memorial.
That will make one place, at least,
where the tired and foot-sore student
will not have to climb.

A question which seems hard to
decide is whether or not there shall

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In publishing -this special Walker
Memorial issue we have endeavored
to place before the student body the
varlious problems that are presenting
themselves for solution, not only- re-
garding the Walker Memorial itself,
but also the closely allied matters that
must of necessity introduce them-
selves when any student conditions
are considered at -the New Technol-
ogy. Our purpose in bringing out such
an issue is two-fold,-first, we feel
that every subject under discussion
is of very vital interest to every Tech
man; and second, by far the most im-
portant, we sincerely hope that a criti-
cal interest will be raised which will
induce suggestions from every man
who feels that he can better the ideas
or plans already set forth, or offer
any arguments which will lead to the
best ultimate decisions.

It should be distinctly understood
that the suggestions here set forth are
purely tentative, and in some cases
even the plans which we have been
able to obtain have been practically
discarded as wholly unfit. Everything
is an open question, and one in which
the general ideas of the whole under-
graduate body as well as of any other
interested persons are sought without
limitation. Nothing has been decided
to the extent that if a better scheme
is presented it cannot be incorporated
into the general plan at once.

The suggested plans of the Walker
Memorial should be studied carefully
with a view to the wholly different life
which will exist in Cambridge. Is the
arrangement the best? Is there suf-
ficient room for the increase in en-
rollment which is bound to come
within a few years? -

No less careful attention should be
given to the student housing problem
and the dining hall. What would be
the most satisfactory arrangements If
we were choosing in absolute free-
dom, and what is going to bring about
the greatest harmony in student life
and build up a stronger feeling of
unity among the undergraduates dur-
ing their leisure hours which in any
college -life are so closely associated
with their eating arrangements?

Every problem should receive care-
ful thought, not only from the student
point of view, but from the Faculty
point of view and the Alumni as well.

Let us all put our best efforts into
this problem, and do so with an earn:
estness that will result in giving Tech-
nology men -the finest undergraduate
life that is found in the world, a con-
dition which will be the most fitting
monument to President Walker that
can ever exist.

PROPOSED PLANS
FOR DORMITORIES

Many Things to Be Considered
in Student Housing

Problem.

One- of- the most important prob-
lems presented to the builders of the
New Technology is that of providing,
suitable accommodations for the large
number of Institute students who
cannot live at their own homes during
the school year. The solution of this
problem is unusually difficult for-
Technology, both because it has had
no previous experience with regard to
student housing and it can hardly
rely on the solutions made by other
colleges where, for the most part, con-
ditions are entirely different from
those which will exist at the new
site. In working out the problem.
the general character of the Institute
students and their needs, as well as
the mere constructive features, ar%
important factors, and herein lies thf
great difference between student hous-
ing at Technology dnd at other large
schools. The principle adopted by

FRATERNITIES TO
RELOCATE NEAR SITE

Three Chapters Intend to Build
New Houses on the

Esplanade.

The logical location for the frater-
nity houses at the."New Technology"
will be on the carnpus. Unfortunately
this campus is not large enough to
accommodate the fraternities in the
manner which would be most satisfac-
tory to their members. Will not the
result probably be that each society
will secure land and build at no great
distance from the Institute site in
Cambridge. Tile most attractive avail-
able property in that vicinity is that I
'and located on the banks' of the
Charles, just above Massachusetts
avenue and beyond the Riverbank
Court. Three fraternities have al-
ready l)ur:chased sites in this location,
and, without doubt, more will follow
in their footsteps. Some few fraterni-
ties informally expressed their inten-
tion of remaining onl this side of tile
river, but these will probably be in
the minority.

the Institute is the combination of
the experiences gained from colleges
whose conditions are similar, and
whatever originality may be neces-
sary to adapt these to conditions as
\hey will exist in Cambridge.

As yet all plans for dormitories and
other buildings to meet tlie social
needs of students are merely tentative
and very little has been definitely de-
cided. It has been agreed, however,
that of the two general types of dor-
mitories the "stairway" rather than
the "hotel" plan will be used. These
"stairways" are small units with ac-
commodations for about forty stu-
dents and the latest plans provide
for eight rooms on the floor. There
will be either a large lounging r-oom
on the first floor or separate studies
in connection with most of the roomls.
In the latter case the large dining
room and the Walker Memorial will
be relied upon to give a more demo-
cratic spirit to student life.

