'11, and Mr, H. E. Stump, '10, and has
done very creditable work in securing
the. support of the alumni in that city.

BALLOTS AT

BIG CONVOCATION
YESTERDAY NOON1

Stanton H. King Describes Life
of Sailors at Special T. C. A.

Meeting.

At the Convocation in Huntington
Hall, yesterday noon, Stanton H.
King, Superintendent of the Sailors'
Haven in Charlestown, spoke to about
three hundred students, and it was
agreed by all that it was the best Con-
vocation of the year. The speaker
had been engaged by the T. C. A. to
speak in the Union, but at the request
of the President the weekly meeting
was changed to a Convocation.

Mr. King has an inimitable way of
speaking, and is absolutely the most
humorous speaker that ever talked un-
der the auspices of the T. C. A. He
commenced by firing upon the unsus-
pecting audience volley upon volley of
laughable statements, and in a few
minutes had the entire audience roar-
ing in laughter. It would be useless
to try and remember what he said for
he talked so fast. But he goon settled
down to serious things; told of the
misery and plight of the sailor aboard
ship, of the uncomfortable quarters
that are provided for the men, and
urged all to do what they could for
the man who makes the world's com-
merce a possibility. He said that one
could very rarely find an American
sailor aboard the merchant marine,
because an American boy will not
work and live under the conditions
that a modern sailor must endure.

He stated that the coastwise ship-
