MEETING IN MEMORY OF
PROF. DESPRADELLE

President Maclaurin One of the
Speakers at Copley Hall
Last Night.

At Copley Hall, last nighi, a meeting|.

was held in memory of Prof. Despra-
delle under the auspices of the Boston
Sceiety of Architects, the Massachu-
setts Institute of Technology, and the
Boston Architectural Society., Among
the decorations of the hall were some
of the Professor’s works. At the front,
directly in back of the stage was an
immense drawing of a “Moounment
dans un Pantheon.” On the other
walls of the room and on those of an
adjoining room were: “Studies for the
Proposed Tech Buildings,” which were
done while he was acting in an ad-
visory capacity; “Studies for the
Peter Brigham Hospital,” “Fortress
Museum for Artillery,” and many
other works of equal value which the
professor had done,

In his introductory reimarks, Mr.
Clipton Sturgis, chairman of the meet-
ing, said that Prof. Despradelle came
to America to teach at a time when
a great change was taking place in
architectural methods, He tfound at
Tech pupils who were well equipped
to receive what he had to give. He
gave them enthusiasm which, Mr.
Sturgis said, was sometimes of infi-
nitely meore value than ordinary com-
mon sense, in that it makes the smail-
est details interesting, and helped a
man to reach the high mark which in-
spiration has set before him.

President Maclaurin, who was the
next speaker, said in part:

“We are constantly being told that
the protfession of teacher is not
honored as it should be here, and that
men of the highest ability are not at-
tracted to its ranks so frequently in
America as elsewhere. This is hard-
ly the oceasien to disecuss such a
question, but it may not be out of
place to call your attention to the fact
that it is singularly difficult to fill 1the
chairs of archilectural design in our
schools of architecture with competent
Americans. This difficulty has its
compensations in the rare cnses when

But even he deplored it as a perman-
ent condition of affairs, and felt that
the development of architectural
styles that would be really expressive.

highest ability for the great work of
teaching. He had the clearest under-
slanding of the functions of the
teacher, and appreciated to the full
the great difference between an archi-
tect and a teacher of architecture,
1With his lofty sense of the dignity of
the teacher's calling, he found it hard
to understand how some who might
have been first-rate ‘teachers preferred
to DLe zecond-rate architects, and his
high ideals of life left him with seant
sympathy for the sordid motives that
sometimes determine the choice.
"His sympathy was especially valu-
able when ke dealt with the individual
studeut, close association hetween
teacher and pupil being, perhaps, the
chief characteristic of the school that
he represented. His aim was not to
jimpose his own ideas unpon the student
(as the second-rate teacher generally
attempts to do), but to bring out and
to develop anything good that the
student had within him. To develop
jmagination, and particularly to de-
velop individuality, was, in his view,
the chief function of the teacher, His

sympathy and insight gave him mar-

powers, and he would spend weeks in
plcouraging a young man to find him-
salf rather than force him into a way
that was not nmaturally his own.

“T have time to touch on only one
other aspect of his.temperament, but
it was one that added greatly to his
effectiveness as a teacher. This was
his vivacious enthusiasm. There was
scarcely any limit to his enthusiastic
belief in the importance of the archi-
tect's profession, This enthusiasm
affacted every detail of his work for
the students, and it was so contagious
that none failed to catch some of it
He had only to enter the draughting
room to make his presence felt im-
mediately by every student within.
All were keenly anxious to have his
criticism, and all were ready to work
without stint because they recognized
in him a great worker. He was at the
Institute of Technology for nearly
twenty vears. 1t would take a map of
our whole country (o follow the cam-
paigns of all his pupils. His name will
live in the loyalty and devotion of
every one¢ of them, and passing into
the great traditions of a great school
of architecture, his influence can
never vanish Irom the land.”

Mr., Guy Lowell, who spoke next,
said that the great trouble in America
was that the students were too apt to
think of their instructors in the light
of an employee. In Europe, on the
other hand, the pupils and masters are
more friendly, and bear more fraternal
relations towards each other, Part of
the success of the Technology Depart-
ment of Architecture is due to Prof,
Despradelle. Despradelle’s success is
due in part to the fraternal relations
which existed between him and his in-
structor, Pascal,

Mr, Reuben Kidner, who was an in-
timate friend of M. Despradelle, said
that every contact with him was a
joy., When the professor realized that
he must finally succumb to the dis-

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SECOND LECTURE ON

DRAMA BY MR. BAKER

Lowell Institute Talk Interests| New Songs to Be Tried Out Far

Large Number of Dramatists
and Students.

Yesterday : fiernoon, at the Lowell
Institute lecture in Huntington Hail,
Mr. George P. Baker delivered his sec-
ond article on the drama. Last week's
talk dealt with the differences which
exisi between the drama and the
novel, Yesterday, the application of
the prineciples of unity, coherence and
emphasis in the writing of a play was
fully explained, He iHustrated his
points by reading short selections
from well chosen productions,

Throughout his talk Mr. Baker laid
great stress on the fact that the audi-
ence is the factor which the author of
a play should have uppermost in his

thought. The length of the play itself, | then, and all the men are expecied to
the way in which it is divided into|&el these and learn them. Good prog-

acts, the nature of the plot, in faect
everything pertaining to the play must
be written with the general public in
mind. There iz no arbitrary rule as
to the number of actg in & drama, but
the divisions are eifected solely by
the way it will best suit the audience.

Unity in a play is well illustrated
by the fact that a single aet, when
performed in connection with the rest
of the production is very interesting,
hut if given alone, woul@ not pe clear
and easy to understand.

In speaking of emphasis, Mr. Baker
axplained how interest can be gained
hy making the first act arouse the at-
tention of the audience. In the first
ict, the relationship of (he characters
o one apother, the time, and location,
should be imparied through the dia-
ogue of the characters. Sometimes
his informaticon is given by single
phrages on the opening scene.

It was shown how some authors
eave it to the printer to acquaint the
audience with these facts through an
sxtensive program; others make the
srave mistake of relying on numerous
wnd complicated stage directions; still
vthers, while not at fault, open their
slays with a solilequy. This last
method is somewhat time-worn and jis
sntirely discarded by good writers.
The method of stating the facts of the
-ase by dialogues between servants is
lso rather old and passé.

The next lecture by Mr. Baker will
