PRESIDENT MURLIN
ADDRESSES T. C. A

Head of Boston University ’ll‘a]kS
to Large Crowd on “Living
One’s Own Life,”

President Murlin of Boston Univer-
sity addressed the students yesterday
noon at the I'njon at the first of the
Phursday noon talks given under the
auspices of the Technology Christian
Association. The meeting was well
attended and was thoroughly enjoy-
able. Dr. Murlin was introduced by
C, V. Brett, president of the T. C. A,,
who spoke of the work which was be-
ing done by the Association.

Dr. Murlin spoke of the many dif-
ferences of opimion in resard to the
most important part of life, He said:
“The consensus of opinion is that a
man is largely made by the Important
stage in his life. The most important
period in the life of a Technalogy
student is his four years spent at the
Institute. He iz cut loose from all ot
his former influences and starts to
form his own ideas. Each man lives
in his own world and among his own
friends and associates, This period,
as well as a man’s choice of friends,
determines his character for the
future. A man makes his future be-
cause of what he has done in the past,
This principle applies in alt walks of
Iife; it helps to Dbuild a man up in
gocial and moral problems in life,
The miost valuable asset is & good,
firm character.”

Arthur W. Carpenter, chairman of
ihe Immigrant Work, told of the work
that was heing done in teaching the
Greek immigrants the Enrglish lan-
guage, He issued a call for teacliers
ts work one evening a week, which
will be a great help to the immigrants
and a benefit to the students,

President Brett spolke about the
discugsion classes. to which every
student is urged to come.

MADE IN COURSE II

Shop Work Reduced, Theoretical
Increased—More Mathemat-
ics in Third Year.

The Derartment of Mechanical
lingineering has made several impor-
tant changes in Course 2, and ihese
wili go into effeet this year, and
aifects all men graduating after 1913.
Tha primary object of these changes
i:as been (o adapt this course to the
ever changing conditions in the out-
side woild. Omne partieular instance
is the addition of Gerntan to the eur-
ricilum of the first terw of the sec
ond vear. This has heen done le-
cause nof the predaminance of QGer-
mans in et lngineering, and to
znahle men to read the current Ger-
man niagazines on the subject,

Tite amount of shop work has beenr
lessened amdl more mathentatics has
been assigned in the first term of the
third year. The general aspect of the
changes has been towards an inerease
in theoretical work, an addition of
new and practicil subjeets, and @
generol diminishing of the nmount or
shiop work reguired, Following is &

detailed aceount of the changes.
There are no ehanges in first year
worl.

In the first term of the second year
Mechanical Bngineering Mawing bos
been  reduced  Hfteen  hours,  sixty
hours of Carpentry amd Wood-turning
have Deen replaeed hy {htrty howrs
of Forging, fifteen hourg each of Ger-
man and Physical Laboratory have
heen added. In the second term,
Mechanism and Valve Gears has been
reduced fifteen hours. an increase of
{ifteent hours in Mechunical Engineer-
ing Drawing has Deon made, and
sevenivdfive lours of Foundry and
Forging take the place of itwenty
honrs of Pattern Work,

in the first term of the third year
the most important changes have
beern a marked reduction in  the
amount of JMachine Drawing., an in-
crease in Heat Engineering, the ad-
dition of a course in survering, and
the omtission of work in Metallurgy of
Iron. 1In the second term shop work
Las been reduced sixty hours, and o
generzal increase in Mechanical Engi-
neering Drawing, Boiler Design and
Engireering Laboratory llave Dbeen
substituted.

In the fourth year there has Dbeen
a general rearrangement of gtudies
and an addition of a number of new
subjects, including Foundations, Heat-
ing and Ventilation, and Refrigera-
tion.
