PRAISES DESPRADELLE.

Doctor Maclaurin Pays Tribute
to Noted Architect.

At the Despradeile Memorial meet-
ing, held last Monday in Copley Halj,
the speeches were highly eunlogistic,
4s was reported in THE TECH, A
large portion of President Maclaurin's
speech has already been published,
bt the following trvibute to the late
Professor, which was paid by the
President, has not appeared before.

“His special qualifications as a
teacher were due in part to training,
but to a still larger extent to tempera-
ment. He realized the full value to
the teacher of scholarly foundations,
and 1 need not remind you that hie was
trained in the best and most rigorous
of schools. France is a country to
which architects always look with re-
spect, if not becanse of their admira-
tion for its architecture, at least be-
cause it has devoted itself more seri-
ously and more successiully than has
any other country to the problem of
teaching architecture. Despradelle
was thoroughly conversant with the
methods of the French schools and:
was wonderfully apt in applying them
to the conditions that exist in this
country. Here it was that his tem-
perament so greaily aided him. He
was not superficial, but profoundiy
gympathetic, and he set himself to
learn as speedily as possible to un-
derstand and te sympathize with the
American people. e would have
done this in any ecase, but hig natural
sympathy was stimulated by the pro-
fegsional feeling that he could not
male a great teacher of Ameriean ar-
chiteets unless he sympathized with

lhe aspirations of their countrymen.”| |

ELECTROLYSIS COURSE.

Monday, March 17, Professor H. M.
Goodwin will commence his series of
gsix experimental lectures on Prin-
ciples and Applications of Electr'o-
Iysis. The lectures will he given in
Room 23, Walker, at 4.07 in the after-
noon. No examination is required.
The course is. elective, and open to
siudents in all but ihe first vear.

The latter

six of the largest Universities and pro-
fessional schools are entered.

The can-
didates in Class 1 are requmed to
make a preliminary sketch and pre-
sent a final drawing of a Museum of
Fine Arts. Only regular students in
their final year before a prefessional
degree is given are eligible for Class
1. Class 2 is open to competitors not
vet eligible for Class I. The subject
for Class 2 is a College Library.

Under the regulations of the con-
test the students must preseni them-
selves at a definite time and place and
must make the preliminury sketch for
their final design. The time allowed
for making this design is nine hours,
and during this time the students
muzt neither leave the room, nor re-
ceive help from, nor consult book, in-
struefor, or fellow students. The pre-
liminary sketches were submitted on
February 17. After handing in the pre-
liminary sketches the students are to
complete and submit the plans Dby
Mareh 19, The final plans are to con-
form strictly to  the preliminary
sketch and the final award is to be
based on how well they are made to
cenform,

The six best lans in each class are
to be forwarded to Philadelphia,
where the jury will decide the win-
ning drawings. At Philadelphia the
drawingg are placed on exhibition for
a few days. "Thewv are then =ent to
each one of the colleges to Tre placed
on exhibition for three days. The
fury consists of cne representative of
each school, not in any way connect-
ed with the faenlty. The representa-
tive from Massaehusetts Institute of
Technology is Allen H. Cox, of the
Arm of Putnam & Cox.

Last year the candidates from the
Institute did not win the awards, This
vear the candidates are working
doubly hard to bring the prizes back
to Boston.
