HARVARD PROFESSOR
ADDRESSES M. E. SOCIETY

Prof. Hollis Gives Interesting
Talk on Early Boiler

Construction.

'rlhe lecture given before the Me-
(c:anical Engineering Society yester-

te. afternoon, by Professor I. N.
1'oliis of Harvard, proved to be un-
u!stally interestitg. The topic dis-
cusscd was strictly in accord with the
title of' thI'be llistory of Steam Boiler
Construction," and very few modern
boilers were ilncluded. The talk was
enlivened with stories of many of his
amusing experiences while workillg in
the navy.

The lecture was startedl with the
statement that one could get no ade-
quate idea of the utter lack of a'ppli-
cation of tile most - common--sense
Irinciples inll early boiler-construction
unless hle had read some of the testi-
mony given before thle Britishl Ad-
miralty when tlhat body was investi-
gating the causes of boiler explosions
during the last century. At that
time boilers were constructed with.
out regardl to getting the greatest
strength with a given amount of ma-
terial, and lplractically 110no attention
was plaid to ease of construction or
Freedom fromn frecqutent repair. Prof.
Hollis said that they might be ex-
cused for their weak construction be-
cause the pressures used were very
little above thlat of the atmosplhere,
but tlhe al)lparent custom of designing
a boiler for a minimum heating stur-
face was almost inexcusable.

As wvas quite natural. the first boil-
ers wore sillv' mnodifications of the
tea-kettle. Watt hbulilt one in tlhe
shape of' a hemispherical vessel in-
side a lire box, wilti tfle stack directly
over it. From this develolped many
t pes. somle of -whichi Soot l)egan to
use fIle ])rincil)le of the nmodern water
tolbe boiler. A large number- or slides
werey sllow -llitstratilng tile intlllnel
able "frealks" constructed dullrinlg the
fil-st y.eans or steam bloiler develop-
men f t. There were boilers of every
otc-iv-ahble shape, and tile idea seems
to htave been that tle nmore tortuous
the ptassage th trot1fih which the prod-

of ts o' combustion had to travel the
110o1e efficient thle boiler would be-
comine. Some very amlusillg exaln])les
o[ this plractice were tirowvn on the
sc reen altd included spitral and- con-
enttrie w ate t tluibes, and even a

woodlen b)oiler lbuilt in America in
1 ]0t .- As thle next slide was shown,
P-of. Ilollis said that the P-ritish had
outdonle tile Americans, however, for
thley had designed(l a gr-anite boiler at
about the same time.

Prof. Hollis tlhlen related many of
his personal experienles. At one
time, just after Farragut's fiagship
had been equipped wvithl some Ioilers,
in wvhichl there were a large nlumber
of stays for strengthening purposes,
lle wvent inside to inspect them. Thle
stays all alppeared in good condition,
but as le was finishing his work he
hlaplpened to grasp one of thlem, about
an inchll and a half inll diameter, and

SOCIALISTS MEET.

Prominent Socialist Speaks
Vital Modern Question.

on

A large gathering. of interested
Tech men heard the talk on "The
Ideals and Achievements of Social-
ism," given yesterday noon in the
Union by Mr. Henry W. Laidler of
the Intercollegiate Socialist Society.
Mr. Laidler's impressive delivery
made a favorable impression even on
those who were opposed to his argu-
ments.

The first part of the address was
devoted to outlining the fundamentals
of Socialism. Mr. Laidler explained
how Socialism stands, not for oppo-
sition to all authority, but for exact-
13y the reverse, subordination of each
individual to one supreme authority,
the common good. This shows the
fallacy of the too common confusion
of Socialism with Anarchy, its direct
opposite.

Mr. Laidler next took up the tre-
mendous increase of Socialistic influ-
ences during the last few years, in
the domain of literature, in the trend
of national thought, and particularly
in voting strength. He gave statis-
tics on the growth of the Socialist
vote, showing how it had increased
in a few years from a beginning of
two thousand votes to nine hundred
thousand in 1912.

At the close of the talk application
blanks were handed out for member-
ship in the new Political Engineer-
ing Club of the Institute. A number
of these men were signed up. An-.
other meeting will be announced
shortly, at which a permanent organ-
ization will be effected. It should be
clearly understood that all who are
interested in the national questions of
the day are welcome to attend.

very easily broke it. Upon further in-
vestigation it was found that, as the
stays gradually corroded, they had
been replaced with scale so that the
extremely dangerous condition of the
boiler had not been noticed. This
brought out the point that the least
number of parts exposed to corrosion
should always be the aim of the de-
signer, which fact is especially true
of marine boilers, where sea water
with its bad effects must be used.
The speaker also told of seeing a
chimney in Spain reaching 755 feet
above the level of the grates. Thlis
marvel was accomplished by building
a flue up the side of a nearby hill to
a short stack on its top. He said that
one of his pupils had recently pro-
posed regulating the draft by building
a stack in sections, any number of
which could be used, thus varying its
effective height-which proved that
some engineering students are not all
as practical as they might be. Slides
of locomotive boilers in the various
stages of their development, and of
some early attempts at steam auto-
mobiles, were also shown.

The point most emphasized by Prof.
Hollis was the design of a boiler for
maximum strength heating surface.
He said that it was much more im-
portant to have ample water surface
'where the steam could escape than a
large steam dome or other reservoir.
Ease of construction, a minimum
number of joints, and accessibility
should also be the aim of designers.
In closing he said that he hoped he
had shown the Institute men what
not to design rather than showing
them the best methods employed at
present.