This question of dining facilities is
very. intimately connected with the
one of the position which the frater.
nities will occupy at the new site. It
is still an open question whether they
be provided for on the campus or
made to conduct their houses as here-
tofore._ If they are to be provided to-
on the campus new site itself, sep-
arate dining rooms will be necessary,
but it does not seem best to give them
better accommodations than are avail-
able for the non-fraternal students.
The general opinion at. present is that
there will be small dining rooms in
several of the "stairways" for fra-
ternities and whatever other groups
of students may desire them, while at
the same time leaving the large din-
ing hall for the use of the majority.
It is estimated there are also about
'ne hundred members of the faculty
for whom several "stairways" would
have to be provided.

As to the location and architectural
features of the dormitories, they will

be four or fire stories in height and
built completely surrounding square
yards or "quads," much the same as
is the custom in English universities.
They will be of essentially fireproof
construction and their architecture
I ill of course conform to that of the
other Institute buildings. The "stair-
ways" will be furnished with every.
thing necessary for the comfort of the
students, but individuality in the fur.
nishing of the rooms will be encour.
aged in order to make the atmosphere
as homelike as possible. The houses
will be near the centers of social life,
such as the field and the Walker Me-
mIorial, rather than the educational
buildings proper. It is thought that
$1.200 is a safe figure to place on the
total cost per student for construct-
ing and furnishing the dormitories.

This undergraduate committee ob-

I ained data of various kinds for the
Alumni Committee on Student Hous-
ng at the New Technology, and to-
-ether discussed the needs of the stu-
dents. The plans for the Walker
%lemorial, Commons, Gymnasium, Dor-
mitories and other buildings connected
,With the undergraduate body were
studied and criticized from the stu-
lent's point of view and discussed by
[he committee.

On Wednesday evening, Feb. 26,
1913, this Undergraduate Committee
met with the Faculty and Alumni Com-
inittees and presented their sugges-
tions and arguments for certain
changes in the tentative plans, as now
drawn up. Many matters were dis-
cussed in detail, and the suggestions
made by .the Undergraduate Commit-
tee are being very seriously consid-
,red by the Alumni Committees.

Owing to the fact that the Tech-
nology is situated under conditions
that exist at no other institution, a
Ireat many difficulties *arise which
ire incapable of solution without the
necessary years of experience. Such
matters as the housing of students in
dormitories at an institution situated
as this one is in the midst of a large
city, and also the provisions neces-
sary for athletics in the-form of an
athletic field and gymnasium, require
a great deal of thought and study.
The Alumni Committees are consider-
ing all sides of these questions seri-
ously and are aiming to do all plan-
ning for the benefit of the students.
The future students of Technology are
deeply indebted to these Alumni and
members of the Faculty who are sac-
rificing so much of their time and
energy in an endeavor to make the
New Technology the most attractive
and desirable institution of learning
from the student's point of view in the
country.

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DESCRIPTION OF NEW
TECHNOLOGY GYM

To Contain Cinder Track, Trophy
Room, Swimming Pool, and

Gym. Apparatus.

It has always been the policy of
the Institute to give a course in phy-
sical education that will aid the stu-
dent's mental powers and give him a
sound body with which to face the
Jifficult work of later life. Therefore
it is important that the gymnasium
end athletic field be close to the resi-
lential section. To obtain this re-
;ult the gymnasium should be at one
mnd of the field, and the Walker Me-
norial at the other end.

Furthermore, the Institute is grow-
ng, and provision for this growth
nust not be neglected in the gymna-
;ium. Generous accommodations
aust be made for all branches of
ihysical exercise.

The gymnasium building might be
50 feet wide and 300 feet in length.
'he ground floor could contain a cin-
er track, and places for jumping,
ole-vau ting, tennis, squash, and
and-ball. To this end the floor
,ould be composed of cinders arnd
lay to insure good footing. Provis-
tn would also be made for shower
-ths and locker rooms.

the athletic teams at the new Tech-
nology will have at their disposal a
thoroughly new and up-to-date gym-
nasium, running track, athletic field,
which, according to plans now under
consideration, will be the finest of its
kind that can be built.

The track team will have another
benefit aside from a new field gym,
etc., in that men living at home will
now be able to come out for it, since
all means for practice will be at their
disposal only a step from the class
rooms. The inaccessibility of the field
has been one of the most serious
handicaps to the team. With the
building of the new field conditions
will exist which will not be equalled
by either the Stadium or Franklin
Field. Plans are under way for 'the
construction of a quarter mile
straight-away, a thing which does not
exist at any other college today, but
which will be possible with the space
now existing. With the new track
the holding of the N. E. I. C. A. A.
championships should be a fixture,
and in all possibility the annual I. C.
A. A. A. A. meet will be held more
often at the Institute than at the
Stadium.

For winter work the track team will
have a cinder track in the basement
of the gym as well as a regular in-
door track and outdoor board track,
so that the men can keep in -the pink
of condition the year round.

The new gym will provide unex-
eelled means for gym and wrestling
teams. Due to poor equipment, the
gym 'tqam has died a natural death,
but with the new gym the team will
be reorganized and should prove of
championship ca'libre. ; A wrestling
team will also have u'nusual condi-
tions for its future development.
The swimming team, whichi'has also
fallen by the wayside, will be re-
'rived. With a new and up-to-date
cool, swimimng may be made a part
)f the regular physical training,
which -would aid the swimming team.

A desire to provide for the most
beneficial student life has led the
Walker Memorial Committee to pon-
der long over the question as to
whether the dining halls should be
incorporated with the Memorial. Such
t combination would have the advan-
.age- of bringing a large portion of

'.he students into the union daily, but
the character of the rooms must be
such that more than a thousand stu-
dents may eat their lunches there in
l brief noon period, at a minimum,
)r very moderate, cost. The commit-
':ee believes that the problem of eat-
ing under these conditions of stress
should not be complicated by combin-
ing the dining-rooms with anything
else, not even the Memorial.

THE DINING ROOM
AND THE FRATERNITIES

Special Dining Privileges to be
Open to Non-Fraternal

Associations.

The question of dining rooms in
the proposed student houses has been
the subject of much careful consid-
eration, and some difference of opin-
ion. On the one hand the central
dining hall should be more econom-
ical and more democratic-a great in-
tegrating force. On the other hand
the fraternities, being naturally un-
willing to sacrifice so important an
element in fraternity life, may re-
main outside the campus altogether,
which would be unfortunate. It has
seemed to the writer that a wise so-
lution of this problem might be ac-
complislied by providing some stu-
dent houses with dining rooms and
some without, but not restricting the
former type to fraternities. Then a
voluntary group of non-fraternity
students, willing to pay the neces-
sarily higher cost might secure a sec-
tion with a dining room, thus enjoy-
ing some of the advantages of fra-
ternity life. This would, at the same
time, relieve the difficulties insep-
arable from trying to provide
luncheon for all in the general dining
room.

be any bed-rooms in the building. It
is suggested that several would be
useful for the use of visiting alumni,
,but the men in charge are not agreed
on the necessity of providing visitors
to the Institute with rooms on the
campus. An emergency hospital
will, of course, have to be provided
for first aid treatment to those in-
jured in the gymnasium and on the
campus.

Several pianos were suggested as
a desirable adjunct to the new build-
ing. and it is further suggested that
they be placed far enough apart to
prevent their interfering with each
other and producing those unpleas-
ant discods which only two pianos
playing separate tunes seem capable
of producing.

These, then, are a few of the sug-
gestions which the alumni of the Insti-
tute have thought out. Some little
idea may be gained from them as to
what the Walker Memorial is expect-
ed to be, but many more suggestions
will have to be made before the
building will become what we hope-
the finest college Union in the
world. For this reason, it was
thought that the very best plans pos-
sible would be to have the students
suggest what they would personally
like to see in the new Memorial. The
alumni feel that the present-day stu-
dents know better what they would
like than graduates of the Institute,
and for this reason all students who
have any ideas on the equipment or
on the treatment of Walker Memor-
ial are requested to send them to
the Undergraduate Committee.
